VISTOS: 
 
El Informe “Propuesta de Fijación Tarifaria del Servicio Especial Descarga y envío de 
parámetros de contenedores reefer en el Terminal Norte Multipropósito del Terminal Portuario 
del Callao”, elaborado por la Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos y por la Gerencia 
de Asesoría Jurídica del Ositrán en lo relativo a la evaluación de los aspectos jurídicos 
relacionados al procedimiento tarifario, la propuesta de resolución tarifaria del Consejo 
Directivo, la exposición de motivos y la relación de documentos que sustentan la propuesta; y, 
 
CONSIDERANDO: 
 
Que, el numeral 3.1 del artículo 3 de la Ley de Supervisión de la Inversión en Infraestructura 
de Transporte de Uso Público, aprobada mediante Ley N° 26917, establece que es misión del 
Ositrán regular el comportamiento de los mercados en los que actúan las entidades 
prestadoras, cautelando en forma imparcial y objetiva los intereses del Estado, de los 
inversionistas y de los usuarios; con el fin de garantizar la eficiencia en la explotación de la 
infraestructura de transporte de uso público; 
 
Que, por su parte, el literal b) del numeral 7.1 del artículo 7 de la precitada Ley, atribuye al 
Ositrán la función reguladora, y en tal virtud, la función de operar el sistema tarifario de la 
infraestructura bajo su ámbito, lo que incluye la infraestructura portuaria de uso público; 
 
Que, el literal b) del numeral 3.1 del artículo 3 de la Ley Marco de los Organismos Reguladores 
de la Inversión Privada en los Servicios Públicos (LMOR), aprobada por la Ley N° 27332, 
establece que la función reguladora de los Organismos Reguladores comprende la facultad 
de fijar tarifas de los servicios bajo su ámbito; 
 
Que, el artículo 2 del Reglamento de la LMOR, aprobado mediante Decreto Supremo N° 042-
2005-PCM y sus modificatorias, así como el artículo 17 del Reglamento General del Ositrán 
(REGO), aprobado mediante Decreto Supremo N° 044-2006-PCM y sus modificatorias, 
establecen que la función reguladora será ejercida exclusivamente por el Consejo Directivo 
del Organismo Regulador; 
 
Que, el citado artículo 17 del REGO, señala que el Consejo Directivo sustenta sus decisiones 
en los informes técnicos que emite la Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos, 
encargada de conducir e instruir los procedimientos tarifarios; y la Gerencia de Asesoría 
Jurídica, que tiene a su cargo la evaluación de los aspectos jurídicos relacionados al 
procedimiento tarifario; 
 
Que, mediante Resolución de Consejo Directivo N° 0003-2021-CD-OSITRAN se aprobó el 
Reglamento General de Tarifas del Ositrán (RETA), el cual establece la metodología, reglas, 
principios y procedimientos que aplicará Ositrán cuando fije, revise o desregule las tarifas 
aplicables a la prestación de los servicios derivados de la explotación de la infraestructura de 
transporte de uso público, ya sea que el procedimiento se inicie de oficio o a pedido de parte; 
 
Que, el artículo III del Título Preliminar del RETA dispone que las Entidades Prestadoras se 
sujetan a lo dispuesto en el RETA y a la regulación tarifaria que establezca el Ositrán, en todo 
lo que no se oponga a lo estipulado en sus respectivos contratos de concesión; 
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Que, con fecha 11 de mayo de 2011 se suscribió el Contrato de Concesión para el diseño, 
construcción, financiamiento, conservación y explotación del Terminal Norte Multipropósito en 
el Terminal Portuario del Callao (en adelante, el Contrato de Concesión) entre el Ministerio de 
Transportes y Comunicaciones, en representación del Estado, quien a su vez actúa a través 
de la Autoridad Portuaria Nacional, y la empresa APM Terminals Callao S.A. (en adelante, 
APMT o el Concesionario); 
 
Que, el numeral 8.23 de la sección “Régimen Económico: Tarifas y Precio” del Contrato de 
Concesión regula el procedimiento de fijación tarifaria para Servicios Especiales no previstos 
en el referido contrato o Servicios nuevos, remitiendo los aspectos procedimentales al 
Reglamento de Tarifas del Regulador;  
 
Que, mediante Carta N°0251-2021-APMTC/LEG, de fecha 22 de marzo de 2021, APMT 
remitió al Indecopi, con copia al Ositrán, la Propuesta del Servicio Especial “Descarga y envío 
de parámetros de contenedores reefer” (en adelante, la Propuesta de Servicio Especial); 

 
Que, el 20 de mayo de 2021, mediante Resolución de Consejo Directivo N°0023-2021-CD-
OSITRAN, sustentada con el Informe Conjunto Nº 072-2021-IC-OSITRAN (GRE-GSF-GAJ), 
el Consejo Directivo del Ositrán resolvió declarar que el servicio denominado “Descarga y 
envío de parámetros de contenedores reefer” propuesto por APMT, califica como Servicio 
Especial no previsto en el Contrato de Concesión; 

 
Que, el 20 de julio de 2021, mediante Oficio N°089-2021/ST-CLC-INDECOPI, el Indecopi 
remitió al Ositrán el Informe Técnico N° 043-2021-CLC/INDECOPI, mediante el cual la 
Comisión de Defensa de la Libre Competencia realizó el análisis de las condiciones de 
competencia en la prestación del servicio denominado “Descarga y envío de parámetros de 
contenedores reefer” solicitado por APMT; 

 
Que, el 19 de enero de 2022, mediante Carta N° 0035-2022-APMTC/LEG, APMT solicitó al 
Ositrán el inicio del procedimiento de fijación tarifaria del Servicio Especial de “Descarga y 
envío de información de parámetros de contenedores reefer”; 
 
Que, el 23 de marzo de 2022, mediante Resolución de Consejo Directivo Nº0008-2022-CD-
OSITRAN, sustentada en el Informe Conjunto Nº00018-2022-IC-OSITRAN (GRE-GAJ), este 
Regulador dispuso el inicio del procedimiento de fijación tarifaria solicitado por APMT para el 
Servicio Especial “Descarga y envío de información de parámetros de contenedor reefer”, a 
ser brindado en el Terminal Norte Multipropósito del Terminal Portuario del Callao; 
 
Que, el artículo 20 del RETA establece que, corresponde al Consejo Directivo, a través de una 
resolución, aprobar el informe que sustenta la propuesta tarifaria en el marco de un 
procedimiento de fijación o revisión tarifaria. De acuerdo con el mencionado artículo, se deberá 
publicar dicha resolución en el diario oficial El Peruano y en el portal web del Ositrán, 
conjuntamente con: (i) el proyecto de resolución del Consejo Directivo que aprueba la 
propuesta tarifaria, (ii) la exposición de motivos, (iii) la relación de documentos que constituyen 
el sustento de la propuesta tarifaria, (iv) la información sobre la fecha y lugar relativa a la(s) 
audiencia(s) pública(s) correspondiente(s) y (v) el plazo dentro del cual se recibirán los 
comentarios escritos relativos a la propuesta. Asimismo, de acuerdo con lo establecido en el 
literal 20.3 del RETA, en la misma fecha de publicación de la resolución que aprueba el informe 
que sustenta la propuesta tarifaria, se publica este último en el portal institucional;  
 
Que, de conformidad con lo dispuesto en el artículo 21, la propuesta de revisión tarifaria es 
publicada con el fin de recibir los comentarios o aportes escritos de los interesados, los cuales 
no tendrán carácter vinculante; 
 
Que, mediante Memorando N°00140-2022-GRE-OSITRAN, de fecha 9 de agosto de 2022, la 
Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos remitió a la Gerencia General la “Propuesta 
de Fijación Tarifaria del Servicio Especial Descarga y envío de información de parámetros de 
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contenedor reefer en el Terminal Norte Multipropósito del Terminal Portuario del Callao”, así 
como la propuesta de resolución del Consejo Directivo que aprueba la fijación tarifaria, la 
exposición de motivos y la relación de documentos que sustentan la propuesta; 
 
Que, en la sesión de Consejo Directivo N°773-2022-CD-OSITRAN, del 24 de agosto de 2022, 
la Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos solicitó a los miembros del Consejo 
Directivo del Ositrán realizar precisiones en el Informe “Propuesta de Fijación Tarifaria del 
Servicio Especial Descarga y envío de información de parámetros de contenedor reefer en el 
Terminal Norte Multipropósito del Terminal Portuario del Callao”, lo cual fue aceptado por el 
Consejo Directivo; 
 
Que, mediante el Memorando N°00151-2022-GRE-OSITRAN de fecha 24 de agosto de 2022, 
la Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos remitió a la Gerencia General la nueva 
“Propuesta de Fijación Tarifaria del Servicio Especial Descarga y envío de información de 
parámetros de contenedor reefer en el Terminal Norte Multipropósito del Terminal Portuario 
del Callao”, la propuesta de resolución tarifaria del Consejo Directivo, la exposición de motivos 
y la relación de documentos que sustentan la propuesta; 
 
Que, luego de evaluar y deliberar respecto del caso materia de análisis, el Consejo Directivo 
manifiesta su conformidad con los fundamentos y conclusiones de la propuesta de vistos, 
constituyéndola como parte integrante de la presente resolución, de conformidad con lo 
dispuesto en el numeral 6.2 del artículo 6 del Texto Único Ordenado de la Ley N° 27444, Ley 
del Procedimiento Administrativo General, aprobado por Decreto Supremo N° 004-2019-JUS; 
 
Por lo expuesto, y en virtud de las funciones previstas en el Reglamento General del Ositrán, 
aprobado mediante Decreto Supremo Nº 044-2006-PCM y sus modificatorias, estando a lo 
acordado por el Consejo Directivo en su Sesión Ordinaria N° 773-2022-CD-OSITRAN y sobre 
la base del informe con la propuesta de vistos; 
 
SE RESUELVE: 
 
Artículo 1º.- Aprobar el Informe “Propuesta de Fijación Tarifaria del Servicio Especial 
Descarga y envío de información de parámetros de contenedor reefer en el Terminal Norte

ANTECEDENTES 

 
Con fecha 11 de mayo de 2011 se suscribió el Contrato de Concesión para el diseño, construcción, 
financiamiento, conservación y explotación del Terminal Norte Multipropósito en el Terminal 
Portuario del Callao (en adelante, el Contrato de Concesión) entre el Ministerio de Transportes y 
Con fecha 11 de mayo de 2011 se suscribió el Contrato de Concesión para el diseño, construcción, 
financiamiento, conservación y explotación del Terminal Norte Multipropósito en el Terminal 
Portuario del Callao (en adelante, el Contrato de Concesión) entre el Ministerio de Transportes y 
Comunicaciones, en representación del Estado, (en adelante, el Concedente o el MTC), quien a 
su vez actúa a través de la Autoridad Portuaria Nacional (en adelante, APN), y la empresa APM 
Terminals Callao S.A. (en adelante, el Concesionario o APMT). 

 
Con fecha 16 de junio de 2014 se suscribió un Convenio de Cooperación Interinstitucional entre el 
Organismo Supervisor de la Inversión en Infraestructura de Transporte de Uso Público (en 
adelante, Ositrán) y el Instituto Nacional de Defensa de la Competencia y de la Protección de la 
Propiedad Intelectual (en adelante, Indecopi) a fin de dar atención a las propuestas de Servicios 
Especiales presentadas por APMT en el marco de lo establecido en la Cláusula 8.23 del Contrato 
de Concesión. 

 
Mediante Carta N° 0251-2021-APMTC/LEG, de fecha 22 de marzo de 2021, APMT remitió al 
Indecopi, con copia al Ositrán, la Propuesta del Servicio Especial “Descarga y envío de parámetros 
de contenedores reefer” (en adelante, la Propuesta de Servicio Especial). 

 
El 20 de mayo de 2021, mediante Resolución de Consejo Directivo N° 0023-2021-CD-OSITRAN, 
sustentada con el Informe Conjunto Nº 072-2021-IC-OSITRAN (GRE-GSF-GAJ), el Consejo 
Directivo del Ositrán resolvió declarar que el servicio denominado “Descarga y envío de parámetros 
de contenedores reefer” propuesto por APMT, califica como Servicio Especial no previsto en el 
Contrato de Concesión. 

 
Mediante Oficio N° 089-2021/ST-CLC-INDECOPI, notificado el 20 de julio de 2021, el Indecopi 
remitió al Ositrán el Informe Técnico N° 043-2021-CLC/INDECOPI, mediante el cual la Comisión 
de Defensa de la Libre Competencia realizó el análisis de las condiciones de competencia en la 
prestación del servicio denominado “Descarga y envío de parámetros de contenedores reefer” 
solicitado por APMT. 

 
Mediante Oficio Nº 116-2021-GRE-OSITRAN, notificado el 3 de agosto de 2021, la Gerencia de 
Regulación y Estudios Económicos remitió a la Autoridad Portuaria Nacional, entre otros, el Oficio 
N° 089-2021/ST-CLC-INDECOPI conjuntamente con el Informe Técnico N° 043-2021-
CLC/INDECOPI, para los fines pertinentes. 

 
El 19 de enero de 2022, mediante Carta N° 0035-2022-APMTC/LEG, APMT solicitó al Ositrán el 
inicio del procedimiento de fijación tarifaria del Servicio Especial de “Descarga y envío de 
información de parámetros de contenedores reefer”. 

 
Mediante los Oficio N° 00051-2022-GRE-OSITRAN y N° 00052-2022-GRE-OSITRAN, notificados 
el 28 de febrero y 1 de marzo de 2022, respectivamente, la Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios 
Económicos formuló a Terminales Portuarios Euroandinos Paita S.A. y DP World Callao S.R.L. 
consultas referidas a servicios especiales relacionados al servicio materia de análisis del presente 
documento, las cuales fueron absueltas mediante Cartas N° 030-2022-TPE/GG y 
DALC.DPWC.053.2021 recibidas el 03 y 04 de marzo de 2022, respectivamente. 
 
Mediante Resolución N° 0008-2022-CD-OSITRAN del 23 de marzo de 2022, el Consejo Directivo 
del Ositrán dispuso el inicio del procedimiento de fijación tarifaria, a pedido de APMT, del Servicio 
Especial “Descarga y envío de información de parámetros de contenedor reefer”. 
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Mediante los Oficios N° 0032-2022-SCD-OSITRAN, N° 0033-2022-SCD-OSITRAN y N° 0034-
2022-SCD-OSITRAN, recibidos el 24 de marzo de 2022, la Secretaría del Consejo Directivo de 
Ositrán, notificó a APMT, MTC y APN, respectivamente, la Resolución N° 0008-2022-CD-
OSITRAN. 
 
Mediante el Memorando N° 00276-2022-GG-OSITRAN de fecha 20 de junio de 2022, la Gerencia 
General del Ositrán concedió la prórroga (30) días hábiles adicionales para la presentación de la 
propuesta tarifaria referida al del Servicio Especial “Descarga y envío de información de parámetros 
de contenedor reefer”. 
 
Mediante Memorando N° 00140-2022-GRE-OSITRAN, de fecha 9 de agosto de 2022, la Gerencia 
de Regulación y Estudios Económicos, con el apoyo de la Gerencia de Asesoría Jurídica, presentó 
a la Gerencia General el Informe “Propuesta de Fijación Tarifaria del Servicio Especial Descarga y 
envío de información de parámetros de contenedor reefer en el Terminal Norte Multipropósito del 
Terminal Portuario del Callao”, adjuntando la información a que se refiere el Artículo 20 del 
Reglamento General de Tarifas de Ositrán. 
 
En la sesión de Consejo Directivo N° 773-2022-CD-OSITRAN, del 24 de agosto de 2022, la 
Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos solicitó a los miembros del Consejo Directivo del 
Ositrán realizar precisiones en el Informe “Propuesta de Fijación Tarifaria del Servicio Especial 
Descarga y envío de información de parámetros de contenedor reefer en el Terminal Norte 
Multipropósito del Terminal Portuario del Callao” presentado mediante Memorando N° 00140-2022-
GRE-OSITRAN, las cuales fueron aceptadas y se recogen en el presente documento. 
 
DEFINICIÓN Y ALCANCE DEL SERVICIO ESPECIAL 

 
Para la definición y alcance del Servicio Especial “Descarga y envío de información de parámetros 
de contenedor reefer” se ha tomado en cuenta lo indicado en la Resolución N° 008-2022-CD-
OSITRAN, sustentada en el Informe N° 018-2022-IC-OSITRAN (GRE-GAJ), que dispuso el inicio 
del presente procedimiento tarifaria, según la cual: 

 
• El servicio consiste en la descarga electrónica de la información histórica de parámetros 

(también conocido como Datalog) que contiene la computadora o CPU de un 
contenedor reefer y el envío de la información descargada al usuario o solicitante. La 
información descargada - también denominada data horaria pues provee información 
de parámetros por hora- incluye la fecha y hora de encendido de alarmas, apagados y 
encendidos del contenedor, controles previos al viaje realizado (PTI realizados), 
temperaturas y otros, siendo que la antigüedad de dicha información puede ser del 
último viaje, de los últimos 30 a 90 días o de un rango de fechas. 

 

• El servicio objeto de fijación tarifaria es demandado por las líneas navieras, que en su 
calidad de dueñas de los contenedores reefer, son las que requieren verificar el correcto 
funcionamiento de su contenedor en el último viaje o en un periodo histórico para 
diversos fines, entre ellos, cuando surgen controversias con sus clientes. 

 
METODOLOGÍA 

  
De acuerdo con lo señalado en el Informe N° 018-2022-IC-OSITRAN, que sustentó la Resolución 
de Consejo Directivo N° 008-2022-CD-OSITRAN, sobre la base de la información disponible en 
esa etapa inicial del procedimiento, se consideró que la metodología de tarificación comparativa 
(benchmarking) constituye una metodología apropiada para la determinación de la tarifa del 
servicio especial materia de análisis en este caso.  

 
PROPUESTA DE APMT 

 
El Concesionario propuso que la tarifa por el Servicio Especial de “Descarga y envío de información 
de parámetros de contenedor reefer” se fije por contenedor de veinte (20) o cuarenta (40) pies, 
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para lo cual propone una muestra final de doce (12) terminales portuarios nacionales e 
internacionales.  

 
Así, la tarifa propuesta por el Concesionario corresponde al promedio de la muestra seleccionada 
por APMT que incluye Terminal Portuario de Paita, Port Sokhna, Port Said, Terminal Muelle Sur 
del Callao, Port Salalah, Bahrein Port, Port of Mina Rashid, Port of Jebel Ali, Tanger Med, Porto di 
Ravenna, Mobile Port y Hamad Port:

PROPUESTA TARIFARIA DEL OSITRÁN 
 

Según el Artículo 1 del RETA, la regulación tarifaria relativa a los servicios derivados de la 
explotación de las Infraestructuras de Transporte de Uso Público es competencia exclusiva del 
Ositrán, de acuerdo con lo establecido en el literal b) del numeral 7.1 de la Ley N° 26917, Ley de 
Supervisión de la inversión Privada en Infraestructura de Transporte de Uso Público y Promoción 
de los Servicios de Transporte Aéreo. 

 
En esta línea, el artículo 2 del RETA, dispone que, en ejercicio de la función de la función 
reguladora, corresponde al Ositrán: 

 

• Establecer sistemas tarifarios. 
• Fijar y revisar las tarifas o tarifas máximas aplicables a la prestación de los servicios 

derivados de la explotación de las ITUP, así como establecer las condiciones para 
su aplicación y revisión. En el caso de empresas públicas, podrá establecer 
mecanismos explícitos de ajuste tarifario relacionado a la ejecución de las 
inversiones. 

• Fijar y revisar las tarifas o determinar los niveles tarifarios en los casos en que el 
contrato de concesión así lo establezca, incluyendo la metodología, el periodo de 
vigencia o el periodo de revisión regular o extraordinario, de ser el caso. 

• Desregular las tarifas cuando se verifique la existencia de condiciones de 
competencia. 

• Establecer el conjunto de reglas y disposiciones a los que deberán sujetarse las 
Entidades Prestadoras en el establecimiento y aplicación de sus tarifas, de 
conformidad con el marco normativo y contractual aplicable. En el caso de empresas 
públicas, la resolución podrá contener mecanismos explícitos de ajuste tarifario 
relacionado a la ejecución de las inversiones. 

 
Es preciso indicar que, conforme al artículo IV del Título Preliminar del RETA, el sistema tarifario 
comprende tres elementos: (i) la estructura tarifaria, (ii) la unidad de cobro y (iii) el nivel tarifario 
máximo que debe ser considerado. Estos tres componentes forman parte de la presente fijación 
Tarifaria de Ositrán. 

 
Bajo la metodología de tarificación comparativa (benchmarking), la tarifa que determine el 
regulador será aquella que resulte de promediar las tarifas de una muestra de terminales portuarios 
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que brindan un servicio características similares al servicio de “Descarga y envío de información 
de parámetros de contenedor reefer”. 

 
En ese sentido, en el presente caso se han seleccionado ocho (8) terminales portuarios que 
cumplen con los criterios de a) disponibilidad de información pública y detallada, b) alcances de los 

servicios que sean comparables y c) no consignan valores extremos (el cálculo incluyó la 

estandarización de las tarifas cobradas en dichos terminales portuarios, así como la aplicación del 
test estadístico de Tukey, Criterio de Chauvenet y Criterio de Peirce). 

 
Considerando lo anterior, la tarifa máxima determinada por Ositrán que el Concesionario podrá 
cobrar a los usuarios que soliciten el Servicio “Descarga y envío de información de parámetros de 
contenedor reefer” será de USD 20,30 por contenedor de 20 o 40 pies, tal como se muestra a 
continuación:

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I. ANTECEDENTES 

 
1. Con fecha 11 de mayo de 2011 se suscribió el Contrato de Concesión para el diseño, 

construcción, financiamiento, conservación y explotación del Terminal Norte Multipropósito 
en el Terminal Portuario del Callao (en adelante, el Contrato de Concesión) entre el 
Ministerio de Transportes y Comunicaciones, en representación del Estado, (en adelante, el 
Concedente o el MTC), quien a su vez actúa a través de la Autoridad Portuaria Nacional (en 
adelante, APN), y la empresa APM Terminals Callao S.A. (en adelante, el Concesionario o 
APMT). 
 

2. Con fecha 16 de junio de 2014 se suscribió un Convenio de Cooperación Interinstitucional 
entre el Organismo Supervisor de la Inversión en Infraestructura de Transporte de Uso 
Público (en adelante, Ositrán) y el Instituto Nacional de Defensa de la Competencia y de la 
Protección de la Propiedad Intelectual (en adelante, Indecopi) a fin de dar atención a las 
propuestas de Servicios Especiales presentadas por APMT en el marco de lo establecido en 
la Cláusula 8.23 del Contrato de Concesión. 
 

3. Mediante Carta N° 0251-2021-APMTC/LEG, de fecha 22 de marzo de 2021, APMT remitió 
al Indecopi, con copia al Ositrán, la Propuesta del Servicio Especial “Descarga y envío de 
parámetros de contenedores reefer” (en adelante, la Propuesta de Servicio Especial). 
 

4. El 20 de mayo de 2021, mediante Resolución de Consejo Directivo N° 0023-2021-CD-
OSITRAN, sustentada con el Informe Conjunto Nº 072-2021-IC-OSITRAN (GRE-GSF-GAJ), 
el Consejo Directivo del Ositrán resolvió declarar que el servicio denominado “Descarga y 
envío de parámetros de contenedores reefer” propuesto por APMT, califica como Servicio 
Especial no previsto en el Contrato de Concesión. 
 

5. Mediante Oficio N° 089-2021/ST-CLC-INDECOPI, notificado el 20 de julio de 2021, el 
Indecopi remitió al Ositrán el Informe Técnico N° 043-2021-CLC/INDECOPI, mediante el 
cual la Comisión de Defensa de la Libre Competencia realizó el análisis de las condiciones 
de competencia en la prestación del servicio denominado “Descarga y envío de parámetros 
de contenedores reefer” solicitado por APMT. 
 

6. Mediante Oficio Nº 116-2021-GRE-OSITRAN, notificado el 3 de agosto de 2021, la Gerencia 
de Regulación y Estudios Económicos remitió a la Autoridad Portuaria Nacional, entre otros, 
el Oficio N° 089-2021/ST-CLC-INDECOPI conjuntamente con el Informe Técnico N° 043-
2021-CLC/INDECOPI, para los fines pertinentes. 
 

7. El 19 de enero de 2022, mediante Carta N° 0035-2022-APMTC/LEG, APMT solicitó al 
Ositrán el inicio del procedimiento de fijación tarifaria del Servicio Especial de “Descarga y 
envío de información de parámetros de contenedores reefer”. Para tal efecto, APMT adjuntó 
el informe denominado Propuesta Tarifaria de parte del Servicio Especial “Descarga y envío 
de información de parámetros de contenedores reefer” (en adelante, la Propuesta Tarifaria 
de APMT). Asimismo, APMT indicó que presentaba su solicitud y propuesta tarifaria con la 
finalidad que el Ositrán inicie el proceso de fijación tarifaria, de conformidad con lo dispuesto 
en la cláusula 8.3 del Contrato de Concesión y los artículos 17 y 18 del Reglamento General 
de Tarifas1 (en adelante, el RETA). 
 

8. Mediante Oficio N° 00051-2022-GRE-OSITRAN, notificado el 28 de febrero de 2022, la 
Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos en aplicación del numeral 18.4 del artículo 
18 del RETA formuló a Terminales Portuarios Euroandinos Paita S.A. (en adelante, 
Euroandinos), que administra el Terminal Portuario de Paita, un requerimiento de 
información relacionado al servicio Lectura de parámetros de contenedores refrigerados a 
través de medios electrónicos (download), otorgando para tal efecto un plazo de tres (3) días 
hábiles.

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9. Asimismo, con Oficio N° 00052-2022-GRE-OSITRAN, notificado el 1 de marzo de 2022, la 
Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos en aplicación del numeral 18.4 del artículo 
18 del RETA formuló a DP World Callao S.R.L. (en adelante, DP World), que administra el 
Terminal Muelle Sur del Terminal Portuario del Callao, un requerimiento de información 
relacionado al Servicio Lectura de parámetros de contenedores refrigerados con uso de 
medios electrónicos, otorgando para tal efecto un plazo de tres (3) días hábiles. 
 

10. Mediante Cartas N° 030-2022-TPE/GG y DALC.DPWC.053.2021 recibidas el 03 y 04 de 
marzo de 2022, Euroandinos y DP World, respectivamente; remitieron la información 
solicitada. 
 

11. El 8 de marzo de 2022, la Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos y la Gerencia de 
Asesoría Jurídica elevaron a la Gerencia General el Informe N° 00018-2022-IC-OSITRAN 
(GRE-GAJ), mediante el cual se recomienda el inicio del procedimiento de fijación tarifaria, 
a pedido de la Entidad Prestadora, del Servicio Especial de “Descarga y envío de 
información de parámetros de contenedor reefer”. 
 

12. Mediante Resolución N° 0008-2022-CD-OSITRAN del 23 de marzo de 2022, el Consejo 
Directivo de Ositrán dispuso el inicio del procedimiento de fijación tarifaria, a pedido de 
APMT, del Servicio Especial “Descarga y envío de información de parámetros de contenedor 
reefer” a ser brindado en el Terminal Norte Multipropósito en el Terminal Portuario del Callao. 
 

13. Mediante los Oficios N° 0032-2022-SCD-OSITRAN, N° 0033-2022-SCD-OSITRAN y N° 
0034-2022-SCD-OSITRAN, recibidos el 24 de marzo de 2022, la Secretaría del Consejo 
Directivo de Ositrán, notificó a APMT, MTC y APN, respectivamente, la Resolución N° 0008-
2022-CD-OSITRAN. 
 

14. A través del Memorando N° 118-2022-GRE-OSITRAN de fecha 17 de junio de 2022, la 
Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos solicitó a la Gerencia General del Ositrán 
que le conceda treinta (30) días hábiles adicionales para remitir a su despacho la propuesta 
tarifaria, en aplicación de lo dispuesto en el numeral 19.1 del artículo 19 del RETA. 
 

15. Mediante el Memorando N° 00276-2022-GG-OSITRAN de fecha 20 de junio de 2022, la 
Gerencia General del Ositrán concedió la prórroga de plazo solicitada mediante el 
Memorando N° 118-2022-GRE-OSITRAN. 
 

16. Mediante Memorando N° 00140-2022-GRE-OSITRAN, de fecha 9 de agosto de 2022, la 
Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos, con el apoyo de la Gerencia de Asesoría 
Jurídica, presentó a la Gerencia General el Informe “Propuesta de Fijación Tarifaria del 
Servicio Especial Descarga y envío de información de parámetros de contenedor reefer en 
el Terminal Norte Multipropósito del Terminal Portuario del Callao”, adjuntando la 
información a que se refiere el Artículo 20 del Reglamento General de Tarifas de Ositrán. 
 

17. En la sesión de Consejo Directivo N° 773-2022-CD-OSITRAN, del 24 de agosto de 2022, la 
Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos solicitó a los miembros del Consejo 
Directivo del Ositrán realizar precisiones en el Informe “Propuesta de Fijación Tarifaria del 
Servicio Especial Descarga y envío de información de parámetros de contenedor reefer en 
el Terminal Norte Multipropósito del Terminal Portuario del Callao” presentado mediante 
Memorando N° 00140-2022-GRE-OSITRAN, las cuales fueron aceptadas y se recogen en 
el presente documento. 
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II. MARCO LEGAL 
 

II.1. Alcance de la función reguladora de Ositrán 

 
18. El literal b) del numeral 3.12 del artículo 3 de la Ley Marco de los Organismos Reguladores 

de la Inversión Privada en los Servicios Públicos, aprobada por la Ley Nº 27332, señala que 
la función reguladora de los Organismos Reguladores comprende la facultad de fijar tarifas 
de los servicios bajo su ámbito.  

 
19. El numeral 3.13 del artículo 3 de la Ley de Supervisión de la Inversión en Infraestructura de 

Transporte de Uso Público, aprobada mediante la Ley Nº 26917, establece que Ositrán tiene 
como misión regular el comportamiento de los mercados en los que actúan las Entidades 
Prestadoras, con la finalidad de cautelar en forma imparcial y objetiva los intereses del 
Estado, de los inversionistas y de los usuarios, para garantizar la eficiencia en la explotación 
de la Infraestructura de Transporte de Uso Público.  

 
20. Asimismo, el literal b) del Numeral 7.1 del artículo 7 de la referida Ley atribuye al Ositrán la 

función de operar el sistema tarifario de la infraestructura bajo su ámbito, fijando las tarifas 
correspondientes en los casos en que no exista competencia en el mercado; y, en el caso 
que exista un Contrato de Concesión con el Estado, velar por el cumplimiento de las 
cláusulas tarifarias y de reajuste tarifario que éste pueda contener.  

 
“Artículo 7.- Funciones 
7.1. Las principales funciones de OSITRAN son las siguientes: 
(…) 

b) Operar el sistema tarifario de la infraestructura bajo su ámbito, dentro de 
los siguientes límites: 

i. En el caso que no exista competencia en el mercado, fijar las 
tarifas, peajes y otros cobros similares y establecer reglas claras y 
precisas para su correcta aplicación, así como para su revisión y 
modificación, en los casos que corresponda. 
ii. En el caso que exista un contrato de concesión con el Estado, velar 
por el cumplimiento de las cláusulas tarifarias y de reajuste tarifario 
que éste contiene. 
iii. Cuando exista competencia en el mercado y no existan cláusulas 
tarifarias, velar por el libre funcionamiento del mercado. 

(…)” 
[Énfasis y subrayado agregados.] 

 
21. El artículo 104 del Reglamento General de Ositrán (en adelante, REGO), aprobado por 

Decreto Supremo N° 044-2006-PCM, y sus modificatorias, establece que el Regulador se 

 
2  “Artículo 3.- Funciones

5. De solución de controversias y atención de reclamos de usuarios.”

encuentra facultado para ejercer las funciones normativa, reguladora, supervisora, 
fiscalizadora y sancionadora, y de solución de controversias y atención de reclamos de 
usuarios. Por otro lado, el artículo 16 del mencionado dispositivo señala que por la función 
reguladora el Ositrán fija, revisa o desregula las tarifas de los servicios y actividades 
derivadas de la explotación de la infraestructura en virtud de un título legal o contractual.  

 
22. Cabe resaltar, adicionalmente, que el artículo 17 5  del REGO establece que la función 

reguladora es competencia exclusiva del Consejo Directivo de la institución. Para tal efecto, 
dicho órgano sustenta sus decisiones en los informes técnicos que emita la Gerencia de 
Regulación y Estudios Económicos, que está encargada de conducir e instruir los 
procedimientos tarifarios, y de la Gerencia de Asesoría Jurídica, que tiene a su cargo la 
evaluación de los aspectos jurídicos relacionados al procedimiento tarifario.  
 

23. De otro lado, es pertinente señalar que el numeral 21.1 del artículo 21 de la Ley del Sistema 
Portuario Nacional aprobada por Ley N° 27943, (en adelante, Ley del SPN), señala que le 
corresponde a Ositrán: 

 
(i) Regular el sistema tarifario de los mercados derivados de la explotación de 

infraestructura portuaria de uso público en los que no hay libre competencia. 
 
(ii) Supervisar el cumplimiento de los contratos de concesión de acuerdo a las leyes 

aplicables. 
 
24. En lo que respecta a la contraprestación por el uso de bienes portuarios de uso público, el 

artículo 13 de la Ley del SPN, establece lo siguiente:  
 

(i) La utilización de los bienes portuarios de uso público, de titularidad pública o privada, 
cuando se realice fuera del régimen de libre competencia, está sujeta al pago de 
tarifas, en la forma que determine el régimen tarifario que establezca Ositrán. 

 
(ii) La utilización de los bienes portuarios de uso público, de titularidad pública o privada, 

cuando se realice en régimen de libre competencia, está sujeta al pago de precios 
establecidos libremente por sus prestadores. 

 
25. Como puede observarse, el marco normativo de Ositrán como la Ley del SPN le reconocen 

competencia para fijar tarifas, en especial en los mercados de servicios portuarios donde no 
exista competencia. 
 

II.2. Del Marco Contractual  

 
26. En relación con los procedimientos tarifarios, el Contrato de Concesión en su acápite 

correspondiente al Régimen Económico: Tarifas y Precio, regula el procedimiento de fijación 
tarifaria para Servicios Especiales no previstos en el referido contrato o Servicios nuevos, 
remitiendo los aspectos procedimentales al Reglamento de Tarifas del Regulador, conforme 
se aprecia a continuación: 
 

“RÉGIMEN ECONÓMICO: TARIFAS Y PRECIO 
(…) 
8.23  Del mismo modo, por la prestación de cada uno de los Servicios Especiales, la SOCIEDAD 

CONCESIONARIA cobrará un Precio o una Tarifa, según corresponda. 
(…) 

 
5  “Artículo 17.- Órgano competente para el ejercicio de la Función Reguladora  

La función reguladora corresponde de manera exclusiva al Consejo Directivo del OSITRAN y se ejerce a través de 
Resoluciones. Para tal efecto, dicho órgano sustenta sus decisiones en los informes técnicos que emite la Gerencia de 
Regulación y Estudios Económicos, que está encargada de conducir e instruir los procedimientos tarifarios, y de la 
Gerencia de Asesoría Jurídica que tiene a su cargo la evaluación de los aspectos jurídicos relacionados a procedimiento 
tarifario. El ejercicio de esta función se sujeta a lo establecido por la Ley Nº 27838, Ley de Transparencia y Simplificación 
de los Procedimientos Regulatorios de Tarifas, así como por el Reglamento General de Tarifas que apruebe el Consejo 
Directivo del OSITRAN. 
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La SOCIEDAD CONCESIONARIA antes de iniciar la prestación de cualquier Servicio 
Especial no previsto en el presente Contrato de Concesión, o cuando se trate de servicios 
nuevos, tal como así están definidos en el Reglamento General de Tarifas de OSITRAN, 
deberá presentar a INDECOPI con copia al REGULADOR su propuesta de Servicio Especial 
debidamente sustentada, a efectos que dicha entidad se pronuncie sobre las  condiciones  
de competencia en los mercados que a la fecha de efectuada la referida solicitud no estén 
sometidos a régimen de regulación económica.(…) 

 En el caso INDECOPI se pronuncie señalando que no existen condiciones de competencia 
en el mercado en cuestión, OSITRAN iniciará el proceso de fijación o revisión tarifaria, 
según corresponda, de acuerdo con los procedimientos y normas establecidos en el 
Reglamento General de Tarifas (RETA), determinando la obligación de la SOCIEDAD 
CONCESIONARIA de brindar los referidos Servicios Especiales con tarifa a todo Usuario 
que lo solicite, bajo los mismos términos y condiciones. 

   [Énfasis y subrayado agregados.] 

 
27. Tal como se puede apreciar, el Contrato de Concesión reconoce al Ositrán como la entidad 

competente para el proceso de fijación tarifaria de servicios especiales no previstos en el 
Contrato de Concesión y de servicios nuevos. Esto es concordante con la Cláusula 1.23.94, 
la cual señala que las disposiciones del Ositrán, que incluye los reglamentos autónomos, 
directivas de carácter general y normas de carácter particular, indicadas en el artículo 24 del 
Reglamento General de Ositrán, aprobado mediante Decreto Supremo N° 044-2006-PCM, 
así como los actos administrativos que emita, “(…) son de observancia y cumplimiento 
obligatorio para la SOCIEDAD CONCESIONARIA.” 

 
28. En la misma línea, la Cláusula 14.7 del Contrato de Concesión reconoce que el Regulador 

“(…) está facultado para ejercer todas las potestades y funciones que les confiere el Contrato 
de Concesión y las Leyes y Disposiciones Aplicables, de conformidad con la Ley N° 26917 
y las demás normas de la legislación vigente o las que las sustituyan o modifiquen”. 
 

29. De lo expuesto, el Contrato de Concesión establece el procedimiento para la fijación de la 
tarifa. Asimismo, reconoce que es el Ositrán el encargado de fijar tarifas, en concordancia 
con las funciones asignadas por el marco normativo, en especial la relacionada a la función 
reguladora en el ámbito portuario. 
 

II.3. Del Reglamento General de Tarifas de Ositrán 

 
30. Por su parte, el artículo 16 del RETA, establece que la regulación tarifaria relativa a los 

servicios derivados de la explotación de la Infraestructura de Transporte de Uso Público es 
competencia exclusiva del Ositrán.  
 

31. Asimismo, de acuerdo con lo dispuesto en los artículos 4 7 y 118 del RETA, el régimen 
tarifario regulado es aplicable en los casos en que dicha prestación no se realice en 
condiciones de competencia en el mercado. 

 
6  “Artículo 1.- Competencia exclusiva del Ositrán 

La regulación tarifaria relativa a los servicios derivados de la explotación de las ITUP es competencia exclusiva del 
Ositrán, de acuerdo con lo establecido en el literal b) del numeral 7.1 de la Ley N° 26917, Ley de Supervisión de la 
inversión Privada en Infraestructura de Transporte de Uso Público y Promoción de los Servicios de Transporte Aéreo.” 

 
7  “Artículo 4. Necesidad de regulación tarifaria  

En los mercados derivados de la explotación de las ITUP en los que no existan condiciones de competencia, el Ositrán 
determinará las tarifas aplicables a los servicios relativos a dichos mercados. En estos casos, el procedimiento podrá 
iniciarse de oficio o a solicitud de la Entidad Prestadora.” 

 
8  “Artículo 11.- Regímenes tarifarios 

La prestación de servicios derivados de la explotación de las ITUP podrá estar sujeta a los siguientes regímenes 
tarifarios: 
1. Régimen tarifario supervisado. – Régimen tarifario bajo el cual las Entidades Prestadoras pueden establecer y 
modificar libremente los precios por los servicios que presten en condiciones de competencia en los mercados 
respectivos. 
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32. Es importante señalar que, de acuerdo con el artículo III del Título Preliminar del RETA, este 

es de aplicación supletoria a lo establecido en los Contratos de Concesión de las 
Infraestructuras de Transporte de Uso Público. Asimismo, dispone que las Entidades 
Prestadoras se sujetan a lo dispuesto en el RETA y a la regulación tarifaria que establezca 
el Ositrán, en todo lo que no se oponga a lo estipulado en sus respectivos contratos de 
concesión. 
 

“Artículo III.- Aplicación supletoria del Reglamento 
El presente Reglamento será de aplicación supletoria a lo establecido en los 
contratos de concesión de las ITUP. Las Entidades Prestadoras se sujetan a lo dispuesto 
en el presente Reglamento y a la regulación tarifaria que establezca el Ositrán, en todo lo 
que no se oponga a lo estipulado en sus respectivos contratos de concesión. 
En el caso que los contratos de concesión bajo competencia del Ositrán establezcan tarifas 
y otras disposiciones tarifarias, corresponde a dicho organismo velar por la correcta 
aplicación de las mismas.” 

[Énfasis y subrayado agregados.] 

 
33. En dicha línea, el artículo 39 del RETA9 establece un procedimiento relacionado con las 

actuaciones previas al inicio del procedimiento administrativo de fijación tarifaria de servicios 
derivados de la explotación de infraestructura portuaria. Al respecto, señala que, en caso el 
Indecopi concluya que no existen condiciones de competencia en la utilización de los bienes 
portuarios de uso público: (i) en un plazo de setenta (70) días de recibido el pronunciamiento 
del Indecopi, la APN presenta al Ositrán la Propuesta de Tarifa Máxima a efectos que este 
último disponga el inicio del procedimiento de fijación tarifaria; o, (ii) en caso el Ositrán no 
reciba la Propuesta de Tarifa Máxima por parte de la APN en el plazo antes señalado, Ositrán 
inicia el procedimiento de fijación tarifaria de oficio. 
 

34. Es preciso indicar también que el artículo 39 del RETA precisa que dicho artículo aplica en 
tanto no contravenga las disposiciones establecidas en los contratos de concesión o cuando 
dichos contratos contemplen un procedimiento tarifario específico. De esta manera, en el 
presente caso, resulta de aplicación las disposiciones específicas contenidas en la Cláusula 
8.23 del Contrato de Concesión (el cual establece un procedimiento ad-hoc de actuaciones 
preparatorias, previas al inicio del procedimiento de fijación tarifaria aplicables a los servicios 
especiales, en caso la agencia de competencia concluya que el servicio especial que 
pretende implementar no se prestará en condiciones de competencia). 
 

35. En consecuencia, en virtud de la normativa expuesta precedentemente, podemos afirmar lo 
siguiente: 
 

(i) De acuerdo con el RETA, el Ositrán tiene competencia para regular los servicios 
derivados de la explotación de infraestructura portuaria. 
 

(ii) El RETA es de aplicación supletoria a las disposiciones contenidas en el Contrato 
de Concesión, es decir, en aquellas materias no desarrolladas por el Contrato o 
desarrollados parcialmente. 
 

(iii) Conforme a lo dispuesto por la Cláusula 8.23 del Contrato de Concesión, en el caso 
que Indecopi se pronuncie señalando que no existen condiciones de competencia 
en el mercado en cuestión, el Ositrán iniciará el proceso de fijación o revisión 

 
2. Régimen tarifario regulado. – Régimen tarifario aplicable de manera exclusiva a la prestación de servicios 
derivados de la explotación de las ITUP por parte de las Entidades Prestadoras, en los casos en que dicha 
prestación no se realice en condiciones de competencia en el mercado.” 

[Énfasis y subrayado agregados.] 
 

9  “Artículo 39.- Fijación de tarifas para servicios derivados de la explotación de las infraestructuras portuarias de 
uso público  
(…)  
39.7 El procedimiento al que se refiere este artículo será de aplicación en tanto no contravenga las disposiciones 
establecidas en los contratos de concesión o cuando dichos contratos no contemplen un procedimiento tarifario 
específico.” 
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tarifaria, según corresponda, de acuerdo con los procedimientos y normas 
establecidos en el RETA. 

 

II.4. El procedimiento de fijación tarifaria de Servicios Especiales 

 
36. Las Cláusulas 1.23.98 y 1.23.99 del Contrato de Concesión definen a los Servicios 

Especiales y los Servicios Estándar de la siguiente manera: 
 

“1.23.98. Servicios Especiales 

Son todos los servicios portuarios distintos a los Servicios Estándar que la SOCIEDAD 

CONCESIONARIA está facultada a prestar directamente o a través de terceros y por los 

cuales la SOCIEDAD CONCESIONARIA tendrá el derecho de cobrar un Precio o una Tarifa, 

según corresponda. El INDECOPI en virtud de sus atribuciones otorgadas por las Leyes y 

Disposiciones Aplicables evaluará las condiciones de competencia de estos servicios. (…)” 

 
“1.23.99. Servicios Estándar 

Son los servicios portuarios que, acorde a lo indicado en la Cláusula 8.19, la SOCIEDAD 

CONCESIONARIA prestará directamente o a través de terceros, tanto a la Nave como a la 

carga respecto de los cuales cobrará las Tarifas correspondientes. Estos servicios se 

prestarán obligatoriamente a todo Usuario que los solicite, cumpliendo necesariamente los 

Niveles de Servicio y Productividad señalados en el Anexo 3.” 

 

37. Asimismo, la Cláusula 8.19 del Contrato de Concesión establece el alcance de los servicios 
estándar de la siguiente manera: 

 

“8.19.  SERVICIOS ESTÁNDAR10 

 

Son aquellos servicios que, durante el periodo de vigencia de la Concesión, la SOCIEDAD 

CONCESIONARIA deberá prestar obligatoriamente a todo Usuario que lo solicite y que 

incluye todas las actividades operativas y administrativas necesarias para llevar a cabo el 

embarque o descarga. Comprenden en el caso de embarque, desde que la carga ingresa 

al Terminal Norte Multipropósito hasta que la Nave en la que se embarque sea desamarrada 

para zarpar. En el caso de descarga, comprende desde el amarre de la Nave, hasta el retiro 

de la carga por el Usuario. 

 

Asimismo, tanto en el caso de embarque como en el de descarga, incluye una permanencia 

de la carga en el almacén del Terminal Norte Multipropósito de acuerdo a lo establecido en 

el Literal b) siguiente, libre de pago, así como de cualquier cargo por gasto administrativo, 

operativo u otros que implique la prestación del Servicio Estándar. Dicho plazo se 

contabilizará desde que la Nave ha terminado la descarga o una vez que la carga ingrese 

en el patio del Terminal Norte Multipropósito para su posterior embarque.  

 

Los Servicios Estándar se dividen en: 

 

a) Servicios en función a la Nave 

b) Servicios en función a la Carga 

 

La Tarifa por estos servicios será la única contraprestación que los Usuarios están obligados 

a pagar a la SOCIEDAD CONCESIONARIA por dicho concepto. La SOCIEDAD 

 
10  Al respecto, debemos precisar que mediante Resolución N° 039-2012-CD-OSITRAN, el Consejo Directivo de Ositrán 

aprobó una interpretación al Contrato de Concesión, en el siguiente sentido: 
 

"La cláusula 8.19 establece una descripción general de la naturaleza y características de las actividades que 
conforman el Servicio Estándar, señalándose una lista de servicios meramente enunciativa. Asimismo, de 
acuerdo a lo establecido en el Contrato de Concesión, los servicios estándar y especiales son actividades 
portuarias que han sido agrupadas siguiendo claramente criterios operativo-portuarios, dejándose de lado 
cualquier otro criterio regulatorio en sus definiciones. (…)” 
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CONCESIONARIA no podrá condicionar la prestación del Servicio Estándar a la aceptación 

por el Usuario de ningún otro servicio o pago adicional 

(…)” 

 

38. En relación con los servicios especiales, la Cláusula 8.20 del Contrato de Concesión 
establece el alcance de la siguiente manera: 

 
“8.20. SERVICIOS ESPECIALES 

 
Sin perjuicio de los Servicios Estándar antes mencionados, la SOCIEDAD 

CONCESIONARIA está facultada a prestar adicionalmente los Servicios Especiales a todos 

los Usuarios que los soliciten. 

 

La SOCIEDAD CONCESIONARIA podrá cobrar un Precio por la prestación de los Servicios 

Especiales indicados en el Anexo 22, o una Tarifa respecto de los Servicios Especiales 

indicados en el Anexo 5. 

 

La SOCIEDAD CONCESIONARIA se encuentra obligada a prestar a los Usuario que lo 

soliciten los Servicios Especiales con Tarifa. 

 

En el Anexo 22 se encuentran listados los Servicios Especiales con Precio que la 

SOCIEDAD CONCESIONARIA está facultada a prestar, desde el inicio de la Explotación de 

la Concesión. Para la prestación de nuevos Servicios Especiales se deberá seguir el 

procedimiento establecido en la Cláusula 8.23.” 

[Énfasis y subrayado agregados.] 

 
39. La Cláusula 8.23 del Contrato de Concesión, por su parte, contiene las pautas del 

procedimiento que debe seguir el Concesionario cuando desee iniciar la prestación de 
cualquier Servicio Especial y define el rol del Indecopi en la fase previa al inicio del 
procedimiento y el rol del Ositrán en la fijación de la tarifa, en el escenario que Indecopi 
considere que no existen condiciones de competencia en la prestación del servicio.  

 

“8.23.  Del mismo modo, por la prestación de cada uno de los Servicios Especiales, la 

SOCIEDAD CONCESIONARIA cobrará un Precio o una Tarifa, según corresponda. 

Respecto de los Servicios Especiales con Tarifa, la SOCIEDAD CONCESIONARIA en 

ningún caso podrá cobrar Tarifas que superen los niveles máximos actualizados, de acuerdo 

al procedimiento establecido en el Contrato de Concesión, sobre la base de lo contenido en 

el Anexo 5. 

 

La SOCIEDAD CONCESIONARIA antes de iniciar la prestación de cualquier Servicio 

Especial no previsto en el presente Contrato de Concesión, o cuando se trate de 

servicios nuevos, tal como así están definidos en el Reglamento General de Tarifas de 

OSITRAN, deberá presentar al INDECOPI con copia al REGULADOR su propuesta de 

Servicio Especial debidamente sustentada, a efectos que dicha entidad se pronuncie 

sobre las condiciones de competencia en los mercados que a la fecha de efectuada la 

referida solicitud no estén sometidos a régimen de regulación económica. 

 

A solicitud de INDECOPI, la SOCIEDAD CONCESIONARIA y el CONCEDENTE tendrán la 

obligación de presentar la información de la que dispongan, a efectos que INDECOPI realice 

el análisis de las condiciones de competencia. INDECOPI tendrá un plazo de setenta (70) 

Días Calendario para pronunciarse, contados a partir del Día siguiente de recibida la 

solicitud respectiva. 

 

En el caso que INDECOPI se pronuncie señalando que no existen condiciones de 

competencia en el mercado en cuestión, OSITRAN iniciará el proceso de fijación o 

revisión tarifaria, según corresponda, de acuerdo con los procedimientos y normas 

establecidos en el Reglamento General de Tarifas (RETA), determinando la obligación 
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de la SOCIEDAD CONCESIONARIA de brindar los referidos Servicios Especiales con 

Tarifa a todo Usuario que lo solicite, bajo los mismos términos condiciones. 

(…)” 

[Énfasis y subrayado agregados.] 

 
40. En consecuencia, en virtud de lo expuesto precedentemente respecto a lo establecido en el 

Contrato de Concesión, puede señalarse lo siguiente: 
 

(i) El Concesionario está facultado a prestar los Servicios Especiales a todos los 
usuarios que lo soliciten. (Cláusula 8.20 del Contrato de Concesión). 
 

(ii) El Concesionario se encuentra obligado a prestar a los usuarios que lo soliciten los 
Servicios Especiales con tarifa. (Cláusula 8.20 del Contrato de Concesión). 
 

(iii) Los Servicios Especiales son todos los servicios portuarios distintos al Servicio 
Estándar (Cláusula 1.23.98 del Contrato de Concesión). 
 

(iv) Por la prestación de los Servicios Especiales, el Concesionario tendrá derecho a 
cobrar un precio o una tarifa, según corresponda (Cláusula 1.23.98 del Contrato de 
Concesión). 
 

(v) Antes de iniciar la prestación de cualquier Servicio Especial no previsto en el 
Contrato de Concesión, o cuando se trate de servicios nuevos conforme a la 
definición del RETA, el Concesionario deberá presentar al Indecopi su propuesta de 
Servicio Especial debidamente sustentada, a efectos de que dicha entidad se 
pronuncie sobre las condiciones de competencia. (Cláusula 8.23 del Contrato de 
Concesión). 
 

(vi) En caso Indecopi se pronuncie señalando que no existen condiciones de 
competencia, Ositrán iniciará el procedimiento de fijación o revisión tarifaria según 
corresponda (Cláusula 8.23 del Contrato de Concesión). 

 
41. En ese sentido, de conformidad con lo dispuesto por el RETA, el procedimiento de fijación 

tarifaria a iniciativa de parte debe seguir las siguientes etapas: 

 
a) Inicio del procedimiento a instancia de parte  

 
42. Sobre el particular, el artículo 17 del RETA establece que la Entidad Prestadora podrá 

solicitar al Ositrán, el inicio de un procedimiento de fijación o revisión tarifaria. Asimismo, 
establece los requisitos legales mínimos que deberá contener toda solicitud de fijación 
tarifaria, de la siguiente manera: 

 
“Artículo 17.- Solicitud de inicio del procedimiento de fijación y revisión tarifaria 

 
17.1. La Entidad Prestadora podrá solicitar al Ositrán, el inicio de un procedimiento 
de fijación o revisión tarifaria. 

 
17.2. La solicitud de fijación y revisión de tarifas debe contener como mínimo la siguiente 
información: 

 
a) Denominación de la Entidad Prestadora solicitante. 
b) Número de asiento registral en la que conste las facultades del representante legal de 

la Entidad Prestadora. 
c) Domicilio en el cual la Entidad Prestadora desea recibir las notificaciones del 

procedimiento. De ser el caso, indicar dirección de correo electrónico, señalando de 
forma expresa si autoriza que las notificaciones se realicen a dicha dirección de correo 
electrónico, de conformidad con el Texto Único Ordenado de la Ley N° 27444, 
aprobado por Decreto Supremo N° 004-2019-JUS y sus modificatorias. 

d) Identificación y descripción detallada del servicio(s) objeto de la solicitud de fijación o 
revisión tarifaria. 
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e) Fundamentos que sustentan la solicitud. 
f) Propuesta tarifaria, incluyendo una explicación detallada de la metodología empleada 

para su elaboración, así como la información y documentación sustentante respectiva, 
conforme se detalla en el acápite II del Anexo I del presente Reglamento.” 

 
[Énfasis y subrayado agregados.] 

 
43. Como se puede observar, el artículo 17 del RETA dispone que la Entidad Prestadora podrá 

solicitar al Ositrán el inicio de un procedimiento de fijación o revisión tarifaria. 
 

44. Asimismo, el artículo 18 del RETA establece el procedimiento de inicio de fijación tarifaria, 
disponiendo que el mismo cuenta con una etapa para evaluar la admisibilidad de la solicitud, 
cuyo plazo máximo es de cinco (05) días contados desde el día siguiente de recibida dicha 
solicitud y una etapa para la evaluación de procedencia de la misma, con un plazo máximo 
de treinta (30) días de recibida la solicitud completa por parte de la Entidad Prestadora. Por 
otra parte, el mencionado artículo establece que en caso se requiera información para la 
evaluación de procedencia de la solicitud de inicio de fijación tarifaria, se suspende el 
cómputo del plazo de treinta (30) días hábiles antes indicado: 

 

“Artículo 18.- Inicio del procedimiento de parte 
 
18.1. La Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos evalúa la admisibilidad de la 
solicitud presentada por la Entidad Prestadora en un plazo máximo de cinco (05) días 
contados desde el día siguiente de recibida dicha solicitud. 
18.2. En caso la Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos advierta alguna 
observación en la solicitud presentada, requiere a la Entidad Prestadora la subsanación que 
corresponda, otorgándole un plazo máximo de cinco (05) días para realizar tal actuación. 
Transcurrido dicho plazo sin que se produzca la subsanación respectiva, la Gerencia de 
Regulación y Estudios Económicos tiene por no presentada la solicitud, lo que se pondrá en 
conocimiento de la Entidad Prestadora solicitante. 
 
18.3. La Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos, con el apoyo de la Gerencia 
de Asesoría Jurídica, elaboran un informe que contiene la evaluación respecto a la 
procedencia de la solicitud de inicio del procedimiento de fijación o revisión tarifaria. 
Para determinar la procedencia del inicio de un procedimiento de fijación y revisión 
tarifaria corresponde verificar que los servicios en cuestión no se brinden en 
condiciones de competencia. 
 
18.4. El informe citado en el párrafo anterior debe ser presentado a la Gerencia General en 
un plazo máximo de treinta (30) días de recibida la solicitud completa por parte de la Entidad 
Prestadora. De requerirse información adicional conforme a la normativa vigente, se 
suspenderá el cómputo del plazo antes indicado.” 

[Énfasis y subrayado agregados.] 

 
45. Sobre el particular, en el presente caso, se cumplió con la etapa de admisibilidad de la 

solicitud, así como con la etapa de evaluación de procedencia de la misma conforme lo 
establecido por el RETA, tal como se detalla a continuación: 

 
✓ El 19 de enero de 2022, mediante Carta N° 0035-2022-APMTC/LEG, APMT solicitó al 

Ositrán el inicio del procedimiento de fijación tarifaria del Servicio Especial de “Descarga 
y envío de información de parámetros de contenedores reefer”. Asimismo, APMT indicó 
que presentaba su solicitud y propuesta tarifaria con la finalidad que el Ositrán inicie el 
proceso de fijación tarifaria, de conformidad con lo dispuesto en la cláusula 8.3 del 
Contrato de Concesión y los artículos 17 y 18 del RETA. 
 

✓ Mediante Oficio N° 00051-2022-GRE-OSITRAN, notificado el 28 de febrero de 2022, la 
Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos en aplicación del numeral 18.4 del 
artículo 18 del RETA formuló a Euroandinos un requerimiento de información relacionado 
al servicio Lectura de parámetros de contenedores refrigerados a través de medios 
electrónicos (download), otorgando para tal efecto un plazo de tres (3) días hábiles. 
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✓ Asimismo, con Oficio N° 00052-2022-GRE-OSITRAN, notificado el 1 de marzo de 2022, 
la Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos en aplicación del numeral 18.4 del 
artículo 18 del RETA formuló a DP World un requerimiento de información relacionado al 
Servicio Lectura de parámetros de contenedores refrigerados con uso de medios 
electrónicos, otorgando para tal efecto un plazo de tres (3) días hábiles. 
 

✓ Mediante Cartas N° 030-2022-TPE/GG y DALC.DPWC.053.2021 recibidas el 03 y 04 de 
marzo de 2022, Euroandinos y DP World, respectivamente, remitieron la información 
solicitada. 
 

✓ El 8 de marzo de 2022, la Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos y la Gerencia 
de Asesoría Jurídica elevaron a la Gerencia General el Informe N° 00018-2022-IC-
OSITRAN (GRE-GAJ), mediante el cual se recomienda el inicio del procedimiento de 
fijación tarifaria, a pedido de la Entidad Prestadora, del Servicio Especial de “Descarga y 
envío de información de parámetros de contenedor reefer”. 
 

✓ Mediante Resolución N° 0008-2022-CD-OSITRAN11 del 23 de marzo de 2022, el Consejo 
Directivo de Ositrán dispuso el inicio del procedimiento de fijación tarifaria, a pedido de 
APMT, del Servicio Especial “Descarga y envío de información de parámetros de 
contenedor reefer” a ser brindado en el Terminal Norte Multipropósito en el Terminal 
Portuario del Callao. 

 
b) Propuesta tarifaria del Regulador 
 
46. Conforme a lo señalado por en el numeral 19.1 12  del artículo 19 del RETA, luego de 

notificado a la Entidad Prestadora el inicio del procedimiento de fijación tarifaria, la Gerencia 
de Regulación y Estudios Económicos cuenta con un plazo de sesenta (60) días hábiles, 
excepcionalmente prorrogables por un periodo de treinta (30) días hábiles adicionales, para 
presentar ante la Gerencia General la propuesta tarifaria, adjuntando la información que se 
refiere el numeral 20.2 del artículo 20 del RETA para la publicación de dicha propuesta 
tarifaria13. 

 
47. En ese marco, cabe precisar que, mediante Memorando N° 00276-2022-GG-OSITRAN de 

fecha 20 de junio de 2022, la Gerencia General del Ositrán concedió el plazo de treinta (30) 
días hábiles adicionales para la remisión de la propuesta tarifaria, solicitado por Gerencia de 
Regulación y Estudios Económicos, mediante el Memorando N° 118-2022-GRE-OSITRAN. 
 

48. Por su parte, la Gerencia General cuenta con un plazo de cinco (5) días hábiles para remitir 
el informe y los documentos señalados en el numeral 19.214 del artículo 19 del RETA al 

 
11  Sustentado con el Informe N° 00018-2022-IC-OSITRAN (GRE-GAJ) de fecha 8 de marzo de 2022. 
 
12  “Artículo 19.- Elaboración de la propuesta de fijación y revisión tarifaria del Ositrán 
 19.1. En un plazo de sesenta (60) días, prorrogables de manera excepcional por treinta (30) días, contados desde el

20.2. La resolución señalada en el numeral anterior debe ser publicada en el diario oficial El Peruano y en el portal 
institucional del Ositrán, conjuntamente con la siguiente información: 

 
a) Proyecto de resolución de Consejo Directivo que aprueba la propuesta tarifaria. 
b) Exposición de motivos del proyecto de resolución indicado en el punto anterior. 
c) Relación de documentos que constituyen el sustento de la propuesta tarifaria. 
d) Información sobre la fecha(s) y lugar(es) en que se realizará(n) la(s) audiencia(s) pública(s) correspondiente (s). 
e) Plazo dentro del cual se recibirán los comentarios escritos relativos a la propuesta tarifaria del Ositrán” 

 
14  “Artículo 19.- Elaboración de la propuesta de fijación y revisión tarifaria del Ositrán 

(…) 
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Consejo Directivo del Ositrán, órgano que en el plazo de quince (15) días hábiles, en caso 
no tenga observaciones, dispone la publicación de la propuesta de fijación tarifaria. 
 

49. En ese sentido, considerando que la Resolución N° 008-2022-CD-OSITRAN, fue notificada 
a la Entidad Prestadora, el 24 de marzo de 2022 mediante el Oficio N° 0032-2022-SCD-
OSITRAN, el trámite del presente procedimiento de fijación tarifaria se encuentra en la etapa 
de elaboración de la propuesta tarifaria a cargo del Regulador y se encuentra dentro de los 
plazos establecidos por el RETA.  

 
III. DEFINICIÓN Y ALCANCE DEL SERVICIO ESPECIAL 

 
50. Con el fin de determinar los alcances de la tarifa a ser fijada, es necesario precisar las 

actividades consideradas dentro del Servicio Especial conforme a lo indicado en la 
Resolución N° 008-2022-CD-OSITRAN, sustentada en el Informe N° 018-2022-IC-OSITRAN 
(GRE-GAJ), mediante la cual el Consejo Directivo de Ositrán dispuso el inicio del 
procedimiento de fijación tarifaria. 

 
51. Al respecto, cabe mencionar que, de acuerdo con la evaluación de condiciones de 

competencia del Indecopi, el Servicio Especial “Descarga y envío de información de 
parámetros de contenedor reefer” está conformado por dos servicios relevantes, según el 
tipo de tráfico que se trate (importación y exportación, por un lado, y transbordo, por otro), 
siendo que ambos servicios no se prestarían en condiciones de competencia.  

 
52. Así pues, el servicio objeto de fijación tarifaria (Descarga y envío de información de 

parámetros de contenedor reefer) consiste en la descarga electrónica de la información 
histórica de parámetros (también conocido como Datalog) que contiene la computadora o 
CPU de un contenedor reefer y el envío de la información descargada al usuario o solicitante. 
La información descargada - también denominada data horaria pues provee información de 
parámetros por hora- incluye la fecha y hora de encendido de alarmas, apagados y 
encendidos del contenedor, controles previos al viaje realizado (PTI realizados), 
temperaturas y otros, siendo que la antigüedad de dicha información puede ser del último 
viaje, de los últimos treinta (30) a noventa (90) días o de un rango de fechas. Dicho Servicio 
Especial será denominado, en adelante, servicio objeto de la solicitud de fijación tarifaria. 
 

53. El servicio objeto de fijación tarifaria es demandado por las líneas navieras, que en su calidad 
de dueñas de los contenedores reefer, son las que requieren verificar el correcto 
funcionamiento de su contenedor en el último viaje o en un periodo histórico para diversos 
fines, entre ellos, cuando surgen controversias con sus clientes. Por tanto, los responsables 
del pago del servicio objeto de la solicitud de fijación tarifaria son las líneas navieras (o sus 
representantes).  
 

54. En el gráfico siguiente presentado por el Concesionario, se muestra el flujo de actividades a 
realizar para proveer el servicio objeto de la solicitud de fijación tarifaria. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
19.2. La Gerencia General contará con un plazo máximo de cinco (05) días contados desde el día siguiente de recibido 
el informe y documentos a que se refieren el párrafo anterior para remitir los mismos al Consejo Directivo. De no tener 
observaciones, en un plazo de quince (15) días de recibido el informe y documentos antes señalados, el Consejo 
Directivo dispondrá la publicación de la propuesta de fijación o revisión tarifaria del Ositrán.”

IV. METODOLOGÍA 

 
55. De acuerdo con lo señalado en el Informe N° 018-2022-IC-OSITRAN, que sustentó la 

Resolución de Consejo Directivo N° 008-2022-CD-OSITRAN, sobre la base de la 
información disponible en esa etapa inicial del procedimiento, se consideró que la 
metodología de tarificación comparativa (benchmarking) constituye una metodología 
apropiada para la determinación de la tarifa del servicio especial materia de análisis en este 
caso. Dicha metodología se encuentra definida en el Anexo I del RETA de la manera 
siguiente: 
 

Tarificación comparativa (benchmarking) 

Consiste en determinar las tarifas a partir de comparaciones relevantes entre los costos o 
tarifas de infraestructuras con otras de características similares a la que se desea tarifar. 
Algunas veces las características entre una infraestructura y otra son diferentes, lo que 
puede afectar la comparación. Diferencias como el marco regulatorio, la base impositiva, el 
tipo de moneda de cobro, el empaquetamiento o no de los servicios, políticas tarifarias, 
riesgo regulatorio, entre otros, pueden reducir la confiabilidad de una comparación tarifaria. 
Sin embargo, su utilidad sigue siendo válida, por el menor costo y rapidez, más aún cuando 
existe una convergencia en la estructura y en los costos logísticos en el ámbito internacional. 
Bajo esta metodología se puede medir el impacto relativo que ejercen los costos de la 
infraestructura sobre el costo logístico.” 

[Subrayado agregado.] 

56. De acuerdo con lo indicado en el Informe N° 018-2022-IC-OSITRAN que sustenta y forma 
parte integrante de la Resolución de Consejo Directivo N° 008-2022-CD-OSITRAN mediante 
la cual se dispuso el inicio del procedimiento de fijación tarifaria, la elección de la 
metodología de tarificación comparativa (benchmarking) se basó en los siguientes factores: 
 

• El Servicio Especial “Descarga y envío de parámetros de contenedores reefer” es 
un servicio nuevo que el Concesionario ofrecerá a las líneas navieras por lo que, 
aunque se dispone del tráfico de contenedores refrigerados en el TNM, no se 
dispone de información histórica respecto de la fracción de contenedores reefer de 
los cuales se ha requerido la información de parámetros.  
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• La metodología de tarificación comparativa (benchmarking) resulta apropiada para 
fijar la tarifa del Servicio Descarga y envío de información de parámetros de 
contenedor reefer considerando que su implementación no requiere de 
proyecciones de demanda del servicio y que existe información sobre las tarifas 
que otros puertos nacionales e internacionales aplican a dicho servicio. 

 
57. Antes de desarrollar el procedimiento de fijación tarifaria que propondrá el Regulador, se 

revisará la propuesta tarifaria presentada por APMT para el servicio especial analizado. 

V. PROPUESTA DE APMT 
 
58. El Concesionario propone que la tarifa por el servicio bajo análisis se fije por contenedor 

(independientemente del tamaño). Para ello, propone una muestra de quince (15) terminales 
portuarios nacionales e internacionales, observándose que en once (11) de ellos la tarifa 
está expresada en USD por contenedor; mientras que, en dos (2) terminales la unidad de 
cobro es “USD por operación”, y en un (1) terminal la tarifa está fijada en “USD por vez”, 
aunque, según lo manifestado por el Concesionario, estas dos últimas unidades de cobro 
son esencialmente similares a la tarifa por contenedor. Solamente en un terminal la tarifa 
está fijada como un porcentaje del valor de una hora de trabajo. 
 

59. A partir de dicha selección inicial de quince (15) puertos para los que se identificó información 
relevante, APMT procedió a excluir los valores extremos de la muestra para no generar 
distorsiones por factores no observados que produzcan un sesgo en el promedio de las 
tarifas de los terminales portuarios de la muestra. Con dicho procedimiento, obtuvo una 
muestra de doce (12) tarifas a partir de las cuales obtiene la tarifa propuesta, tal como se 
observa en el Cuadro N° 1.

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60. En resumen, sobre la base del promedio de la muestra de los terminales portuarios muestra 

antes presentada, APMT propone como tarifa máxima por el servicio de “Descarga y envío 
de información de parámetros de contenedores reefer” la tarifa de USD 25,31 (sin IGV) por 
contenedor o por operación, debido a que por la naturaleza del servicio es poco probable 
que se solicite el servicio para un mismo contenedor más de una vez; sin embargo, en caso 
la línea naviera requiera el servicio dos veces a un mismo contenedor se cobrará dos veces 
la tarifa máxima.

VI. PROPUESTA TARIFARIA DE OSITRÁN 

 
61. Según el Artículo 1 del RETA, la regulación tarifaria relativa a los servicios derivados de la 

explotación de las Infraestructuras de Transporte de Uso Público es competencia exclusiva 
del Ositrán, de acuerdo con lo establecido en el literal b) del numeral 7.1 de la Ley N° 26917, 
Ley de Supervisión de la inversión Privada en Infraestructura de Transporte de Uso Público 
y Promoción de los Servicios de Transporte Aéreo. 
 

62. En esta línea, el artículo 2 del RETA, dispone que, en ejercicio de la función reguladora, 
corresponde al Ositrán: 

 

• Establecer sistemas tarifarios. 
• Fijar y revisar las tarifas o tarifas máximas aplicables a la prestación de los servicios 

derivados de la explotación de las ITUP, así como establecer las condiciones para 
su aplicación y revisión. En el caso de empresas públicas, podrá establecer 
mecanismos explícitos de ajuste tarifario relacionado a la ejecución de las 
inversiones. 

• Fijar y revisar las tarifas o determinar los niveles tarifarios en los casos en que el 
contrato de concesión así lo establezca, incluyendo la metodología, el periodo de 
vigencia o el periodo de revisión regular o extraordinario, de ser el caso. 

• Desregular las tarifas cuando se verifique la existencia de condiciones de 
competencia. 

• Establecer el conjunto de reglas y disposiciones a los que deberán sujetarse las 
Entidades Prestadoras en el establecimiento y aplicación de sus tarifas, de 
conformidad con el marco normativo y contractual aplicable. En el caso de empresas 
públicas, la resolución podrá contener mecanismos explícitos de ajuste tarifario 
relacionado a la ejecución de las inversiones. 

 
63. Es preciso indicar que, conforme al artículo IV del Título Preliminar del RETA, el sistema 

tarifario comprende tres elementos: (i) la estructura tarifaria, (ii) la unidad de cobro y (iii) el 
nivel tarifario máximo que debe ser considerado. Estos tres componentes forman parte de 
la presente fijación Tarifaria de Ositrán. 
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VI.1. ESTRUCTURA TARIFARIA  

 

64. Para la determinación de la estructura tarifaria es necesario considerar el alcance de cada 
servicio. En particular, es necesario tener en cuenta a qué tipo de carga va dirigido el 
servicio, así como las actividades necesarias para su prestación.  
 

65. Según lo indicado en el informe de inicio del procedimiento, el Servicio Especial es 
demandado por las líneas navieras, que en su calidad de dueñas de los contenedores reefer, 
son las que requieren verificar el correcto funcionamiento de su contenedor en el último viaje 
o en un periodo histórico para diversos fines, entre ellos, cuando surgen controversias con 
sus clientes. Por tanto, los responsables del pago del servicio objeto de la solicitud de fijación 
tarifaria son las líneas navieras (o sus representantes).  
 

66. Asimismo, la provisión de dicho servicio consiste en la descarga electrónica de la 
información histórica de parámetros (también conocido como Datalog) que contiene la 
computadora o CPU de un contenedor reefer y el envío de la información descargada al 
usuario o solicitante. La información descargada – también denominada data horaria pues 
provee información de parámetros por hora- incluye la fecha y hora de encendido de 
alarmas, apagados y encendidos del contenedor, controles previos al viaje realizado (PTI 
realizados), temperaturas y otros, siendo que la antigüedad de dicha información puede ser 
del último viaje, de los últimos treinta (30) a noventa (90) días o de un rango de fechas. 
 

67. Por último, debe precisarse que la tarifa que determine el Ositrán es una tarifa máxima o 
tope. En ese sentido, el Concesionario tiene la opción de cobrar tarifas menores, si lo 
considera pertinente de acuerdo con su política comercial.  

 

VI.2. UNIDAD DE COBRO 

 
68. Una vez definida la estructura tarifaria, corresponde determinar la unidad de cobro por la 

prestación de cada servicio. Al respecto, es necesario tener en cuenta el principio de 
consistencia que se enuncia en el numeral 8 del artículo V del RETA: 

 

“Artículo V. Principios 
 
El Ositrán y las Entidades Prestadoras se sujetan a los siguientes principios:  
(…) 
8. Consistencia: En la fijación o revisión tarifaria, el Ositrán deberá asegurarse que exista 

coherencia entre las metodologías de tarificación aplicadas a los diversos servicios que 
prestan las Entidades Prestadoras, así como en la determinación de la estructura del 
SistemaTarifario.” 

 

69. En tal sentido, las unidades de cobro se determinan con la finalidad de no alterar la estructura 
del sistema tarifario de la concesión. Asimismo, se busca mantener una misma unidad de 
cobro en los terminales portuarios nacionales y favorecer la competencia.  
 

70. Así pues, en la etapa de inicio se estableció que, de la revisión de los tarifarios de las 
Entidades Prestadoras del sector portuario bajo ámbito de competencia del Ositrán, se pudo 
verificar que solo en el Terminal Portuario de Paita y el Terminal Muelle Sur del Terminal 
Portuario del Callao se brinda un servicio de alcance similar al servicio objeto de la solicitud 
de fijación tarifaria, denominados Lectura de parámetro de contenedor refrigerado con uso 
de medios electrónicos (DOWN LOAD) y Lectura de parámetros de contenedores 
refrigerados a través de medios electrónicos, respectivamente, tal como se observa en el 
siguiente cuadro:

71. Como se puede observar, mientras que para el caso del Terminal Portuario de Paita la 
unidad de cobro del servicio es por contenedor, para el Terminal Muelle Sur del Terminal 
Portuario del Callao la unidad de cobro se establece por vez. 
 

72. En la propuesta Tarifaria remitida por el Concesionario, APMT sostiene que, en la práctica 
internacional, para el servicio materia de análisis, la unidad de cobro por vez es equivalente 
a por contenedor: 

 

“Es importante precisar, que la unidad de cobro “por vez” u “por operación” es igual que la 

unidad de cobro “por contenedor”. La práctica internacional es realizar el cobro por cada 

vez que se descargue la data horaria de parámetros de un contenedor; es decir, el cobro es 

por contenedor-operación. 

 

En ese sentido, algunos terminales prefieren señalar que cobrarán por contenedor y otros 

prefieren señalar que cobrarán por vez (u operación), cuando en la práctica es lo mismo. 

Por tanto, la unidad de cobro que se plantea es por contenedor (que es lo mismo que decir 

por operación o por vez).” 

 
73. En ese marco, con el objeto de contar con información que pueda corroborar la afirmación 

descrita por APMT, mediante el correo del 04 de marzo de 2022, se realizó una consulta a 
los representantes del Terminal Portuario de Paita, para esclarecer si, en su caso, el servicio 
de lectura de parámetro de contenedor refrigerado con uso de medios electrónicos (DOWN 
LOAD), la denominación de contenedor es equivalente a por vez. 
 

74. Al respecto, mediante correo del 08 de marzo de 2022, los representantes del Terminal 
Portuario de Paita, afirmaron que: “El cobro por el servicio especial “Lectura de parámetros 
de contenedor refrigerado con uso de medios electrónicos (DOWNLOAD)” se aplica por 
contenedor cada vez que el cliente lo solicita”15. 
 

75. Por lo expuesto, para el caso del servicio materia de análisis, se puede observar que, 
efectivamente, la unidad de cobro por contenedor es equivalente a la unidad de cobro por 
vez. Por tanto, considerando que el resto de puestos pertenecientes a la muestra presentan 
en su mayoría la unidad de cobro “por contenedor”, se puede establecer que la unidad de 
cobro para la prestación del presente servicio debe ser “por contenedor”.  
 

VI.3. DETERMINACIÓN DEL NIVEL TARIFARIO 

 

VI.3.1 Metodología 

 

76. De acuerdo con la información disponible en esta etapa del procedimiento, se considera que 
en el caso particular del servicio bajo análisis, resulta conveniente utilizar la metodología de 
benchmarking, debido a que no es posible realizar una proyección de demanda confiable

sección VI.3.2 de la presente propuesta. 
 

77. La metodología de benchmarking o tarificación comparativa está definida en el Anexo I 
Metodologías para la Fijación y Revisión Tarifaria del RETA de la manera siguiente: 

 

“Consiste en determinar las tarifas a partir de comparaciones relevantes entre los costos o 

tarifas de infraestructuras con otras de características similares a la que se desea tarifar.  

Algunas veces las características entre una infraestructura y otra son diferentes, lo que 

puede afectar la comparación. Diferencias como el marco regulatorio, la base impositiva, el 

tipo de moneda de cobro, el empaquetamiento o no de los servicios, políticas tarifarias, 

riesgo regulatorio, entre otros, pueden reducir la confiabilidad de una comparación tarifaria. 

Sin embargo, su utilidad sigue siendo válida, por el menor costo y rapidez en el cálculo, más 

aún cuando existe una convergencia en la estructura y en los costos logísticos en el ámbito 

internacional.  

Bajo esta metodología se puede medir el impacto relativo que ejercen los costos de la 

infraestructura sobre el costo logístico.”

78. Precisamente, una de las ventajas de la metodología de tarificación comparativa 
(benchmarking) es que no requiere de información de demanda para efectuar el cálculo de 
tarifas, pues esta metodología consiste en determinar las tarifas a partir de comparaciones 
relevantes entre los costos o tarifas de infraestructuras con características similares a las 
que se desea tarifar. Sin embargo, debe tenerse particular cuidado con las características 
de las infraestructuras portuarias a comparar, pues cualquier diferencia que pudiera existir 
en factores como el marco regulatorio, la base impositiva, el tipo de moneda de cobro, el 
empaquetamiento o no de los servicios, las políticas tarifarias, riesgo regulatorio, entre otros, 
pueden reducir la confiabilidad de la comparación tarifaria. 

 

VI.3.2 Elección de la muestra  

 

79. Para poder aplicar la metodología, el primer paso fue seleccionar una muestra representativa 
de tarifas cobradas por el servicio bajo análisis, para lo cual se tuvieron en consideración 
tres aspectos: (a) disponibilidad de información, (b) servicios comparables y (c) exclusión de 
valores extremos. 

 

a)  Disponibilidad de información 

 

80. Para identificar la muestra Terminales Portuarios se partió de la información propuesta por 
el Concesionario en su solicitud de fijación tarifaria 16 , a la cual, sobre la base de la 
información pública disponible, se sumó el precio cobrado en el terminal portuario Pelabuhan 
Tanjung Pelepas, que brinda un servicio similar al servicio materia de análisis denominado 
Downloading and retrieving data logs, estableciendo de esta manera una muestra inicial de 
15 terminales portuarios, los cuales se presentan en el siguiente cuadro17.

b) Servicios comparables 

 

81. Luego de verificar que en los puertos listados anteriormente se brindan servicios de 
características similares al servicio bajo análisis, sobre la base de la información disponible, 
se procedió a verificar con detalle las características y condiciones bajo las cuales se presta 
el servicio. Para ello se revisaron los tarifarios y manuales de descripción de servicios que 
se encuentran publicados en las páginas web de cada terminal portuario. 
 

82. A partir de dicha revisión, se identificó que, en algunos casos, la información se encuentra 
incompleta, desfasada o no se consigna el detalle del alcance del servicio. Por ello, con el 
fin de contar con información completa, con fechas 09 junio, 10 de junio y 25 de julio de 2022 
se procedió a realizar consultas vía correo electrónico a los puertos Port of Mina Rashid, 
Port of Jebel Ali, Porto di Ravenna, APMT Mobile y Porto di La Spezia. Sin embargo, a la 
fecha de elaboración del presente informe, no se recibió respuestas a las consultas 
realizadas19. 

 
83. Considerando la información revisada, en primer lugar, se descartó la información 

correspondiente a los servicios prestados por el terminal portuario Mobile Port por presentar 
servicios que no son por completo similares al servicio bajo análisis. En efecto, de acuerdo 
con la información consignada en su tarifario, dicho terminal portuario brinda dos servicios 
que, de acuerdo con la propuesta tarifaria del Concesionario, tendrían un alcance similar al 
servicio “Descarga y envío de parámetros de contenedores reefer”, estos son: (i) Electronic 
temperature downloading rate per download (por el cual cobra un precio de USD 92,00) y (ii)

acuerdo con APMT: 

 

“Esta empresa ofrece el mismo alcance del servicio bajo análisis, pero a diferencia de 

otros terminales ofrecería este servicio para dos tipos de descarga de información; un 

primer tipo de información se refiere a la descarga de parámetros de temperatura y el otro 

tipo de información se referiría al resto de información de parámetros que contiene el 

computador del contenedor reefer. Las denominaciones del servicio que ofrece este terminal 

son “Electronic temperature downloading rate per download” y el “down load Data Logger””. 

 

[Énfasis y subrayado agregados.] 

 

84. Como se puede observar, el mismo Concesionario no presenta con certeza el alcance de 
los servicios, sino que se basa en supuestos, en particular, para el caso del servicio “Down 
load Data Logger”. Sin embargo, incluso en caso los supuestos del Concesionario sean 
correctos, ninguno de los dos servicios tendría el mismo alcance del servicio materia del 
presente procedimiento de fijación tarifaria. Tal como fue expuesto en el acápite 
correspondiente a la definición y alcance del servicio especial del presente documento (ver 
sección III), el servicio materia de fijación tarifaria consiste en la descarga de información del 
contenedor reefer referida, entre otros, a la fecha y hora de encendido de alarmas, apagados 
y encendidos del contenedor, controles previos al viaje realizado (PTI realizados), 
temperaturas; por tanto, ninguno de los servicios brindados en el terminal portuario Mobile 
Port tendrían el mismo alcance que el servicio propuesto sino solo parte del mismo20. 

 
85. En segundo lugar, con relación a los servicios prestados en los terminales portuarios “Port 

of Mina Rashid” y “Port of Jebel Ali”, cabe precisar que en su página web21 se observa que 
ambos terminales manejan un mismo tarifario, en el cual se consigna que el precio cobrado 
por el servicio “Reefer Data Download/Upload” es de 28,60 AED por contenedor22, con fecha 
de vigencia 2017. Sin embargo, no se dispone información que permita corroborar la 
existencia de tarifarios actualizados. En tal sentido, siguiendo el criterio adoptado en la 
Resolución de Consejo Directivo N° 006-2021-CD-OSITRAN, del 17 de febrero de 202123, 
según el cual se considera en el análisis aquellos tarifarios con actualización de una 
antigüedad no mayor al año previo al del procedimiento de fijación tarifaria, corresponde 
descartar la información de tales puertos. 

 

86. Asimismo, sin perjuicio de lo anterior, se debe resaltar que, la página web sobre la cual se 
recabó la información por parte de APMT, consigna lo siguiente en referencia al terminal 
portuario de “Mina Rashid”: 

 
According to the World Travel Awards polls, Mina Rashid has been the Middle East's leading 
cruise tourist destination for the past eight consecutive years, and is steadily gaining traction 
as a leading destination globally. Currently, Mina Rashid can handle seven mega-cruise 
vessels or 25,000 passengers at once. The port’s Hamdan bin Mohammed Cruise Terminal 
is the world’s largest single, covered cruise terminal facility capable of handling 14,000 
passengers a day. Mina Rashid is currently undergoing an expansion by building a world

terminal as one of the world’s premier cruise tourism hubs. Due to high demand, it is also 
working to provide improved berthing services for private yacht owners looking to make 
Dubai a home for their vessels. 
 
Coastal Berth and General Cargo Facilities 
 
Mina Rashid Cargo Port enjoys a strategic location amidst the Dubai's traditional trading 
centres for cargo destined to Iran, Iraq, Africa & India. 
 
As Dubai’s first modern port and located along traditional trading lanes, Mina Rashid is an 
attractive site for non-containerised cargo, especially for break-bulk and RoRo vessels. Its 
proximity to the city’s used car markets and support from the Road Transport Authority allows 
for easy and hassle-free export handling.

87. De la lectura del texto antes citado, no queda claro si todos los servicios establecidos en el 

tarifario son prestados en ambos terminales o si, en su defecto, dicho documento es tomado 
como referencia para establecer la tarifa que se cobraría, en caso el terminal prestase el 
servicio. Sobre el particular, es importante mencionar que se realizaron consultas vía correo 
electrónico para verificar la vigencia del tarifario, así como, el alcance del servicio para cada 
terminal portuario. Sin embargo, a la fecha de elaboración del presente informe, no se ha 
recibido respuesta a las consultas realizadas24. 
 

88. Sobre la base de lo descrito previamente, también se descartó la información referida a los 
terminales portuarios Port Saíd y Hammad Port, que figuran con tarifas de USD 15 y 150 
QAR25, respectivamente, por contar con tarifarios cuya última fecha de actualización figura 
como 2020. 
 

89. Por otro lado, es importante mencionar que, en el caso del terminal portuario APMT Bahrain, 
en la información presentada en la propuesta tarifaria del Concesionario también se 
consigna que esta data del 2017. No obstante, a diferencia de los casos anteriores, en la 
descripción del tarifario se establece que este se encuentre actualizado al 1 de agosto de 
2021, motivo por el cual, se ha considerado incluir la tarifa correspondiente al servicio 
Retrieving Data from Data Logger, per container como parte del análisis. 
 

90. Finalmente, también se descartó la información correspondiente al servicio prestado en el 
Puerto de Londres, ello en la medida que su tarifario vigente para el 202226, establece que 
el servicio denominado “Reefer Temperature History Request (by written request only)”, 
presenta como valor de tarifa la denominación POA, lo cual implica que el cobro por la 
prestación del servicio se determina bajo acuerdo y bajo solicitud escrita. En consecuencia, 
al no contar con un precio comparable con el servicio materia de análisis, corresponde 
eliminarlo de la muestra para la tarificación comparativa. 

 

91. Considerando lo descrito previamente, la muestra de terminales portuarios que ofrecen 
servicios comparables al que ofertará el Concesionario está compuesta de once (11) 
infraestructuras.

92. Al respecto, se debe precisar que para el caso de los terminales portuarios cuyos tarifarios 
consignan precios en monedas diferentes al dólar, se utilizó el tipo de cambio promedio de 
los últimos 12 meses (agosto 2021- julio de 2022). 
 

93. En ese marco, para el caso del Bahrain Port, cuyos precios se encuentran expresados en 
Dinar Bareiní (BHD), se utilizó el tipo de cambio de 2,65 USD/BHD; para los terminales 
APMT Tangier; Container Ravenna y La Spezia Container que cotizan sus servicios en 
Euros, se utilizó el tipo de cambio de 1,11 USD/EUR y para el terminal de Pelabuhan Tanjung 
Pelepas, en el que se utiliza el Ringgit malayo, se utilizó el tipo de cambio de 0,24 USD/RM. 

 
c) Exclusión de valores extremos 

 

94. El tercer criterio utilizado para seleccionar la muestra fue excluir los outliers27, es decir, 
valores extremos que pueden generar distorsiones en la muestra por factores no observados 
y sesgar los resultados que se obtengan al promediar las tarifas de los terminales portuarios 
de la muestra. 
 

95. Al respecto, es importante mencionar que uno de los primeros pasos para llevar a cabo un 
análisis coherente de datos es la detección y corrección de valores extremos. Existen 
diversas metodologías para la detección de valores extremos. Por ejemplo, puede optarse 
por una detección visual utilizando una gráfica que muestre la dispersión de puntos. No 
obstante, dicha alternativa carece de sustento estadístico y puede ser objeto de críticas en 
tanto dependerá de la discrecionalidad de quien lleve a cabo el análisis. En tal sentido, en 
los procedimientos tarifarios llevados a cabo por el Regulador, se ha optado por utilizar 
técnicas estadísticas que garanticen un resultado objetivo. 

 

96. En ese sentido, de la revisión de la literatura estadística referida a valores extremos de 
muestras discretas, el Regulador optó por utilizar tres (3) métodos estadísticos que permiten 
la identificación y eliminación de dichos valores: 

 

• Test de Tukey 

• Criterio de Chauvenet

97. A continuación, se presentan los resultados obtenidos al realizar cada uno de los test 
mencionados. 

 

• Test de Tukey 

 

98. El Test de Tukey o recorrido Intercuartilico 28  es muy utilizado dentro de la experiencia 
internacional en el análisis de bases de datos utilizados para determinación de índice de 
precios y costos. 
 

99. Permite identificar con claridad y de forma individual las observaciones que se alejan de 
manera poco usual del resto de datos.  En efecto, para detectar valores extremos solo es 
necesario calcular un límite inferior y un límite superior para la distribución (bigotes), siendo 
extremos aquellos valores que sobrepasan dichos límites (fuera de los bigotes). En el 
siguiente gráfico se muestra el procedimiento antes descrito.

100. El test de Tukey o rango intercuartílico define a los outliers como aquellos que se ubican por 
debajo de un límite inferior o por encima de un límite superior, los cuales vienen dados por:

101. Para las tarifas presentadas en el Cuadro N° 5, se calculó el primer cuartil de la muestra, 
que es igual a USD 10,00 y el tercer cuartil que es igual a USD 32,99; con lo cual, el rango 
intercuartílico asciende a USD 22,99. En consecuencia, los límites inferior y superior para la 
muestra son USD -24,49 y USD 67,48, respectivamente.

102. De los datos expuestos en el Cuadro N° 6 y considerando la información del Cuadro Nº 5, 
se observa que ninguna de las tarifas constituye un valor extremo según el criterio de Tukey. 
Por tanto, la base final bajo este criterio sería la misma que la presentada en el Cuadro N°5. 
 

• Criterio de Chauvenet 

 
103. De acuerdo con este test, para determinar si una observación constituye o no un valor 

extremo o outlier, es necesario en primer lugar calcular un valor estadístico (VE) sobre la 
base de información de la muestra:

104. Bajo este criterio, si el valor estadístico (VE) resulta menor que 0,5 (50%) entonces se puede 

decir que el valor “𝑛𝑖” es un valor atípico o outlier.  

 
105. Para el presente caso, considerando la base de datos presentada en el Cuadro N° 5, se 

calculó la media aritmética (𝑋̅) y la desviación estándar (σ) de la muestra. Dichos valores 

ascienden a USD 24,84 y USD 17,25, respectivamente. Sobre la base de esa información, 
se determinó el valor estadístico correspondiente a Porto di La Spezia.

106. Al respecto, se puede observar que, que el valor estadístico (VE) resultante de la evaluación 
de la tarifa de Porto di La Spezia no supera el 50%, por lo que este debe ser considerando 
un outlier. 
 

107. No obstante, cuando existen varias observaciones atípicas, es necesario ser cuidadosos con 
la aplicación de las pruebas para identificar valores atípicos, debido a que es posible que se

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presente el fenómeno denominado “enmascaramiento”. De acuerdo con Ben-Gal (2005), el 
enmascaramiento se produce cuando un conjunto de observaciones atípicas sesga la media 
y la covarianza estimadas hacia el conjunto de observaciones atípicas, de manera que la 
distancia resultante entre el posible valor atípico y la media es pequeña. Para asegurarnos 
que no estamos frente a un fenómeno de enmascaramiento, puede eliminarse el primer valor 
atípico y verificar si la segunda observación constituye también un valor atípico.30 

 

108. En tal sentido, con el objeto de verificar que en la base de datos analizada no se presente 
el fenómeno de enmascaramiento, se debe repetir recursivamente el procedimiento previo, 
eliminando en cada caso las observaciones que presenten un valor estadístico menor al 
50%. A continuación, se muestran el test realizado sin considerar Porto di La Spezia y 
suponiendo como posible valor atípico a Porto di Ravenna.

109. Se observa que, de acuerdo con los resultados de esta prueba, el valor estadístico es mayor 
al 50%, por lo cual la tarifa relacionada a Porto di Ravenna no constituye un valor extremo. 
En el siguiente cuadro se muestra la base final resultante de la aplicación del criterio de

110. Por otro lado, cabe precisar que la evaluación también se realizó considerando como posible 
valor atípico, el extremo de menor tarifa, siendo para el presente caso la tarifa 
correspondiente al terminal Pelabuhan Tanjung Pelepas, Para el caso de las 2 aplicaciones,

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los resultados arrojaron como valor estadístico, 350,8% y 69,8%, por tanto, no existen 
valores extremos de menor valor que deban ser eliminados de la muestra.  
 

• Criterio de Peirce 

 

111. El criterio de Peirce es un método riguroso de eliminación de valores atípicos, derivado 
directamente de un análisis estadístico de la distribución Normal. Este método propone 
determinar el límite de error más allá del cual todas las observaciones que impliquen un error 
tan grande pueden ser rechazadas. 
 

112. El criterio de Peirce propone determinar sobre la base de una serie de observaciones el 
límite del error admisible, siendo que cualquier observación más allá de dicho límite pueda 
ser rechazada. El principio sobre el que se propone resolver el problema es que las 
observaciones propuestas a ser rechazadas deben serlo, cuando la probabilidad del grupo 
de errores obtenido al retenerlas sea menor que la del sistema de errores obtenido por su 
rechazo multiplicado por la probabilidad de que se presente el evento, y no más 
observaciones anormales31. 

 
113. Por lo general usar el Criterio de Peirce en su forma original es complicado, pero se ha 

condensado en un conjunto de tablas y una fórmula fácil de usar que se puede aplicar 
fácilmente a conjuntos de datos32. 

 

114. Para la aplicación del test de Peirce es necesario calcular la media aritmética (𝑋̅) y la 

desviación estándar (𝜎) de la muestra33. Posteriormente se siguen los siguientes pasos: 
 

i. Se determina el estadístico “R”.  

ii. Se determina la desviación máxima permitida: |𝑋𝑖 − 𝑋̅|max = 𝜎 ∗ 𝑅   

iii. Se calcula la desviación real de los posibles valores atípicos. |𝑋𝑖 − 𝑋̅| 
iv. Se comprueba si |𝑋𝑖 − 𝑋̅|> |𝑋𝑖 − 𝑋̅|max para cada posible dato atípico. 

v. Si se da como resultado el rechazo de una medición, se debe suponer el caso de 
dos dudosas observaciones, manteniendo los valores originales de la desviación 
estándar y media, y el número original de medidas. Posteriormente se iría al paso 
(vii). 

vi. Si se rechaza más de una medición en la prueba anterior, se deberá asumir el 
siguiente valor de posibles observaciones dudosas. 

vii. Se repiten los cálculos anteriores (pasos 1 a iv), aumentando secuencialmente el 
número de posibilidades de medición dudosas, hasta que no sea necesario realizar 
más mediciones de datos eliminados. 

viii. Una vez eliminados los posibles datos dudosos, se debe obtener el nuevo valor de 
la media y la desviación estándar muestral de la reducción y replicar los pasos 
anteriores. 

 
115. Para el presente caso, tal como se señaló anteriormente, para la muestra de tarifas 

presentada en el Cuadro N° 5, la media aritmética (𝑋̅) y la desviación estándar (σ) de la 

muestra, presentan valores de USD 25,06 y USD 16,04, respectivamente.  
 

116. Respecto al factor “R”, en el caso bajo análisis, el número de observaciones en la muestra 
es igual a 11 y se presume la existencia de un outlier; de manera que la máxima desviación 
admisible como el producto entre la desviación estándar de la muestra y el estadístico “R” 
es:

117. Luego se calcula el valor absoluto de la diferencia entre el primer valor que se sospecha 
atípico (tarifa de Porto di La Spezia) y la media de la muestra:

118. Posteriormente, se compara el resultado anterior con la máxima desviación disponible. Dado 
que el valor absoluto de la diferencia entre la tarifa del Porto di La Spezia y la media de la 
muestra (USD 36,36) es mayor que la máxima desviación admisible (USD 31,47), se elimina 
esta observación (ver Cuadro N° 10).

119. Con los supuestos anteriores no se encuentra otro posible valor de eliminación, por tanto, 
con el propósito de comprobar la eliminación del punto sospechoso se realizó la prueba 
asumiendo dos posibles muestras dudosas.  
 

120. Asumiendo la existencia de dos valores atípicos, el valor de R es igual a 1,51 y la máxima 
desviación admisible es USD 26,14. Se verifica que se sigue rechazando la observación del 
Porto di La Spezia pues su desviación (USD 36,36) es mayor que la máxima desviación 
admisible (USD 26,14); así mismo, no se agrega ninguna otra posible muestra atípica. Por 
lo tanto, la tarifa del Porto di La Spezia es considerada como un valor extremo y se procede 
a eliminarla de la muestra.  

 

121. Según propone el Criterio de Peirce, una vez eliminado el valor extremo, se debe repetir el 
procedimiento con la muestra restante. En ese sentido, los siguientes cuadros muestran los 
valores a ser utilizados para comprobar la existencia otro posible dato atípico.

122. El Cuadro N° 11 muestra que Porto di Ravenna (cuya tarifa es de USD 39,58 por contenedor) 
no supera el rango máximo permitido. Por tanto, puede verificarse que, tras la realización 
del último procedimiento, la aplicación del criterio de Peirce no identifica ninguna otra 
observación extrema. En el siguiente cuadro se muestra la base final resultante de la 
aplicación del criterio de Peirce.

123. Finalmente, de la aplicación de los tres test, se encuentra que el Test de Turkey no identifica 

ningún outlier, mientras que los Test de Chauvenet y Peirce identifican un outlier, arrojando 
una muestra de ocho (8) terminales portuarios. Por tanto, considerando que existen dos test 
que presentan resultados similares, se considerará como muestra final los ocho (8) 
terminales resultados de la evaluación del test de Chauvenet y Peirce. 
 

VI.3.3 Muestra final 

 

124. Los terminales portuarios seleccionados para establecer la tarifa del servicio bajo análisis, 
fueron aquellos que cumplieron simultáneamente con los criterios de: disponibilidad de 
información, servicios comparables y exclusión de valores extremos. La muestra final 
considera las tarifas de ocho (8) terminales portuarios.

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VI.3.4 Determinación de la tarifa 

 
126. A partir de lo anterior, la tarifa máxima que se propone aplicar por el Servicio Especial de 

“Descarga y envío de parámetros de contenedores reefer” asciende a USD 20,30 por 
contenedor.  
 

127. De conformidad con lo explicado previamente en este informe, esta tarifa será aplicable a 
las líneas navieras o sus representantes que soliciten el servicio, correspondiendo al 
Concesionario implementar el mecanismo que deje constancia de la solicitud por parte de 
los Usuarios. 
 

VII. REVISIÓN DE LAS TARIFAS DE LOS SERVICIOS ESPECIALES 
 
128. Respecto a la revisión de las tarifas de los Servicios Especiales, la Cláusula 8.25 del 

Contrato de Concesión establece lo siguiente: 

 
“8.25. A partir del quinto año contado desde el inicio de la Explotación, el REGULADOR 
realizará la primera revisión de las Tarifas, aplicando el mecanismo regulatorio “RPI – X”, 
establecido en el Reglamento de tarifas del OSITRAN tanto para los servicios Estándar como 
para los Servicios Especiales con Tarifa.

Las siguientes revisiones de las tarifas máximas se realizarán cada cinco (5) años, aplicando 
el mecanismo antes descrito. 
(…) 
 
Adicionalmente, cada año, se realizará la actualización tarifaria correspondiente en función al 
RPI de los últimos doce (12) meses disponibles y el factor de productividad (X) estimado por el 
REGULADOR para dicho quinquenio. Para los primeros cinco (5) años contados desde el inicio 
de la Explotación, el factor de productividad (X), será cero (0). 
(…)” 

 
129. El Servicio Especial de “Descarga y envío de parámetros de contenedores reefer” se 

enmarca en los denominados Servicios Especiales con Tarifa, cuya fijación es objeto del 
presente procedimiento. A partir de lo señalado en el numeral anterior, se concluye que las 
tarifas determinadas en el presente procedimiento serán las tarifas máximas que podrá 
cobrar el Concesionario y que serán revisadas, aplicando el mecanismo regulatorio “RPI – 
X”, cada cinco años. 
 

130. Asimismo, el contrato de concesión establece que, cada año, las tarifas deberán actualizarse 
o reajustarse por el factor RPI – X; es decir, después de 12 meses de vigencia de las tarifas, 
estas deberán reajustarse en función a la información del RPI de los últimos 12 meses 
disponibles y al factor de productividad (X) determinado por el Regulador. 

 

131. Se propone que el presente servicio sea incluido en la Canasta de Servicios Especiales en 
función a la nave establecida mediante Resolución de Consejo Directivo N° 0024-2021-CD-
OSITRAN de fecha 09 de junio de 2021 porque se trata de un servicio demandado por las 
líneas navieras. 
 

132. El inicio de la explotación del Terminal Norte Multipropósito en el Terminal Portuario del 
Callao fue en el mes de julio del año 2011, por consiguiente, los reajustes tarifarios por el 
factor RPI – X deberán aplicarse los meses de julio de cada año de la Concesión (después 
de 12 meses de vigencia de las tarifas), sobre la base de la información de los últimos doce 
(12) meses disponibles a julio de cada año. 

VIII. CONCLUSIONES 

 
133. Mediante la Resolución del Consejo Directivo N° 0008-2022-CD-OSITRAN, se dispuso el 

inicio del procedimiento de fijación tarifaria del Servicio Especial de “Descarga y envío de 
parámetros de contenedores reefer”, solicitado por APMT. 
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134. De acuerdo con el análisis efectuado en esta etapa del procedimiento, la metodología de 

tarificación comparativa o benchmarking es la más apropiada para la determinación de la 
tarifa del servicio especial antes mencionado. A partir de dicha metodología, y considerando 
los criterios de disponibilidad de información, servicios comparables y exclusión de valores 
extremos, se propone la siguiente tarifa máxima:

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CHAPTER I - INTERPRETATION AND GENERAL INFORMATION 
 

a. Tariff Book 
Means the charges book for ship, cargo, and passengers as published by Port of Salalah Authority and must 
be read in connection with the Port Rules and Regulations Book. 

 

b. Charges 
Include all charges, rates, service fees, and passage and entrance fees to the port and any other charges 
which would be included in this meaning. 

 

c. Port Authority 
Means Salalah Port Services Co. (S.A.O.G). 

 

d. The Port 
Means the Port of Salalah, Sultanate of Oman and includes all landing places and waters within the limits 
of the Port. 

 

e. Port Limits 
The limits of the Port of Salalah: 

 
From the highest point of the high tide where the point intersect the coast at 054° 04.00' E longitude and 
thence in the direction of true south to the point intersecting the line 16° 58' N and thence in the direction of 
true East to the point intersecting longitude 054° 05.40’ E and thence in the direction of true south to the 
point intersecting 16° 54.00’ N latitude and thence in the direction of true West to the point intersecting 
053° 58.00’ E longitude and thence in the direction of true North to the point intersecting the coastline and 
thence following the coast back to the starting point. And includes all wharves, quays, piers, landing places, 
docks, storage areas, roads and buildings under the operational or administrative control of the Port 
Authority. 

 

f. Port Premises 
Means all wharves, piers, landing places, docks, storage areas, roads, passageways, buildings and any 
installation or facilities under the operational or administrative control of the Port Operators. 

 

g. Vessel 
Includes every description of watercraft, including non-displacement craft and seaplanes, used or capable 
of being used as a means of transportation on water. 

 

h. Cargo Handling 
Means loading / discharging or shifting of cargo from location to another within the Port limits. 

 
 

i. Documentation 
The documents in respect of cargo must be in the possession of Port of Salalah at least 24 hours prior to 
arrival of vessels. Vessels will not normally be berthed without receipt of all such documents. 

 

j. Tugs 
Tugs are available for berthing vessels. 

 

k. Pilotage 
Pilotage is compulsory. Pilots may board from launch or tug and are available 24 hours. 

 

l. Hygiene 
The port provides garbage bins at various points for use by vessels. The use of these bins is compulsory and 
will be charged for. 
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m. Labor 
Labor on both vessel and quay is provided and controlled by The Port or its nominated contractor. Requests 
for labor should be made in advance by Agents to the Operations Department. 

 

n. Port Rules and Regulations 
As published by the Port Authority all Rules and Regulations of the Port of Salalah must be adhered to as 
well as the GCC Ports Rules and Regulations issued in August 1998 and amendments thereof. The handling 
of vessels, cargo and passengers and other related work within the port shall be subject to the provision of 
the Rules and Regulations referred to above. 

 

o. Dangerous Cargo 
No dangerous, offensive, or harmful goods likely to cause personal injury or damage to property may be 
brought into the port premises without specific written approval to that effect. Some types of dangerous 
cargo (as in IMDG code) will only be allowed into the Port on direct delivery basis. 

 

p. Customs 
Customs officers board the vessels on arrival either in Port or at the anchorage. Vessels Masters are 
required to produce the following documents: 

• Crew list 
• Crew’s Personal declaration list 
• Ship’s Bonded store list 
 

q. Safety 
All port users must adhere to all of the current safety rules and regulations. 

 

r. Exchange Rate 
The Riyal Omani is linked to the United States Dollar at a rate of 0.3846 

 

s. Disposal of Cargo 
The port reserves the right to remove and dispose of cargo to cover accrued charges in accordance with 
the rules and regulations of the port and its frustrated cargo policy. 

 
t. Agreement to Terms of the Tariff 

The use of services and equipment within the port shall constitute consent to the terms & conditions of 
this tariff and evidences an agreement on the part of all vessels, their owners and agents and any other 
users to charges specified in the tariff and to be governed by all Rules and Regulations herein contained. 

 

u. Alterations to the Terms of the Tariff 
The port reserves the right to alter, change or amend any or all charges, terms and conditions or 
interpretations contained in the tariff without prior notice. 

 

v. Port Authority Held Harmless 
Each vessel owner, operator, charterer or agent whose vessel calls at the port and each owner or agent of 
the cargo handled there at, as a condition to receiving services at the port agrees to indemnify and hold 
harmless the port, any of its agents or employees from and against all losses, claims, demands and suits for 
damages, for death or personal injury or property damage that may be imposed upon the ports or any of 
its agents, employees or representatives by any owner, operator, charterer or cargo owner (or their agents 
or employees) as a consequence of services at the port. 
 

w. Third party trucks entering the Port. 

i. Third Party Trucks & Equipment entering Container Terminal: 

Any Third-Party Trucks and or Equipment (“Third Party Equipment”) entering into Container Terminal shall 
abide by the Standard Operating Procedures issued by SPS (“SOP”). The owner and/or the driver of Third-
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Party Equipment shall obtain the SOP at the time of receiving his gate pass at the Port Gate Pass Office and/or 
from CT Gate Operations. The gate pass shall be issued until the validation of Royal Oman Police (ROP) 
registration card on Truck/trailer or the Equipment. The Third-Party Equipment must have valid insurance 
cover including third party property damage insurance cover and a copy of the same should be submitted to 
Port Gate Pass Office. Without submission of insurance cover for the Third-party Equipment and its operator, 
no gate pass will be issued.  The rules and regulations, inside the terminal is different than outside. The third-
party truck shall be held liable and responsible, in case of there is any accidental damage to Port’s property 
due to non-compliance of Port rules and Regulations. The repair cost of Port property shall be recovered from 
Third Party Equipment owner before leaving the Terminal and/or after releasing the guarantee / indemnity 
note issued by its owner. For clarity, the Port equipment known as “Yard Handling Equipment” and shall be 
working inside the terminal and will not bear any registration plates.

• One Shifting will be free for Bulk Carriers alongside for cargo operations. In the event the vessel 
is shifted from Berth to Anchorage and subsequently moved from anchorage to berth, only 50 % 
of the applicable Consolidated Marine Charges will be levied for the first 24 hours.

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CHAPTER IV - CONTAINER TERMINAL TARIFF 
 

 

This Tariff should be read in conjunction with the Port of Salalah Rules and Regulations, as well as 
the Container Terminal Operational Guidelines and the Port of Salalah Terms of Business, as updated 
from time to time. 

 
 

This Tariff is issued by the Port of Salalah and as of its effective date replaces any and all earlier tariffs 
and rates in effect for vessels and cargo using the Container Terminal and is also applicable for all naval 
vessels irrespective of whether berthing at Container Terminal or General Cargo Terminal berths at the 
Port of Salalah. The rates along with their terms and conditions contained in this Tariff apply unless 
otherwise specified in writing by an authorized person in the Commercial Department of the Port of 
Salalah. The Port of Salalah reserves the right to alter or amend any and all rates along with their terms 
and conditions without prior notice. 

 
 

The use of the Port of Salalah shall constitute a consent to the rates and their terms and conditions 
contained in this Tariff, and evidence agreement on the part of all Users to pay all the charges specified, 
and to be governed by the terms and conditions specified as well as the Rules and Regulations and 
Terms of Business of the Port of Salalah. 

 
 

All rates are stated in US Dollars (US$) which is linked to the Riyal Omani (R.O.) at a rate of 0.3845 
Riyal Omani to one US Dollar. 

 
 

In case rates for any services are not shown in this Tariff, then customers must provide ‘Special 
Service Request’ to the Port who will price the work involved and get the customer’s approval before 
carrying out the service.

a. The Port: 
Refers to the Port of Salalah and all its berths and facilities. The Port is under the management of Salalah

Refers to the service offered by the person appointed by the Port to assist the Master with the 
navigation of the ship while sailing within the Port limits. 

 

q. Port Area: 
Refers to the area owned, leased, managed, or otherwise controlled by the Port.  
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r. Public Holiday: 
Refers to any day declared as an official holiday by the Government of the Sultanate of Oman.  
 

s. Storage or Demurrage: 
Refer to the charges that are payable by the cargo interest for use of port storage facilities after expiry 
of 
the applicable free time.  
 

t. Transshipment: 
Refers to containers landed in the Port from a vessel for the purpose of reshipment from the Port 
on 
another vessel. Such containers must not leave the Container Terminal from time of landing to time 
of reshipment. 

 

u. Vessel:

1 APPLICATION 

Save as otherwise specifically provided herein, the following Bahrain Ports Tariff 2017 (hereinafter 
referred to as “Tariff”) shall apply to all non-military related Port Services (as defined hereinafter) 
provided by the Port Operating Company (as defined hereinafter) managing “Khalifa Bin Salman 
Port” (hereinafter referred to as “Port”). Please refer to Bahrain Ports Tariff 2016 (Military) for 
Military Related Services. Any user of Port Services (hereinafter referred to as “Customer”) is 
deemed to have accepted the Tariff upon entry of their Cargo or Ship (as defined hereinafter) into 
the Port / Terminal (as defined hereinafter) and/or the use of marine services for the port / private 
jetties. 
 
2 DEFINITIONS and GENERAL CONDITIONS 

2.1 Definitions 

"Authority" means The Ministry of Transportation and Telecommunications’ Ports and Maritime 
Affairs, Kingdom of Bahrain, including its employees and agents; 

"Cargo" refers to (i) any goods or articles of any kind whatsoever including Hazardous Cargo, 
transported in a Container, non-standard container or out of gauge container, including Non-
containerised Cargo, livestock, General Cargo, break-bulk and (ii) empty Containers; 

"CFS" means the Container Freight Station where, amongst other things, Cargo is packed, unpacked 
and cleared. This may include but not limited to all such activities performed either within covered 
sheds or in open spaces within the Port premises; 

“Charges” include all charges, rates, service fees, passage and entrance fees etc. to the Port and any 
other charges (discussed elsewhere in this Tariff) which would be included in this meaning; 

“Commercial Vessels” are those Vessels which are not designated as Military Vessels; 

“Concession Agreement” means the agreement between the Government of the Kingdom of 
Bahrain and APM Terminals Bahrain B.S.C (c); 

“Concession Area” means the Layout Plan described in the Concession Agreement as: 

(a) Marine chart number 1501 entitled "Mina Salman and Approaches" indicating the following: 

- The location of Khalifa Bin Salman Port 

- Khawr Al Qulay'ah, Sitrah anchorage and their approach channels 

A BAPCO jetty 

B the New Industrial Area 

C GPIC jetty 

D Bahrain Steel jetty 

E Hyundai jetty 

F ALBA jetty 

G the Industrial Area private jetty 

H ASRY jetty 

I SULB jetty 

(b) Drawing no. C1341/PL/2804 revision J dated April 1999 and last revised in 23 March 2006 
prepared by the Government consultant showing the boundaries of the site edged red. 
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 "Container" means 

a) Any container 20', 40' or 45' in length, 8' in width and 8'6"/9'6" in height or any other container 
developed for use in liner shipping at any time, including, but not limited to, flat-racks, platforms, 
Reefer containers and tanks, with ISO recommended lifting arrangements and consistent with the 
safety requirements of CSC (Convention for Safe Containers) plates, and which can be handled by 
means of a standard 20', 40' and 45' spreader; 

b) A non-standard container; and/or 

c) An out of gauge container. 

“Customer” has the meaning given to it at the beginning of this Tariff; 

“Day” refers to twenty four (24) hours. For all charges specified ’per day’, day starts at midnight and 
charges apply per day or part thereof; 

“Direct delivery” in this Tariff refers to Cargo that is discharged directly on to consignee’s transport 
and delivery is taken directly from the hook. Alternatively it also refers to Cargo that is received 
through the gate and loaded from the consignee’s transport on to the Vessel. Such Cargo is not 
placed on the ground at the Port at any stage in the discharge or load process; 

"EDI" means an electronic data interchange system whereby any message is transmitted from one 
party to another party by electronic means; 

“FCL” means Full Container Load; 

“Full cycle” for purposes of this Tariff comprises of a discharge and load move for a transhipment 
container/cargo;  

“General Cargo” for purposes of this Tariff refers to any cargo that is non-containerised including 
but not limited to passengers handled at KBSP.   

“General Charges” refers to charges that are by nature not specific to Container, General Cargo or 
marine activity and thus could be applied to either or all of them; 

“Gross Tons” (GT) refers to a measurement of the total capacity of a Vessel expressed in volumetric 
tons of 100 cubic feet; 

"Hazardous Cargo" means Cargo of any kind classified by the IMO as hazardous cargo and shall 
include "dangerous goods" as defined in the International Maritime Dangerous Goods (IMDG) Code; 

“Hour” refers to 60 minutes. For all charges specified ’per hour’, charges apply per hour pro rate; 

“IMO” means International Maritime Organization, which is the United Nations specialized agency 
with responsibility for the safety and security of shipping and the prevention of marine pollution by 
Ships; 

“In-direct Delivery” in this Tariff refers to Cargo that, on discharge or acceptance through the gate, 
shall be kept in the Port for delivery or loading on to a Vessel respectively at a later date; 

“ISPS” means The International Ship and Port Facility Security Code (ISPS Code) which is a 
comprehensive set of measures to enhance the security of Ships and Port facilities; 

"KBSP/Port" means Khalifa Bin Salman Port having its UN/LOCODE as BHKBS, the primary Port in 
Bahrain consisting of the infrastructure, equipment, and the adjacent marine area and approach 
channels. The position of the Port is Lat 26° 10.9´ N Long 050° 43.1´ E and is located at Building 107, 
Avenue 13, Block 115, Hidd, Kingdom of Bahrain, including its successors, legal heirs, executors, 
administrators, operators (Port Operating Company) and permitted assigns;  
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The Port comprises of marine facilities, General Cargo and Container Terminals that includes berths, 
the Container and General Cargo Yard and CFS and all other equipment and buildings at the Port 
whether constructed or under construction, together with any additional land, berths, buildings, 
yards and CFS to be installed in connection with any further developments thereto for the purpose 
of providing Port Services; 

“Lashing/Un-lashing” refers to the usage of labour on board a Vessel to remove the lashing secured 
to the Containers or Cargo, in order to discharge the Containers or Cargo and vice-versa to lash the 
Containers or Cargo after loading. 

“Lay-By” means the use of the berth for purposes of crew change, customs clearance, stores, 
maintenance and repairs, sludge disposal and/or any other non-Cargo related operation; 

“LCL” means Less than Container Load; 

“Man Hour” means one hour of work performed by one person/worker based on which the costs 
and wages are calculated. Charges apply per man hour pro rate; 

“Military Related Services” means services rendered in relation to Vessels, cargo and/or containers 
owned by governments or operated on their behalf for military purposes.  

“MSP” means Mina Salman Port having its UN/LOCODE as BHMIN, located in the Kingdom of 
Bahrain, including all landing places and waters within the limits of the Port; 

“Mooring Boat” means a mode of transport used for shuttling mooring crew to/ from the quay side; 

“On-shore Mooring” means an activity carried by the mooring crew, whereby the lines (ropes) from 
the Vessel are taken and tied to the bollard or untied from the bollard by the mooring crew; 

"Out of Gauge Container" (OOG) means a container whose contents exceed the dimensions of the 
standard container of 20’, 40’ or 45’ in length, 8’ in width and 8’6”/9’6” in height; 

“Overweight Container” means any Container which is loaded with a greater weight of Cargo or 
Container than declared on the manifest, or in excess of the declared payload of the Container; 

“Over-dimensional Container” means any Container which is loaded with Cargo with dimensions 
greater than declared on the manifest is an over dimensional container.  

“Pilot” means an employee or subcontractor of the Port Operating Company qualified and 
authorized by the Authority to manoeuvre Vessels through the channel to the quay side. He remains 
under the control of the Master of the Vessel during the pilotage operation; 

“Pilot Boat” means a boat which is used to transport Pilots between land and the inbound or 
outbound Ships that they are piloting. It may also be used for other purposes as deemed suitable by 
the Port Operating Company; 

"Port Operating Company" means APM Terminals Bahrain B.S.C(c), a closed joint stock company 
organized and existing under the laws of the Kingdom of Bahrain with its offices located at Khalifa 
Bin Salman Port, Building 107, Avenue 13, Hidd 115, Kingdom of Bahrain; 

"Port Services" means the services to be provided to the Customer by the Port Operating Company 
under this Tariff; 

"Private jetty" or "Private Jetties" means 

a) the BAPCO jetty, the GPIC jetty, the Bahrain Steel jetty, the SULB jetty, the Hyundai jetty, the 
Aluminum Bahrain (ALBA) Imports jetty, the Industrial Area Private jetty, the Arab Shipbuilding and 
Repair Yard Co. (ASRY) jetty and the Dhow Piers; 

b) the commercial loading and unloading facilities at Mina Salman operated for the benefit of 
Delmon Poultry Company BSC (DIPCO) and Bahrain Flour Mills BSC; 
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c) any jetty or jetties as may be licensed by the Authority pursuant to the Ports Law for the loading 
or unloading of industrial bulk, liquid or gas Cargo but not for the handling of Containers, General 
Cargo or grain or feed (with the exception of Mina Salman in respect of grain and feed); and 

d) such additional Private jetty or jetties as may be licensed by the Authority pursuant to the Ports 
Law for the loading or unloading of Containers, General Cargo and non-industrial bulk (such as grain 
or feed) for the sole use of the owner or tenant of such jetty. 

"Reefer Container" means a container used for the transportation of refrigerated Cargo; 

“RO-RO” means Roll-on/roll-off (Ro/Ro) Ships or Vessels designed to carry wheeled Cargo such as 
automobiles, trucks, semi-trailer trucks, trailers or railroad cars that are driven on and off the 
Ship/Vessel on their own wheels. 

“Selective Loading” refers to loading undertaken on a specific stowage position on the Vessel or the 
allotment of a specific empty Container for Export stuffing or for loading on to a Vessel; 

“Ship” means any Vessel, including and not limited to a Container ship; 

“Surcharge” means an additional charge payable on the actual Tariff rate prescribed for a particular 
activity or process;  

“Tariff” means this Bahrain Ports Tariff 2017 (as amended from time to time) comprising of a table 
of charges approved by the Authority that is applicable for various non-military related Port services 
provided by the Port Operating Company. The Bahrain Ports Tariff 2017 is published by the Port 
Operating Company on its website; 

“Terms of Business” means the Terms of Business of the Port Operating Company (as amended from 
time to time).  All services provided by the Port Operating Company are governed by their ‘Terms of 

Business’ which is available at http://www.apmterminals.com/en/operations/africa-middle-
east/bahrain/about-us/business-center ; 

“TEU” means a twenty foot equivalent unit; 

“Transhipment” means the discharge of a Container or Cargo from one Vessel and the reloading 
onto a second Vessel, without leaving the Port; 

“Tug” means a high powered boat that guides the ship to its position alongside the berth while 
berthing/un-berthing and sailing; 

“Vessel” means every description of watercraft, including non-displacement craft and seaplanes, 
used or capable of being used as a means of transportation on water; and 

"Yard" means the land and premises used by the Port where Containers and Non-containerised 
Cargo are, amongst other things, stored, received and delivered.

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2.2 General Conditions 

Alterations to the Tariff: The Port Operating Company reserves the right to alter, change or amend 
any or all, terms and conditions or interpretations contained in this Tariff with suitable prior notice, 
subject to the amended or altered tariff being published on the Port Operating Company’s website; 

Business Timings: The Port is open for business on a 24 hourly and 7 days a week basis for 365 days 
of the year.  

Container Storage Charges: These are costs accrued for the storage of the Container (NOT Cargo) at 
the Port. It is the charge applicable for the space occupied by the Container either declared full or 
empty. Storage charges for laden import Containers are charged directly to the consignee and 
payable upon delivery of Cargo. All other storage charges are charged directly to the Container 
operators; 

Circumstances Preventing Safe Handling: When, in Port Operating Company’s sole opinion, there 
are any circumstances which shall or may prevent or hinder the safe handling, storage, loading, 
unloading or transport of any Containers or Non-Containerised Cargo, the Port Operating Company 
may, in its sole discretion, refuse to handle the same and may inform of such refusal to the Customer 
or consignor, as the case may be. The recipient of such notice shall immediately remove or procure 
the removal of Containers and/or its contents or Non-Containerised Cargo from the Port Operating 
Company forthwith at its own risk and expense. 

Dangerous Cargo: No dangerous, offensive or harmful goods likely to cause personal injury or 
damage to property may be brought into the Port premises without specific written approval of the 
authorities and/or the Port Operating Company, as may be applicable. Cargo classified as IMO 
classes 1 and 7 shall be allowed into the Port only on direct delivery basis; 

Direct delivery – Anchorage or Private Jetty: The Port Operating Company is entitled to charge for 
handling cargo at the private jetties or anchorage only if the cargo can be handled at KBSP but for 
any reason, the Port Operating Company and the Authority have agreed to direct the vessel carrying 
the cargo to a private jetty or anchorage to discharge or load the cargo. 

Direct delivery – discharge on barges: In case cargo is to be discharged directly on to a barge, then 
such cargo may be discharged either at Anchorage or within the Port’s basin. This will be at the 
discretion of the Harbour and Marine Manager. This shall be subject to prior approval by the 
Authority and charges will be levied as per the Tariff. 

Documentation: The documents in respect of Cargo, Containers, Ships, Military Vessels, Cruise Ships 
and such others must be in the possession of the Port Operating Company at least 24 hours prior to 
arrival of Vessels. Vessels shall not be berthed without receipt of all relevant documents, unless 
agreed otherwise; 

Export Containers not originating from Bahrain: Export Containers which did not originate from 
Bahrain, or which were not originally released as empties from KBSP shall be charged as per the 
applicable load full/empty rate for receipt of Containers; 

Hygiene: The Port provides garbage skips at various points for use by Vessels. The use of these 
garbage skips is compulsory and shall be charged for; 

Labour: Labour on both Vessel and quay is provided and controlled by the Port Operating Company 
or its nominated contractor. Requests for Labour should be made in advance by Agents to the 
Operations Department;  

Overtime: Overtime surcharge is 50% of the applicable Tariff rate. Overtime shall apply to:- 

1 Stevedoring undertaken for General Cargo from Saturday to Thursday between 2200-0600 
hours, Fridays and Public Holidays. 
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2 CFS activity undertaken from Saturday to Thursday between 1700-0600 hours, Fridays and 
Public Holidays; 

Port Rules and Regulations: As published by the Port Operating Company, any and all rules, 
procedures and regulations of the Port Operating Company must be adhered to, including the Terms 
of Business. The handling of Vessels, Cargo and passengers and other related work within the Port 
shall be subject to the provisions of the Port Rules and Regulations; 

Rate per Freight Ton (FT): For all rates quoted per FT, the rate specified shall be applied to Cubic 
Meter (CBM) or weight in Tons for the Cargo involved, where the higher of the two amounts derived 
shall then be chargeable; 

Safety: All Port users must adhere to Port safety rules, procedures and regulations provided through 
the Port safety induction program; 

Hatch Covers/Pontoons (Tween-decks): These are used to close the under deck or to 
separate/secure Vessel holds. In order to access Containers or Cargo under deck, these hatch covers 
shall be opened by using the gantry crane spreaders and placed on the quay side and be loaded back 
after completing operations under deck. There are some hatch covers which are not adaptable to 
the spreader for discharge and in such cases wire slings or adapters shall be used and these shall be 
charged extra on the basis of such special equipment/extra labour charges as are applicable, in 
addition to the normal charges for hatch covers; 

Time indications used in this Tariff refer to UTC + 3 hours; 

Vessel cut-off: 24 hours prior to Vessel arrival;

3.2.5 All Vessels longer than 60 metres LOA require compulsory Tug assistance, mooring services 

and pilotage for berthing and un-berthing and shifting.  

3.2.6 The number of Tugs deployed shall be at the discretion of the Pilot. The Harbour and Marine 
Manager shall always retain the right to make exceptions and exemptions. 

3.2.7 Pilotage and Towage All-in Assistance rates include Pilot, Pilot Boat, On-shore Mooring 
crew, one Tug, towing gear, fuel and crew cost.

Unless otherwise specified, all “Tons” shall be regarded as “Freight Tons” and shall be determined 

by a weight Tonne of 1,000 kilos or a measurement of one cubic meter whichever is greater.  

    
114 STEVEDORING  

The physical handling of Cargo on-board of the Vessel from or to the Vessel’s hook or point of 

discharge or load. This includes supervision and management. Irrespective of the terms of 

shipment, payment of stevedoring and related service charges will be the responsibility of the 

shipping line and/or his agent.  

  
115 CONTAINER  

The terms “Container” or “Containerised” when used in this Tariff refer to the standard ISO 

Container, suitable for stacking and transportation of dry, liquid gas or refrigerated Cargo, 

constructed of metal, fibreglass, plastic or wood, which confines its contents and must be capable of 

being handled as a unit and lifted by a crane with a Container spreader.  

  
116  POINT OF REST  

The area at the Port which is assigned for the receipt of inbound Cargo or Container from the Vessel 

and from which inbound Cargo or Container may be delivered to the Consignee’s Agent or loaded 

on a Vessel in the case of transhipment and that area which is assigned for the receipt of outbound 

Cargo or Container from Shipper’s Agents for loading on-board a Vessel.  

  
117 OPEN/COVERED STORAGE, PARKING AREA AND/OR MARSHALLING AREA  

 The term open/covered storage, parking area and/or marshalling area, as used in this Tariff, refers 

to those areas at the Port Facility where Cargo or Containers may be held in custody of the Port 

Operator as instructed by the Owner or Agent. This area is considered as Port Facility storage.  
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118 FREE TIME  

The specified period during which Cargo or Containers handled over the quay may occupy space 

assigned to it in the Port Facility, free of storage charges, either prior to the loading or subsequent to 

the discharge of such Cargo or Containers, and shall include:  

 
a) Import and Transhipment Container free period will commence from the date of discharge from 

the Vessel;   

b) Import and Transhipment non-Containerised Cargo free period will commence from the date of 

completion of off-loading of the Vessel or on the third day from commencement of operation 

whichever occurs first; and  

c) Export Containers and non-Containerised Cargo free period will start from the date of receipt in 
Port Facilities.  
d) No free period shall apply for the containers received by road which were not originally 
discharged at DP World Port facilities. 
 
Note: Export and Transhipment Cargo storage charges will be raised to the Agent. 

 
119 TRANSHIPMENT  

“Transhipment Cargo or transhipment Container” means goods landed from a Vessel and placed in 

the custody of the Port Operator for the purpose of shipment on another Vessel. To qualify for the 

transhipment Cargo rates the Cargo must be discharged by the first carrier onto the Port Operator 

terminals and remain in the custody of the Port Operator until it is transhipped on-board the on-

carrying Vessel at the Port Operator terminals. 

120 HOMEPORTING CRUISE SHIP CALLS   

 

1. Dubai should be the starting and finishing port for the ship's itinerary and with a minimum of 6 

such calls to Dubai in a season (September to June).  

2. Complete passenger turnaround (embarkation & disembarkation) should be done in Dubai 

throughout their regular itinerary in the season.  

3. The respective Cruise Liner should officially declare and advertise Dubai as their Homeport.  

4. All above criteria need to be met by the Cruise Liner 

121 NON-HOMEPORTING CRUISE SHIP CALLS  
Any Cruise Ship / Liner that does not meet all the above mentioned criteria will be considered as a 
non-home porting ship call.  
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SECTION B - GENERAL CONDITIONS  

  
201 ADMINISTRATION  

The administration of the Port Operator is under the Port Authority. The Port facilities covered by 

this Tariff are Mina Rashid and the Jebel Ali Port located in Dubai, United Arab Emirates.  

  
202 JURISDICTION  

The Port Authority has jurisdiction over all of the Port Facilities.  

The Port Operator has the sole right to operate and manage the Port Facilities.  

  
203 APPLICATIONS AND INTERPRETATION OF TARIFF  

Rates, rules and regulations contained in this Tariff shall apply unless otherwise specified by written 

amendment.  

 

These rates, rules and regulations shall apply equally to all users of the Port Facilities (and to any 

individual, person, firm or corporation engaged in and/or responsible for the handling of a Vessel 

and/or the movement of its Cargo, including but not limited to; Vessel and/or Cargo Agents, 

Charterers, Brokers, Freight Forwarders and Shippers or Consignees) and generally shall apply to 

all traffic at the Port Facilities.  

  
204 CONSENT TO TERMS OF TARIFF  

The use of the Port Facilities shall constitute a consent to the terms and conditions of this Tariff, and 

evidence, agreement on the part of all Vessels, their Owners, Operators, Charterers, Mortgagees or 

Agents, the Cargo Owners and Agents (Shippers or Consignees) and other Users of the Port 

Facilities, to pay all charges specified, and to be governed by all rules and regulations appertaining 

to the Port facilities.  

  
205   HELD HARMLESS  

Each Vessel Owner, Operator, Charterer or their Agents whose Vessel calls at the Port and each 

Owner or Agent of Cargo handled there ‘at as a condition to receiving services at the Port hereby 

agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Port Authority and the Port Operator; any of its agents, 

servants or employees (and any other person, firm or corporation engaged by the Port Authority and 

the Port Operator to furnish labour, materials or equipment relating to the receipt or handling of unit 

loads or Containers, their Cargo or Vessels at the Port) from and against all losses, claims, 

demands and suits for damages (including court expenses and counsel fees), for death or personal 

injury or property damage that may be imposed upon the Port Authority and the Port Operator or 

any of its agents, servants, employees or contractors by any Vessel Owner, Operator or Charterer 

or such Cargo Owner (or their agents or employees) as a consequence of services at the Port. 

 
206 RESPONSIBILITY FOR DAMAGE TO FACILITIES  

All Users of the Port, or their Agents, shall be responsible for any damage resulting from their use of 

berths or any of the Port Facilities and the Port Operator reserves the right to repair, or otherwise 

cause to be repaired, any and all such damage at the expense of such users. 

 
207 EXONERATION FROM LIABILITY  

  As per item 205.  

  
208  ALTERATIONS TO TARIFF  

The Port Operator reserves the right to alter, change, or amend from time to time any or all charges, 

terms, conditions or interpretations contained in this circular with or without prior notice.  

 
209     ACCESS TO RECORDS  

The Port Operator reserves the right of access to all Cargo manifests, documents and other 

information relating to Vessels or Cargo for the purpose of audit and verification of reports filed and 
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assessment of charges.  Any such information so acquired shall not be disclosed to any person 

other than a member of the Port Authority/Port Operator in carrying out official duties required by 

law.  

  
210  INSURANCE  

Charges published in this Tariff do not include any expense for insurance covering the Cargo, 

Containers, Vessels or other equipment. It is the Port Facility user’s responsibility to provide such 

insurance coverage.  

  
211  CURRENCY  

 All rates are stated and are payable in U.A.E. Dirhams (AED).  

  
212 PAYMENT IN ADVANCE  

The Port Operator may at its sole discretion, estimate and collect in advance all charges which may 

accrue against Cargo or Vessels.  Use of the Port Facilities, or permission to sail, may be denied 

until such advance charges have been paid.  

  
213  PAYMENT OF INVOICES  

All invoices are issued as due on presentation, unless otherwise agreed to in writing between the 

Port Operator and User. If Customer fails to pay, Port Operator has the right to place a lien of 

retention over the goods handled at the Port Facility and responsible party may be denied further 

use of the Port Facility until all outstanding charges have been paid. The Port Operator reserves the 

right to apply interest at the rate of 2% per month or part thereof on any invoice or part thereof 

remaining unpaid beyond the due date.   

  
214  PORT FACILITY WORKING HOURS  

  
214.1  Administration  

Port Operator administration hours are from 07:30 hours to 15:30 hours Sunday to Thursday, 

excluding Public Holidays.  

 
214.2  Cargo Handling  

    Cargo handling operations are available 24 hours a day throughout the year.  

  
215  NORMAL WORKING HOURS  

215.1  Working Hours at General Cargo and Container Freight Stations  

Normal working hours are from Saturday to Thursday inclusive (excluding Public Holidays 

and Friday) as follows:  

 

Jebel Ali Port 07:00 hours to 12:00 hours 13:00 hours to 16:00 hours 

Mina Rashid 07:00 hours to 13:00 hours 14:00 hours to 16:00 hours 

 

Any activity outside of normal working hours must be pre-arranged with the Port Operator 

and overtime rates will apply.  

 

215.2  Working hours at Container Terminals  

Container handling operations are available 24 hours a day throughout the year.  Normal 

overtime is included in the handling rates. Overtime will be charged as per item 216 on 

holidays officially declared by the Port Operator. Shift timings as under:

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 216  OVERTIME HOURS  

Overtime will be charged for all hours worked outside normal working hours, at the discretion of the 

Port Operator.

Parties using Port facilities are required to conform to all of the current safety rules and regulations 
issued by the Port Operator, PCFC Port Authority - EHS or any local Authority. 
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218  NOTICE OF ARRIVAL  

  Each Vessel Owner, Operator or Charterer expecting to dock a Vessel at the Port Facilities for the 

purpose of loading or discharging Cargo shall give the Port Operator 48 hours prior notice of the 

arrival of such Vessel and furnish such information as the Port Operator may require (see Item 219).  

Reconfirmation of the Vessel’s arrival shall be made by the Vessel’s Agent 24 hours prior to arrival 

and by the Vessel’s Master when he is in VHF radio contact with the Port Signal Station on VHF 

Channel 16.  

 

 The ETA amendment cut off for all General Cargo vessels shall be as following.  

 

Vessels arriving from GCC ports 8 Hours prior previously submitted ETA 

Vessels arriving from all other ports 12 Hours prior previously submitted ETA 

  

   Any amendment after cut off time shall be charged at AED 40/- as per item 411. If the voyage / 

rotation cancelled after cut off then AED 200/- shall apply. 

 

219  DOCUMENTATION  

The following documents should be submitted to the Port Operator electronically at least 48 hours 

prior to the Vessel’s arrival. Failure to do so may result in the withholding of Vessel’s clearance to 

sail from the Port Facility until such time as they are made available. Late submission of each EDI 

file will be charged AED 715 per document.

219.3   Cargo Handling Gear  

All Vessels not registered with an approved Society using their own gear for Cargo 

operations should deliver to the Port Operator, at least 48 hours prior to Vessel’s arrival, the 

following information:  

   a) Type of Cargo handling gear;  

    b) Capacity of Cargo gear (swing boom/union purchase); and  

   c) Date of last quadrennial and annual inspection.  

  
220  CARGO HANDLING RIGHTS  

The Port Operator reserves the right to control and perform the loading, unloading and handling of 

all Cargo.  
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221  CONTAINER - VESSEL BERTH ASSIGNMENT  

All Vessels loading or discharging Containers at the Port facilities shall load or discharge their 

Containers at the Container Terminal unless otherwise directed by the Port Operator.  Containers 

handled outside of the Container Terminal will be subject to additional shifting charges in 

accordance with item 506  

  
222  VACATING A BERTH  

The Port Operator reserves the right to instruct a Vessel to vacate its allocated berth on completion 

of discharging or loading.  

  
223  DANGEROUS HAZARDOUS OR OBNOXIOUS CARGO   

Articles of a dangerous, hazardous or obnoxious nature will only be received at Port Facilities by 

advance arrangement with the Port Operator in conjunction with the Port Authority. The Port 

Operator and the Port Authority reserves the right to refuse or handle any Cargo or provide storage 

which in its judgment is likely to damage human health, other Cargo or property.  

 

The handling of such goods will be governed by the code of practice on the management of 

dangerous goods in the Emirate of Dubai and the International Maritime Dangerous Goods Code 

published by the International Maritime Organization (IMO) as listed below:  

Class: 1 -   Explosives  

               2 -   Gases: compressed/liquefied/dissolved under pressure   

               3 -   Flammable liquids  

               4 -   Flammable solids/substances liable to spontaneous combustion  

               5 -   Oxidizing substances and organic peroxide

              7 -   Radioactive substances  

      8 -   Corrosives  

      9 -   Miscellaneous dangerous substances  

 
Note: The articles under IMDG Class 1 and 7 shall not be handled unless prior approval is obtained 

from concerned Government Authorities in UAE. These articles will be handled only on direct 

delivery/loading basis 

  
224   REMOVAL OF OBJECTIONABLE CARGO  

The Port Operator and the Port Authority reserves the right to move to another location and/or 

inspect any Cargo or Container, which in its judgment is likely to damage other Cargo or property, at 

the risk and expense of the Owner or Agent of the Cargo or Vessel.  

 

225  DISPOSITION OF UNCLAIMED CARGO/SALE BY PUBLIC AUCTION  
   Goods remaining in the Port unclaimed for a period of more than:  

(a) Three months for General Cargo 

(b) Three months for Vehicles and other Road–Moving Equipment 

(c) One month for Hazardous Cargo 

(d) One month for Refrigerated Containerised Cargo  

(e) Three months for all other Containerised Cargo 

(g) Six months for Empty Containers 

 
For which the respective Port Tariff and customs charges have not been paid, may be auctioned 

and sold by Dubai Customs and/or the Port Operator.  

 
Note: For the Goods purchased from Public Auction, Port Handling and Storage Charges shall be 

collected from the Buyers as per Tariff item 401.16 and 404 
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226  GENERAL RESTRICTIONS AND LIMITATIONS  

Under the application of this Tariff, the Port Operator reserves the right to refuse to provide storage 

or handling of goods which have not been transported, nor intended to be transported by water to or 

from Dubai or to provide service beyond the reasonable capacity of the  Port Facility or its 

equipment.  

  
227  FRESH WATER  

Fresh water may be purchased from the Port Operator nominated Suppliers at the quayside subject 
to availability as per supplier's rates. 
  

228  PUBLIC HEALTH SERVICES  

Public health services, including garbage collection and pest control are provided by the Port 

Authority. Compulsory use of these services is required for all Users and Vessels in the Port 

Facilities. Refer to Appendix 1 for charges.  

  
229  PORT HANDLING  

Port Handling is a service charge for providing the Port Facility quays and its waters, other facilities 

and management and includes handling and movement of Cargo from the hook of the Vessel up to 

presentation to Consignee’s transport and includes standard mechanical equipment and labour.    

 
For lifts over 20 Tons or with unsuitable configuration for handling with standard equipment the 

Consignee or his Agent must provide suitable crane capacity.  Port Facility cranes are available for 

hiring as required.  (See Section G for rates).  

  
230 DIRECT DELIVERY  

Charges cover exports delivered directly to Vessel’s hook, or imports of which delivery is taken 

directly from Vessel’s hook by the consignee or his agent onto road transport or other mode 

arranged by him and which are received onto such transport as fast as the Vessel can deliver.  

Charges also cover bulk materials delivered directly into pipelines.  

  
Prior approval of the Port Operator and the Vessel’s Agent must be obtained in each case. If for any 

reason whatsoever goods for direct delivery are landed to the quay and/or removed to the transit 

sheds or warehouses or stacked in the open yard, full Port handling charges will be applied.  

 

 231     PORT RECEIVING/RELEASING CHARGE (PRC)  
PRC is a service charge for providing Port Facility quays, gates and other facilities along with the 

management of Port Facility property. This charge will be applied against loaded and empty 

Containers, general (break-bulk) and bulk Cargo trailers entering or exiting Port Facility property 

which arrived from or released to other than Port Facilities and also which have stayed outside Port 

Facility custody for a period of more than 20 days. Exemption will apply to Containers or Cargo 

received for loading on Vessels via the Port Facility quays. However, no free time shall apply.  

 

Containers arriving from or released from other than the Port Facilities for/from Jebel Ali Free zone 

shall not be exempted from PRC.  

  
Containers may enter/leave Port Facility property either across the quay or through Port Facility 

gates. 

 
Port handling will be charged as per Item 401 for General Cargo and Item 501 for Containers 

   
  232  DOCUMENT PROCESSING CHARGE (DPC)  

A Document Processing Charge will be applicable to all types of Customs Bills and any other 

document that is processed by the Port Operator. See Section G, item 705 for rates 
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 232.1 Cargo Gate Pass 

 Cargo Gate Pass is a document issued for Cargo and Containers to Enter/Exit Port and Free 

zone Gates. 

233  PASSENGER HANDLING CHARGES (PHC)  

Passenger Handling Charges are applicable to all Cruise/Passenger ships, and Ferry services. See 

Section D, items 401.17 and 401.18 for rates.  

PHC is applicable to each passenger joining or leaving the aforementioned ships, including 

passengers in transit who use Port Facility to go ashore and return.  

  
234  RFID (Radio Frequency Identification) TAGS FOR CONTAINER TRUCKS ENTERING INTO 

PORT  

Any Truck entering the Port for delivery/receipt of Containers need to have RFID (Radio Frequency 

Identification) Tag fixed on it. The Tags shall be provided and installed by the Port Operator. See 

Section G item 704 for rates.   

  
235  DISCHARGING AND LOADING    

This shall include supplying Stevedoring Gangs, Winch-men, Signalmen and Foremen for the 

performance of handling Cargo on-board the Vessel as per Item No. 114.   

  
236  ORDERING STEVEDORING GANGS 

The order shall be placed with General Cargo office at least 24 hours prior to the Vessel’s arrival. 

For any order placed at short notice the Port Operator shall allocate gangs as per availability.  

 
237  DETENTION OF STEVEDORING GANGS  

If Stevedoring Gangs are kept waiting after being ordered, awaiting the arrival of the Vessel 

commencement of work, opening or replacing hatch covers, shifting Cargo, cleaning holds, 

dunnaging or other reasons attributable to the Vessel; the cost of Labour at the rate of AED 300 per 

gang hour or part thereof shall be for the account of the Vessel.   

 

237.1. If General Cargo Stevedoring operations are stopped due to whatsoever reasons, then the 

Gang Detention charges of AED 300 per gang hour for the balance number of hours in the shift shall 

apply. 

 

237.2 In case of any technical fault, which hampers vessel operations, Detention Charges will 

apply if the fault not rectified within 3 hours. Subsequent to that, the charge will be AED 600 per 

gang hour. 

 
238  PORT LABOUR  

If Port Labour is kept waiting after being ordered for quay/yard/warehouse/any other activity, the 

cost of Labour at a rate of AED 300 per gang hour, plus equipment and drivers etc., shall be on 

account of the Consignee or Vessel’s Agent/ Operator. 

 

239     GANG ALLOTMENT  

The Port Operator is responsible for allotting gangs on board the Vessel at its own discretion. Agent 

or master is not allowed to switch gangs from one hatch to another unless prior consent from the 

Port Operator is obtained.  

  
240     FRESH WATER FOR LABOUR    

A supply of Potable water shall be made available by the ship or his agent to the labourers on board 

the Vessel free of cost. In summer season the water supplied shall be cold or with ice.  
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241     SPECIALIZED CARGO GEAR  

The Port Operator will supply the normal Cargo gear needed to effect discharge/loading of Cargo at 

Tariff rates. However, in the instance of specialized Cargo gear required for discharge or loading of 

special Cargo or lifts, appropriate Cargo gear will be supplied by the Vessel or its representative. 

Any such Cargo gear must have up to date certification pertaining to the safety of the Cargo gear 

being provided.  

  

If no such documentation is available the Port Operator reserves the right to reject such Cargo gear 

and shall, if possible, supply suitable Cargo gear at Vessel’s/agent’s cost.  

 

242    LOADING/DISCHARGING REPORT  

The daily loading/discharging report must be provided by the agent to the Port Operator by no later 

than 08:00 hours each day. The said report should give details of Cargo loaded/discharged per 

hatch the previous day plus all other details affecting the working of the Vessel.  

 
243  DELAY REPORT  

Any delay factors which shall be recorded by foreman on board the Vessel shall be certified by 

Agent and or Master of Vessel. Any dispute shall be resolved at the same time without delay. 

Refusal to sign does not invalidate the report.  

 

244     DISCHARGING/LOADING AT ANCHORAGE  

In case discharging/loading is required at the anchorage, the safety, transportation of Labourers and 

cost of their meals shall remain the responsibility of the Agent.  

 
245     SAFETY PRECAUTIONS   

245.1  The Port Operator reserves the right to provide the safety gear and equipment as required. 

Cost or hire of such equipment shall be to the Vessel/agent’s account.  

   
245.2  Discharging Cargo over 2-3 Containers high or over other Cargo, stowed on deck is 

dangerous to workforce and can also cause damage to Cargo. Therefore, if such operation 

is called for, an extra signalman shall be employed to ensure safer working conditions where 

possible. If extra signalman could do little to improve the situation, alternative arrangements 

shall be made, either to shift or re-arrange the Cargo to a safer working level. Cost of the 

signalman and/or cost of the shifting operation shall be raised as appropriate.   

 
246 IMPORT BOATS HANDLING 

Consignees are required to pre-arrange for the delivery of cradles along with boats.  

247 GENERAL CARGO PACKAGES WITH NIL MARK 

Any package with NIL, Without marks or Wrong marks will not be discharged from the Vessel 

without agent’s approval and shall warrant sorting charges as per Tariff item 408. 

248  RO-RO VESSELS AT THE CONTAINER TERMINAL 

248.1   All Containers will be charged as per the Container Tariff rates.  

 

248.2   All General Cargo will be charged at the General Cargo rates. This is in addition to the 

stevedoring charges raised to the Vessel.  

 
248.3  Where Port resources are utilized to effect delivery of inbound RO-RO items from point of 

rest, or receive to point of rest for outbound items, the Port Operator will apply 100% of the 

General Cargo Port Handling rate.  
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248.4 Storage of RO-RO trailer, Mafi and flats  

RO-RO Trailers Mafi and Flats will be billed at the appropriate Container storage rate as set 

out in Item 511.  

 

249 MINA RASHID – COASTAL BERTH OPERATION 

 249.1 Vessels upto 70 meters LOA with maximum draft of 5 meters only shall be allowed to berth 

at Mina Rashid Coastal Berths. 

 

249.2 Marine charges shall apply as per section C (Marine Related) of this Tariff.   

 

249.3 All other charges shall apply in accordance with Mina Al Hamriya Tariff. 

 

250 COMPANY REGISTRATION 

 250.1   Ship Repair Companies  AED 5,000/- per annum

251 VESSEL AGENCY CHANGE  

Agency of a vessel can be changed during its stay in the port. Separate rotations should be created 

by both the agents in advance. Rotations shall be updated internally without sailing and re-berthing 

of the vessel. In such cases, port dues as per item 301 shall apply individually for each rotation. 
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SECTION C – MARINE RELATED TARIFF  

  

301  PORT DUES  

Port Dues will be levied on all Vessels entering the Port Facility. All charges are based on Tonnage 

or Tons, and throughout this section shall mean Gross Registered Tons (GRT) or Gross Tons (GT).  

Where a Vessel has both GRT and GT the higher Tonnage shall apply.  Where a Vessel has dual 

GRT, the higher Tonnage shall apply.  Port dues are subject to a minimum charge of AED 160 and 

are as follows:  

  
301.1  For operational purposes only any period not exceeding 3 days, AED 0.21 per Ton. Any 

vessel utilising the berth after completion of operations for whatsoever reason will be 

charged additional AED 400 per hour.   

 
301.2  After 3 days for each day or part thereof, AED 0.11 per Ton.  

 

301.3  Ships calling for reasons of weather or medical assistance - Free upto 24 hours, thereafter 

AED 0.11 per Ton for each day or part thereof.  

 
301.4  Navy Vessels only on courtesy calls and Vessels calling for water, bunkers, supplies, crew 

changes or orders or lay by/repair after or before Cargo/Container operation only -  AED 

0.11  per ton for each day or part thereof, for a maximum of 7 days.  For increased port stays 

special rates may be negotiated with the Port Operator.  

 
301.5  Vessels in distress or disabled will only be accepted with the approval of the Harbour Master.  

 
301.6  If, on completion of Vessel’s initial operation, a Vessel opts to remain in the Port awaiting 

orders, item 301.4 will apply.  

 

301.7 For Vessels other than tankers making consecutive multiple calls at both Jebel Ali and Mina  
Rashid for the purpose of handling Cargo, Port Dues will be assessed as if the Vessel is  
making only one continuous Port Facility stay, provided the Agent notifies both ports, prior  
to the Vessel’s departure from the first Port. This will also apply to vessels shifting in  
between terminals at Jebel Ali as well as Mina Rashid. 

 

302  TUG AND BARGE OPERATION  

Normal Port Dues (Item 301) and berthing/un-berthing charges (Item 307) will apply, based on the 

total GRT or GT whichever is the greater of tug and barge combined, or Deadweight if GRT/GT is 

not available.  

  
When tug & barge come, for Container/Cargo operation, and sail together, then berthing/un-berthing 

and Port dues will be charged on the combined GRT of the tug & barges as per normal Tariff 301.1 

& 307.  

  
If one tug is used for berthing in the barge and another tug used for sailing out the barge, then the 

charges for the tug & barge will be made separately. Barge will be charged as per Tariff 301.1 and 

the tug will be charged as per Tariff item 301.4.  

  
In other instances when a tug tow in a barge or Vessel for lay by/repair, Tariff 301.6 will be applied.  

  

If a supply boat/barge comes to load Cargo / lay by for Free zone companies, then they will be 

charged as per Tariff item 310.  

  
If in the opinion of the Harbour Master additional marine services are required, they will be billed 

separately.  
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303  HIRE OF PORT CRAFT  

  
303.1   Tugs  

All Vessels other than country craft entering or leaving the Port Facility are obliged to accept 

the services of a tug or tugs at the discretion of the Harbour Master.  

a) Normal Towage Charges - AED 2,000 per tug per hour or part thereof (one hour Minimum 

will be charged). This is inclusive of ropes.  

b) Vessels without power, defective steering, etc., will be charged double the above rate. 

c) Tug Detention/Standing by - AED 1,740 per tug per hour or part thereof. 

d) For use other than berthing or un-berthing, rates will be provided upon application to the 

Harbour Master. 

e) Attending to Vessels in distress shall be at the Port Operator’s discretion at a minimum 

charge of AED 10,500 per tug per hour or part thereof.  

   
303.2   Pilot Launches  

a) Per hour or part thereof - AED 600 

b) When used for purposes other than transporting Pilots to and from Vessels, the rates are

which case the appropriate Tariff charges will apply.

twelve calls at the Port Facility, during the period of the certificate’s validity.

b) Container with non-labelling, wrong labelling, incomplete labelling and any IMDG violation will 

receive a fine of AED 1,000 per violation.  

C) Packages with non-labelling, wrong labelling, incomplete labelling and any IMDG violation will 

receive a fine of AED 100 per Freight Ton. 

 

Rules and regulations for Storage, Handling and Transportation of Temperature Controlled IMDG 

and Non-Hazardous Cargo  

 

1)  IMDG Class 1:  

a) Class 1 Cargo for Dubai Importation will be accepted within Dubai Ports only on direct delivery 

basis during the summer months.  

b) IMDG Class 1 Cargo which requires special storage temperature as per IMDG code and their 

manufacturer’s requirements shall be stored in accordance with their respective requirements to 

ensure that at no given time does the storage temperature of these Cargo is exceeded.  

c) Export Containers will be accepted within the Dubai Port limits only on the day of exportation/ 

shipment loading.  

d) Storage, Handling and Transportation of Class 1.4S Container Containing Dangerous Goods: 

Containers containing dangerous goods falling within the classification code 1.4S may be stored 

within the Port for as maximum period of 8 days subject to strict adherence and observance of 

the following listed PCFC-EHS port safety requirements: 

 

i) The storage of freight containers, containing dangerous goods with the classification code 

1.4S, within the port area is restricted to transhipment containers only. 

 

ii)  All freight containers containing dangerous goods having the classification code 1.4S shall be 

properly packaged, placarded and marked in accordance with the provisions contained in the 

IMDG Code, as amended.  

 

iii)  The Agent shall obtain prior permission from the Concerned Authority, for example, Dubai 

Police, for the transhipment of a freight container containing dangerous goods having the 

classification code 1.4S – Any requirements and restrictions imposed by the Concerned 

Authority shall be strictly observed and adhered to by such Agent. 

 

iv) The agent shall ensure advance and accurate submission of the cargo (classification code 

1.4S) manifest information to all the concerned authorities in order to facilitate 

entry/residence of the legitimate/permitted containerised cargo in the storage yard. 

 

v)   The Agent shall ensure that the period in which a freight container containing dangerous 

goods having a classification code 1.4S remains in the Port does not, under any 

circumstances, exceed the allowable 8 day storage period. 
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vi)  The Agent shall ensure that where the dangerous goods having the classification code 1.4S, 

which is not normally temperature-controlled but can be exposed to ambient temperature 

levels equal to or exceeding the maximum allowable ambient temperature level under which 

such cargo may be transported / stored, such cargo shall be transported / stored under 

conditions of temperature control such that the temperature of the immediate surroundings of 

the cargo does not exceed the prescribed maximum ambient temperature allowed for that 

particular type of cargo. 

 

vii)   Note: The surface of a freight container can heat rapidly when in direct sunlight in nearly 

windless conditions and the cargo may also become heated. In this regard, the Agent is 

responsible for ensuring that the Shipper is made aware of prevailing weather conditions 

(ambient temperatures) 

 

viii)  The Agent shall ensure that all freight containers containing dangerous goods having a 

classification code 1.4S  are locked or suitably secured in order to prevent unauthorized 

access to the cargo stored therein. Similarly, the Port Operator shall provide and maintain 

adequate security measures preventing unauthorized persons gaining access to such freight 

containers. 

 

ix)  Any contravention to these above mentioned requirements may result in appropriate sanctions 

being imposed which may include imposition of fines against the violator. 

 

2)    Gas Lighters, IMO Class 2.1, UN 1057:  

a) Gas lighters in Containers or Break-bulk for Dubai Importation will be accepted within Dubai 

Ports only on direct delivery basis during the summer months.  

b) Gas lighter exported through Dubai Ports in dry Containers will be accepted within the Dubai 

Port limits only on the day of exportation/ shipment loading.  

c) Transhipment Containers carrying gas lighters will be accepted within Dubai Ports provided they 

are stored in reefer Containers.  

 
3)    Class 2.1, 2.2, 3, 4.1, 4.2 and 5.1:  

Any Cargo classified under above titled groups which requires special storage temperature as per 

IMDG code and their manufacturer’s requirements shall be stored in accordance with their 

respective requirements to ensure that at no given time does the storage temperature of these 

Cargo is exceeded.  

 

4)    Class 8 Cargo: 

Any Cargo which is classified under IMDG code groups and which requires special storage 

temperature as per the IMDG code and their manufacturer’s requirements shall be stored in 

accordance with their respective requirements to ensure that at no given time does the storage 

temperature of this Cargo is exceeded.  

 

a. Packaging Requirements 

 

Only UN certified packaging is permitted to transport IMO class 8 Cargo. In case if the packaging is 

not UN certified, then the following Port EHS requirements shall be complied 

 

i. For plastic drums capacity of 200 Litres and above, only single tier storage is permitted and 

no drums shall be stowed one over other. 

ii. For Plastic Jerri-cans, only maximum three tier stowage is permitted and no Pallets/   

Palletised Jerri-cans shall be stowed one over other. 

iii.  Concentrated Nitric Acid is a strong oxidizing agent and can cause a fire risk if it comes into 

contact with combustible materials such as wood etc., which is used in packages/container.

Hence, adequate control measures shall be taken to prevent fire and cargo spill by taking 

into consideration of all potential hazards and risks. 

iv. “Container Packing Certificate” shall be obtained for all containers at the point of loading and 

submitted to Port Authority. Photographic evidence of packaging shall be presented   , if 

requested from the Port Authority. 

v. Port Authority shall conduct random inspection on packages to ensure compliance 

requirements. 

 

b. Temperature Control. 

 

If the cargo requires temperature control, then the temperature controlled container only shall be 

used in line with IMDG requirements. It is the responsibility of the shipper, consignee and agent to 

evaluate the prevailing temperature at DP World Ports in UAE (e.g. Port Jebel Ali) and accordingly 

utilize such a suitable container with adequate control measures.  

 

c. Port Storage Requirements: 

 

i. Transhipment Class 8 Hazardous container shall not be stored within the port more than 7 

days. 

ii. Import Class 8 Hazardous container shall be cleared within 3 working days. 

iii. Export Class 8 Hazardous container shall not be stored within the port more than 3 working 

days.

Where the IMDG code or Manufacturers storage, handling and transportation requirements are 

conflicting, the more stringent safety measures shall be applicable. 

 

Cross stuffing operation involving all those IMDG listed Cargoes which requires special storage or 

handling temperature will not be accepted within Dubai Ports unless adequate and appropriate 

safety measures are available to ensure such operations are carried out as safe as reasonably 

practicable in accordance with the applicable IMDG code, Manufacturers and EHS requirements.  

 

The concerned shipping line, agent will be held fully accountable for any incident, damage or 

leakage that may occur during the storage of these above mentioned hazardous and non-hazardous 

Cargoes within Dubai Ports’ jurisdiction.

DEFINITION OF TERMS 

ITEM 001 Chassis 
Skeletal equlpment, flatbed, or other vehicle furnished by drayman for transport of its containers. 

ITEM 005 Containers 
A single rigid, Intermodal dry cargo, insulated, refrigerated, flat rack, liquid tank, or open-top container 
within the size lengths of 20', 40', 45', demountable, without wheels or chassis attached, furnished or 
approved for transportation of commodities aboard vessels. It must meet ISO standards and have 
construction, fittings, and fastenings compatible with lift beams and able to withstand, without 
permanent distortion, all ofthe stresses that may be applied by container lifting and handling equipment, 
consistent with the safety requirements of CSC plates (Convention far Safe Containers). 

ITEM 010 Delivery 
The delivery of a loaded or empty container and/or chassis from point of rest in yard toan inland carrrer 
or local drayman. Delivery does not include any other service(s). 

ITEM 020 Dockage 
The charge assessed against a vessel far berthing ata wharf, pier, bulkhead structure or for mooring to 
a vessel so berthed. 

ITEM 025 Effective Date 
The date a schedule oran element of a schedule, or any amendment thereto, becomes effective. 

ITEM 030 Grounding 
The physical lifting of a loaded or empty container from a chassis or other conveyance to the ground. 
Grounding does not include any other service. 

ITEM 035 Handling and Drayage 
The service of physically moving cargo between point of rest and any other place on the terminal facility, 
other than the end of ship's tackle. Handling does not include any other servíce. 

ITEM 040 Heavy lift including Out of Gauge and Breakbulk Cargo 
The service of providing heavy lift cranes and equipment for lifting cargo that extends beyond the 
standard dimensions of containerized cargo, usually requiring special lifting gear. 

ITEM 045 Package 
The largest single untt used to transport the goods, such as a pallet, skid, van, container or trailer, etc., 
ora single machine or item of equipment, etc. and not the individual contents, pieces, boxes, parts or 
components thereon, therein or thereof, whether such unitization, packing or stuffing, and sealing is by 
the Merchant or on his behalf and that the shipper may have furnished the contents of such sealed 
container. 

ITEM 050 Rate 
The price quoted in a schedule for providing a specified service or facility for a stated cargo quantity, or 
after a stated effective date or within a defined time trame. 
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ITEM 055 Receiving 
The receipt of a loaded or empty container and/or chassis from an inland carrier or local drayman to 
any Point of Rest within the terminal as designated by APMT MOBILE. Receiving includes weighing of 
containers received at main gate. Receiving does not include any other service{s). 

ITEM 060 Schedule 
The publication, as amended from time to time, containing the rates, charges, classification, regulations 
and practices of a manne terminal operator. 

ITEM 065 Straight Time 
The rates provided herein are far work petiormed during the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 12 noon and from 
1:00 pm to 5:00 pm, Monday to Friday. AII ILA holidays specified in the collective bargaining agreement 
are in effect far the port in which the terminal is located governing the employment of longshore labor 
by any employer, being excepted. 

Services provided by APMT MOBILE for the convenience of any User outside the aforementioned hours 
and service performed on Saturdays, Sundays and ILA holidays shall be subject to a surcharge on the 
applicable rate. Straight Time referred to in tariff as "ST". 

ITEM 070 Vessel 
A floating craft of every description and includes owner and/or operator and/or such other persons acting 
as agents thereof, including charterer and sub-charterer, and they shall be responsible fer ali charges 
incurred by vessel. 

ITEM 075 Wharfage 
A charge assessed against the cargo or vesse! on all cargo passing or conveyed, onto, or under wharves 
or between vessels (to or from barge, lighter, or water), when berthed at wharf or when moored in slip 
adjacent to a wharf. Wharfage is solely the charge fer use of a wharf and does not include charges fer 
any other service. 1 ton = 2000 lbs. 

ITEM 080 Export Cargo 
Cargo received at the port fer loading on a vessel fer transportatron or shipment to a foreign or domestic 
port or destination from a rail, Vessel or motor carrier. 

ITEM 085 Import Cargo 
Cargo received at the port from a fereign or domestic port or origin, discharged from a vessel, and to 
be loaded to rail, vessel, or motor carrier. 

ITEM 090 Terminal Demurrage 
A charge assessed for providing storage in or on terminal facilities after the expiration of free-time. 

ITEM 095 Point of Rest 
A point or area within the terminal which is designated for cargo or equipment to be placed and held fer 
movement to or from a vessel or domestic motor cerner or rail. 

ITEM 100 Loading or Unloading 
LOADING OR UNLOADING applies to the servrce of loading or unloading cargo between any place on the 
terminal and railroad cars, trucks, vessels, or any other mea ns of conveyance. LOADING OR UNLOADING 
does not include special stowage, blocking or bracing, sorting or grading, stripping or stuffing containers, 
or otherwise selecting the cargo fer the convenience of carrier or consignee. APMT MOBILE will not 
consider itself to be the consignee on cargo destined fer water movement.

RULE 2 USE OF TERMINAL SERVICES & FACILITIES, DEEMED ACCEPTANCE 
The use of wharves, services and/or entry upon the facilities or property under the jurisdiction and/or 
control of APMT Mobile shall be deemed complete acceptance of this Operator Schedule and the terms 
and conditions contained herein, as from time to time amended. 

APMT MOBILE may subcontract all or any portian of the terminal services at its discretion and without 
notice, including without limitation to related/affiliated entities, with ali benefits, defenses, exceptions, 
immunities and limitations upan liability set forth in this Operator Schedule to remain applicable 
whenever claím is made against the terminal and/or any servant, agent, contractor or any whose 
services have been used to periorm terminal services or otherwise respecting the goods. 

RULE 3 WORKING HOURS OF THE APMT MOBILE TERMINAL 
The normal working hours are from 8:00 a.m. to 12 noon and from 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m., Monday 
through Friday, holidays excepted. When any type of terminal services are required, outside of the 
recognized working hours stated, prior arrangements must be made with APMT MOBILE, and schedule 
rates plus applicable Over Time costs and mínimum labor guarantees will be charged. 

RULE 4 TERMINAL SAFETY, SECURITY AND REGULATORY 
Entering the facility at APMT MOBILE is deemed valid consent to security screening of persons, personal 
possessions and vehicles as well as monitoring via video cameras. AII persons requesting permission to 
enter the facility are required to apply for and be issued a terminal ID card. APMT MOBILE reserves the 
right to suspend or revoke access to this facility for a failure to obey terminal safety and security 
policies. It is unlawful for any person to loiter upon the terminal property and it is unlawful for 
unauthorized persons to enter through the perimeter fence, which constitutes the facility restrícted 
area. The terminal is prívate property and all persons entering thereof do so at their own risk and APMT 
MOBILE assumes no responsibility for injuries or damages sustained. 

AII persons requiring or being provided "unescorted access" to and within the facility, upon the terminal's 
determination of an appropriate, acceptable business purpose for entering the facility, will require 
possession and presentation upon entry of a U.S. Federal Government issues TWIC identification card, 
when enrollments for the surrounding port area are determined by TSA and announced by the U.S. 
Coast Guard Captain of the Port, in accordance with the TWIC implementing NVIC expected to published 
by the Coast Guard in the summer of 2007. This facility will not "escort" regular longshore, container 
truck drivers, frequent vendors, etc. in the normal course of day - to - day business. Escorts will only 
be employed in unusual or extraordinary circumstances. 
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Intra-terminal transportation will be provided by the APMT MOBILE Security force, upon request by 
vessel crew members. 

Each User shall provide a suitable vehicle and warrants that same is in good working order, and which 
meets all licensing and safety standards as promulgated by State, Local or Federal government, or 
agencies thereof, for safe loading or unloading of cargo. Each User agrees that it shall be liable for, and 
will indemnify and hold APMT MOBILE harmless from all fines, fees or expenses whatsoever imposed 
upan or incurred by the APMT MOBILE for any violations whatsoever of any rule, regulation or law caused 
by any condition otherwise within such User's control. 

Each User agrees to provide for APMT MOBILE's inspection of, prior to the commencement of cargo 
operations, valid registration and certificates applicable to all Gear and as required under all applicable 
Regulations. 

Each User warrants that all Containers which are being transported pursuant to a vessel's Bill of Lading 
shall at all times be properly documented with correct weights and shall be tendered in the manner 
provided for under federal law; 

Each User warrants that all Containers under his control, and to be handled under the terms of this 
contract, shall at all times be in conformance with the Convention for Safe Containers (CSC); 

Each User agrees that its chassis shall at all times be maintained in good working arder to accommodate 
each User's Containers and meet all licensing and safety standards as promulgated by state, local or 
federal govemments or agencies thereof. 

Each user agrees that shipment delays, charges and/or costs, including any civil fines, associated with 
noncompliance with the terms of this paragraph shall be the responsibility of the User and that these 
fines will include OSHA citations when applicable. 

Each User agrees that all vessels are fitted with automatic or semr-autcmet!c twist locks in good working 
arder. Each User is responsible to provide separate identifiable bins for defective eones and twist locks 
to be placed out of service and repaired. 

Each User agrees that all vessels are properly outfitted with access railings, lashing platforms, deck 
lighting to ensure the safety of vessel crew and APMT MOBILE labor required to work onboard the vessel 
at the terminal. 

Each User agrees that, with respect to its Containers laden with labeled and/or (hazardous) cargoes, 
which are being transported pursuant to each User's or Vessel's Bill of Lading, each User shall ensure 
that such shipments are documented, labeled, and secured in accordance with current International 
Maritime Organization (IMO) requirements appearing in the International Maritime Dangerous Goods 
Code and, when such Containers are to be offered for transport within the transportation infrastructure 
of the United States, in accordance with current regulations promulgated under any governmental 
authority with jurisdiction over same. APMT MOBILE and User agree that all incurred costs associated 
with non-compliance with the terms of this section shall be borne exclusively and individually (but not 
jointly) by the party defaulting on such terms. 

AII trucks and motor vehicles having business at the terminal facility, including its owners, operators 
and drivers shall observe and comply fully with the safety regulations, speed limit and other traffic signs 
or notices as posted. At no times are passengers or animals not having business on terminal or onboard 
a vessel permitted. AII terminal yard equipment has the right of way at all times. 

Only official vehicles with business to conduct with the vessel are allowed in the vicinity of the vessel 
and must be parked on desrqneted locations. Any vehicles parked in unauthorized locations will be towed 
at the owners expense. 

At no time are weapons permitted on terminal or in any motor vehicle. 
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RULE 5 RENTAL, LOAN, AND UTILIZATION OF TERMINAL EQUIPMENT 
Rental or loan of equipment is subject to availability and at the option of APMT MOBILE. Rental rates do 
not include equipment operator or any transportation out of the terminal. Rental shall commence from 
the time the equipment is made available to renter. The party renting the equipment shall, at its own 
expense; return the equipment to the terminal in the same good operating arder and condition as such 
party received it. 

It is expressly understood that the equipment will be utilized in a careful and proper manner under the 
direction and control of the User, and the User is responsible far the operation thereon and assumes ali 
risk far injuries or damages which may arise or grow out of the use or operations of such equipment. lt 
is incumbent upon the User to make a thorough inspection and satisfy himself as to the physical 
condition and capacity of the equipment, as well as the competency of the operator, there being no 
representation or warranty by APMT MOBILE with respect to such matters. 

Renters and users shall indemnify and hold harmless APMT MOBILE from and against all liability, losses, 
claims, demands, and suits for damages to persons or property, including death and personal injury, 
and including costs of suit and attorneys' fees, incident to or resulting from its use of the equipment. 

RULE 6 RIGHT TO REFUSE CARGO, CONTAINER, OR EQUIPMENT 
APMT MOBILE reserves the right to refuse cargo, container or equipment, without responsibility for 
demurrage, loss, or any liability, consequential or otherwise. APMT MOBILE also reserves the right to 
refuse to accept, receive, or load cargo, container or equipment orto permit vessel to load or discharge 
cargo, containers, or other equipment for any reason in APMT MOBILE's sole discretion. 

RULE 7 VESSEL SAFETY 
Each Vessel that cal Is at APMT MOBILE will be inspected for safety prior to offloading cargo, an activity 
that is designed to ensure a safe working environment for all parties involved. Discrepancies will be 
addressed with the master/chief mate to identify issues that can be rectified by the crew 
themselves. Prominent issues that would require ship owners to engage will be addressed to the 
master/chief mate and communicated to the APM Terminals Corporate Safety Director. The specific 
discrepancies as well as how to rectify these matters will be documented. 

Users must provide safe access for all longshoremen, stevedores, and terminal management in 
accordance with IMO and OSHA regulations. Any citations received by APMT MOBILE for substandard 
vessel conditions will be the sole responsibility of each User. 

Vessel bunkering operations must be coordinated so that they are not conducted outboard of cargo 
operations. 

Hot work requests onboard vessers or for vessel equipment on terminal must be approved by APMT 
MOBILE prior to commencing work. 

Any vessel crew member departing vessel during port stay must meet all Personal Protection Equipment 
(PPE) requirements, including but not limited to hardhat, safety vest and safety shoes. Vessel personnel 
are not permitted to transit the facility on foot, nor be transported in any terminal equipment other than 
Security shuttle vehicle. APMT MOBILE reserves the right to deny entry into the facility either through 
the entry gate or off of a vessel for any crew member not meeting these requirements. 

RULE 8 PORT SCHEDULES AND GOVERNMENT REGULATIONS 
The rates herein are exclusive of any Wharfage, mooring, dockage or other services provided under 
applicable schedules issued by governmental entities or port authorities unless otherwise specified. 
Charges for such services shall be for the applicable user's account. 
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The applicable User shall at ali times comply with ali applicable requirements, laws, rules and 
regulations, including but not limited to directives of customs authorities and any other governmental 
authority having jurisdiction and shall be responsible far any charges resulting from such governmental 
authority. 

RULE 9 ROYALTY AND ASSESSMENTS 
AII Tonnage Assessments, and/or any other local tonnage/container assessments will be far account of 
the ocean carrier issuing the bill of lading ar its agent ar representative who owns or operates a vessel. 

RULE 10 PAYMENT OF CHARGES 
AII charges far services rendered under this Operator Schedule will be invoiced to the applicable User as 
determined by APMT MOBILE. Invoices covering charges as issued by APMT MOBILE are due and payable 
upan presentation. Any invoice remaining unpaid far 30 days after the tnvotce date will be delinquent 
and interest shall accrue on such outstanding amounts at the lesser rate between the cumulative rate 
of 1.5% per month and the highest interest rate permitted under the applicable law of the state in which 
the terminal is located. AII reasonable costs and fees of collection (including reasonable attorney fees 
and expenses) will be added to remaining due past such 30 day period. 

Cargo will not be received, handled ar delivered unless charges are prepaid or credit has been 
established. 

The services, rates and charges provided in this operator schedule also apply to vessel operators not 
included in the definition of common carrier in Section 3 (6) of the Shipping Act of 1984 unless prior 
arrangement has been made with APMT MOBILE. 

The applicable Users at APMT MOBILE shall be required to permit access to manifests, loading or 
discharge lists, rail ar motor carrier freight bilis or other pertinent documents far the purpose of audit 
to determine the correctness of reports filed ar far securing necessary data to permit correct billing of 
charges. 

APMT MOBILE may extend credit to any User upan application far credit and demonstration of financia! 
responsibility. Credit worthiness may be established through current financia! statements (certified by 
an independent certified public accountant) or other acceptable evidence of financia! responsibility and 
by furnishing at least three satisfactory credit references; including a bank reference. 

Far Users not granted credit, APMT MOBILE may extend credit to those Users who will post and maintain 
a Letter of Credit or Indemnity Bond in the farm and content, and with a company acceptable to APMT 
MOBILE in an amount equal to the maximum liability for a period of time determined by APMT MOBILE. 

Letters of Credit and Indemnity Bonds are required to insure APMT MOBILE against the loss of funds 
and indemnify APMT MOBILE in full payment of bilis that accrue for the use of port facilities or services 
rendered by APMT MOBILE. 

Extension and continuation of existing lines of credit shall be conditioned upan the prompt payment of 
bilis as specified above at the sole discretion of APMT MOBILE.

RULE 13 HEAVY LIFTS AND OVER-SIZED CARGO 
Charges to be determined by the equipment and labor required. Rates and charges will be quoted on 
request. 

AII heavy-lifts and over-sized or fragile cargo are handled at the option of APMT MOBILE and subject to 
availability of terminal equipment and at the owner's risk. Certain cargo may have to be loaded on board 
vessels or delivered out of terminal directly u pon receipt and at the option of APMT MOBILE. Users must 
advise APMT MOBILE before arrival of vessel or delivery of cargo to the terminal. 

Customers must provide proper physical data including center of gravity. 

RULE 14 STORM PROTECTION 
In cases where advance warnings that storms of severe winds or hurricane intensity are expected to 
pass over ornear the terminal, the owners of ali cargo stored in the open are required to take protective 
measures, both for the cargo and the protection of the terminal. Should the owner fail to provide such 
storm protection, APMT MOBILE is authorized to protect such cargo using commercially reasonable 
efforts considering the time, conditions, and materials available against storm damage completely 
without liability by APMT MOBILE and charge the cost of this storm protection against the cargo or User 
at APMT MOBILE discretion. 

RULE 15 UNDELIVERED CARGO AND EQUIPMENT 
Cargo and/or equipment which is Customs released and undelivered or remains on the terminal beyond 
applicable free time, may at the option of APMT MOBILE as terminal operator, be placed in public storage 
at the risk and expense of the goods. 
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Cargo and/or equipment remaining on the terminal in excess of 30 days and without prior written 
consent from APMT MOBILE will be considered as abandoned, and may be sold far collection of storage, 
demurrage and any other charges dueto APMT MOBILE. Registered notification will be sent to the owner 
of record ten days befare such sale. Any monies received in excess of the charges due, will be returned 
to the person who can provide title to the goods if claimed within three months of the mailed notice and 
if not claimed within this time period may be retained by APMT MOBILE. 

Alternatively APMT MOBILE far cargo remaining on terminal in excess of 30 days shall have the option 
with S days' notice to the owner of record to dray cargo off dock ar to the ICTF. Owner of record shall 
be responsible far ali charges including but not limited to Part III Section 4.03 Movement of Containers 
ítem (B), Section 6.01 Standard Road Gate Package items D (1) and D (2), Section 8.11 Administrative 
Charges item (E). Charges shall be paid prior to release of cargo to the owner of record. Far the 
avoidance of doubt any containers drayed to the ICTF under this option will continue to accrue 
demurrage in accordance with Rule 21 and Part III Section 8.02 until removed from a facility defined in 
Rule 1. 

RULE 16 FORCE MAJEURE 
APMT MOBILE is not responsible and shall not be held liable for any consequences or claims arising from 
any act of God or other event beyond the control of APMT Mobile, including but not limited to storms, 
earthquakes, floods or fires or similar disasters or from any stoppage of work or delays occasioned by 
strike, slowdown, government restraints, war ar hostilities, riots, civil unrest, embargoes, machine 
breakdown, shortage of power supply, acts of terrorism, cyber attacks, epidemics, storms, tempest, 
typhoon, tsunami or any other cause beyond the control of APMT MOBILE. 

RULE 17 INSURANCE 
Rates and charges published in this Operator Schedule do not include insurance of any nature. Users 
shall be responsible far obtaining their own marine liability and/or cargo insurance. AII parties using the 
Terminal, by such use, warrant to APMT MOBILE that said parties carry sufficient amounts of general 
liability, public liability, vehicle liability and worker's compensation insurance to cover their activities at 
APMT MOBILE's facilities as may be reasonably determined by APMT MOBILE. 

RULE 18 NOTIFICATION OF LOSS OR DAMAGE 
Notice of loss ar damage to cargo or equipment must be submitted in writing to APMT MOBILE at the 
time of removal of goods. If loss or damage is not apparent, then notice must be given within three 
days of delivery. Failure to notify APMT MOBILE of any loss or damage within this time period shall be 
deemed a full release and waiver of any claim far loss or damage to cargo or equipment. 

In any event, APMT MOBILE shall be fully discharged and released from all liability far loss or damage 
to cargo or equipment unless suit is brought within one (1) year after delivery of the goods or the date 
when the goods should have been delivered. 

RULE 19 CONTAINERS LOADED IN EXCESS OF CAPACITY 
The rates, rules and regulations published in this Operator Schedule are not applicable to containers 
loaded in excess of their rated capacity or applicable law. APMT MOBILE will NOT be required to use its 
mechanical equipment (designed for movement or carriage of containers) or the container crane to be 
used in any way to lift, move ar transporta container loaded in excess of its rated capacity or applicable 
law, should the terminal equipment or the crane be used to 11ft, move orto transporta container which 
is loaded in excess of its rated capacity or applicable law, the party or parties, causing such unauthorized 
use shall be held liable far all losses, claims, demands and suits far damage including damages for death 
and personal injury, and including court costs and reasonable attorney's fee, incident to ar resulting 
from such unauthorized use. APMT MOBILE shall be entitled to deconsolidate any container loaded 
beyond its rated capacity or beyond limits permitted by applicable law and use any reasonable means 
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to remove such cargo form the terminal, including sale. The party deemed by APMT MOBILE to be the 
party responsible for the overweight situation shall be responsible for such charges or costs. 

RULE 20 FREETIME AND DEMURRAGE ON EXPORT CARGO 
l. FREE TIME PERIOD 
A. General cargo containers and tank containers - Five (5) consecutive business days, exclusive of 
Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays, will be allowed for general cargo containers and tank 
containers to be loaded to vessel orto be removed from terminal. 

B. Temperature controlled containers/tanks - Two (2) consecutive business days will be allowed for 
temperature controlled containers/tanks to be loaded to vessel orto be removed from the terminal. 

C. Hazardous cargo in non-temperature controlled containers, bulk or tanks - Five (5) consecutive 
business days, exclusive of Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays, will be allowed for hazardous 
cargo in non-temperature containers, bulk or tanks to be loaded to vessel orto be removed from 
the terminal. 

2. COMPUTATION OF FREE TIME PERIOD 
Free time on export cargo shall commence at 8:00 a.m. on the day after the said cargo is received 
at the terminal facility. No free time will be allowed on loaded containers that arrive on terminal and 
subsequently depart without any vessel movement in between arrival and departure. 

3. SCALE OF DEMURRAGE CHARGES 
At the expiration of free time period demurrage shall be assessed in accordance with the attached 
rate schedule. 

A. Exceptas otherwise provided in this section demurrage shall be for the account of the applicable 
User, as reasonably determined by APMT MOBILE, with an interest in the container or its contents. 

B. At the time export cargo is received by the pier facility a receipt shall be issued evidencing receipt 
of the cargo, which shall show the date of recetpt and shall identify the vessel on which the goods 
are to move. The identification of the vessel is made for the purpose of determining the application 
of free time. 

C. When the loading of export cargo into a vessel is prevented by any factor immobilizing the pier 
facility or facilities in all or in part, such as weather conditions, strike or work stoppage of 
longshoremen or personnel employed by APMT MOBILE or water carrier, Cargo which remains at 
the terminal beyond the designated free time shall remain subject to the demurrage charges in 
accordance with this rule. 

4. TRANSFER OF OWNERSHIP OF CARGO FOR EXPORT 
The transfer of ownership of cargo for export after said cargo has been received ata terminal facility 
shall not entitle such cargo to additional free time. 

5. REMOVAL OF EXPORT CARGO FROM TERMINAL FACILITY PRIOR TO LOADING 
INTO VESSEL 
A. 1f export cargo is not loaded into a vessel and is, at any time, removed from the terminal facility, 
the said cargo shall be subject to demurrage rules set forth above and all applicable gate charges, 
grounding and/or mounting of container charges in Part III. Said charges shall be assessed from the 
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day the cargo was received at the terminal to the day of its removal there from, with no free time 
allowed. 

B. In addition, said cargo shall be responsible for the receipt and delivery labor costs incurred by 
APMT MOBILE as a consequence thereof. 

C. Such removal shall not excuse any demurrage charges that accrued prior to the removal. 

6. RESPONSIBILITY FOR PAYMENT OF DEMURRAGE AND OTHER CHARGES 
A. Except as otherwise provided, demurrage and other charges specified herein, shall be for the 
account of the applicable User with an interest in the cargo or the equipment. 

B. Demurrage and other charges shall be due and payable to APMT MOBILE upon expiration of 
terminal free-time. 

C. APMT MOBILE has the right to require payment in full of any and ali such charges befare such 
cargo leaves the terminal orto hold other cargo related to the same User until APMT MOBILE is paid 
in full. 

RULE 21 FREETIME AND DEMURRAGE ON IMPORT CARGO 
1. FREE TIME PERIOD 
CONTAINERIZED CARGO (House Containers): 
A. General cargo containers and tank containers - Five (5) consecutive business days, exclusive of 
Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays, will be allowed for the removal of containers discharged 
from vessels. 

B. Temperature controlled containers/tanks - Two (2) consecutive business days will be allowed for 
the removal of temperature controlled containers/tanks discharged from vessers. 

C. Hazardous cargo in non-temperature controlled containers, bulk or tanks - Five (5) consecutive 
business days, exclusive of Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays, will be allowed for the removal 
of hazardous cargo in non-temperature controlled containers, bulk or tanks discharged from 
vessels. 

D. Airplane Parts/Project Cargo - no free time past day of discharge. 

2. COMPUTATION OF FREE TIME PERIOD 
Free time on import cargo/containers shall commence at 8:00 a.m. on the first business day 
following discharge of the individual piece of cargo or container from the vessel. No free time will 
be allowed on loaded containers that arrive on terminal through the terminal gates. 

3. SCALE OF DEMURRAGE CHARGES 
At the expiration of free time period, demurrage shall be assessed in accordance with the attached 
rate schedule. 

4. TRANSFER OF OWNERSHIP OF CARGO 
The transfer of ownership of cargo after said cargo has been received at a terminal facility shall not 
entitle such cargo to additional free time. 

S. RESPONSIBILITY FOR PAYMENT OF DEMURRAGE AND OTHER CHARGES 
A. Except as otherwise provided, demurrage and other charges specified herein shall be for the 
account of the cargo. 
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B. Demurrage and other charges shall be due and payable when servlce is provided. 

C. APMT MOBILE has the right to require payment in full of any and ali such charges befare such 
cargo leaves the terminal facility. 

6. EXTENSIONS OF FREE TIME ANO DEMURRAGE PERIODS 
In the event the applicable User should make application for delivery of the cargo or portian thereof 
during the free time period and APMT MOBILE willfully does not make available to such User such 
cargo or portian thereof, the free time shall be extended for a period equal to the duration of APMT 
MOBILE's inability to make the cargo available. 

When Carrier or consignee is prevented from removing cargo from the terminal by factors beyond 
APMT MOBILE's control, such as, but not limited to, longshoremen's strikes, trucking strikes or 
weather conditions which affect the entire port area or a substantial portian thereof, Containers 
which remain at the terminal beyond the designated free time shall remain subject to the demurrage 
charges in accordance with this rule. 

Demurrage will commence on the next day after the expiration of free time. For any free time 
extension of ten (10) or more days, demurrage will accrue from the expiration of free time at the 
final tier rate. 

Container(s) not removed from piers within the free time period may, at any time thereafter, at the 
option of the User and or APMT MOBILE be placed in public storage at the risk and expense of the 
goods subject to any charges which may have accrued prior to removal and said expenses which 
may accrue as a result of said removal and said expenses and said charges shall be a lien on the 
goods or any other goods located on the terminal at present or in the future that relate to the same 
User. AII demurrage charges that may have accrued prior to the removal of the goods in public 
storage shall be assessed and collected. 

RULE 22 FREETIME AND DEMURRAGE ON TRANSSHIPMENT CARGO 

1. FREE TIME PERIOD 
Free time on transshipment cargo shall be Five (5) consecutive business days, exclusive of 

Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays. 

2. COMPUTATION OF FREE TIME PERIOD 
Free time on transshipment cargo shall commence at 8:00 a.m. on the day after the said cargo 
arrives at the terminal facility. 

3. SCALE OF DEMURRAGE CHARGES 
At the expiration of free time period, demurrage shall be assessed in accordance with the attached 
rate schedule. 

A. Except as otherwise provided in this sectlon demurrage on transshipment cargo shall be for the 
account of the applicable User as reasonably determined by APMT MOBILE. 

B. When the loading of transshipment cargo into a vessel is prevented by any factor immobilizing 
the pier facility or facilities in all or in part, such as weather conditions, strike or work stoppage of 
longshoremen or personnel employed by APMT MOBILE or water cerner, cargo which remains on 
the terminal beyond the designated free time shall remain subject to the demurrage charges in 
accordance with this rule. 
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4. REMOVAL OF TRANSSHIPMENT CARGO FROM TERMINAL FACILITY PRIOR TO 
LOADING INTO VESSEL 

A. Subject to the provisions above, if transshipment cargo is not loaded into a vessel and is, at any 
time, removed from the terminal facility, said cargo shall be subject to demurrage rules set forth 
above far import and export cargo and ali applicable gate charges, grounding and/or mounting of 
container charges m Part III. Said charges shall be assessed from the day the cargo was received 
at the terminal to the day of its removal there from. No free time shall be allowed for said cargo. 

B. In addition, said cargo shall be responsible far the receipt and delivery labor costs incurred by 
APMT MOBILE as a consequence thereof. 

S. RESPONSIBILITY FOR PAYMENT OF DEMURRAGE AND OTHER CHARGES 
A. Except as otherwise provided, demurrage and other charges specified herein for transshipment 
cargo, shall be for the applicable User as reasonably determined by APMT MOBILE. 

B. Demurrage and other charges shall be due and payable to APMT MOBILE upon expiration of 
terminal free-time. 

C. APMT MOBILE has the right to require payment in full of any and all such charges before such 
cargo leaves the terminal orto hold other cargo related to the same User until APMT MOBILE is paid 
in full. 

RULE 23 STORAGE FOR EMPTY CONTAINERS AND CHASSIS 
To the extent that space is available and working conditions permit, empty containers and chassis may 
be returned to APMT MOBILE for temporary storage after delivery of cargo. Acceptance is at APMT 
MOBILE's sole discretion and subject to storage charges in Part 111. No free time shall be allowed for 
empty containers or bare chassis. 

When the loading of empty containers into a vessel is prevented by any factor immobilizing the pier 
facility or facilities in all or in part, such as weather conditions, strike or work stoppage of 
longshoremen or personnel employed by APMT MOBILE or water carrier, empty containers which 
remain at the terminal beyond the designated free time shall remain subject to the storage charges in 
Part III. 

RULE 24 INQUIRIES AND REQUESTS

RULE 25 OPERATOR OF TERMINAL 
APMT MOBILE reserves the absolute right to the use of the facilities it operates, and permission for the 
use thereof must be obtained from APMT MOBILE. 

RULE 26 CONSENT TO THE TERMS OF THE SCHEDULE OF RATES 
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Any User of the terminal and any other facilities under the jurisdiction and control of APMT MOBILE shall 
constitute a consent to the terms and conditions of this Operator Schedule and evidences an agreement 
on the part of all Users to pay ali applicable charges and be governed by all rules and regulations 
published herein. 

RULE 27 SCHEDULE OF RATES RESTRICTIONS 
At APMT MOBILE's discretion, articles considered as cargo of a particular hazard (33 CFR 126.10) or of 
an otherwise restricted nature, or of uncertain value shall not come under this Operator Schedule or be 
provided with terminal services. 

APMT MOBILE shall not loador discharge IMO class 1.1, 1.2 and 1.5 explosives and IMO class 7 cargo 
without prior express written consent from APMT MOBILE. Any request must be received a mínimum of 
seven (7) days befare receipt in arder for APMT MOBILE to evaluate and determine if cargo can be 
accepted. APMT MOBILE reserves the right to refuse receiving this cargo on terminal. If accepted, an 
additional adrmmstratrve surcharge will be quoted by the Terminal Servrces Manager. Vessels with such 
cargo at APMT MOBILE discretion may berth at APMT MOBILE but in any event may not discharge such 
cargo or have such cargo relocated onboard while on berth without written permission from APMT 
MOBILE. 

RULE 28 SHIPBOARD WELDING/BURNING 
Shipboard welding and/or burning of any type is strictly prohibited while vessels are berthed at APMT 
MOBILE without express written authorization from the manager of the terminal. 

RULE 29 REMOVAL OF OBJECTIONABLE CARGO 
APMT MOBILE reserves the right to move freight or other material, which in their judgment is likely to 
damage other property, to another location at the risk and expense of the User, as reasonably 
determined by APMT MOBILE, with a relationship with the cargo. 

RULE 30 LIEN 
Any and all services performed on the terminal, including but not limited to container related services, 
including interest on unpaid service, shall give rise to a lien in favor of APMT MOBILE against the vessel, 
container, chassis, the cargo, or any other tangible property whatsoever (the "Collateral"). APMT 
MOBILE shall have a possessory lien on Collateral located in the terminal or other areas outside the 
terminal under APMT MOBILE's control. APMT MOBILE may exerctse its liento satisfy unpaid obligations 
both with respect to cargo currently in its possession and with respect to past due amounts. APMT 
MOBILE may with or without prior notice to the applicable User, sell the contents of a container or any 
cargo to satisfy unpaid obllgations, including any interna! administrative or outside legal costs of APMT 
MOBILE. 

RULE 31 OVER TIME WORKING HOURS 
When APMT MOBILE performs work at other than straight time hours for the convenience of the cargo 
interests, the applicable charges under this Schedule of Rates (Part III) shall be applied, plus additional 
labor charges and other applicable charges. For avoidance of doubt all hours outside of Monday-Friday 
0800-1200, 1300-1700 are considered over time, as are holidays noted in Item 105. 
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RULE 32 WAIVER OF IMMUNITY; LIMITATION OF LIABILITY 
Any user of APMT MOBILE, in consideration for services performed and the use of the terminal facilities, 
waives any defense of sovereign immunity or other Hmitetton of liability (statutory or otherwise) to 
charges, fees ar damages sought to be recovered by APMT MOBILE. 

RULE 33 TRUCK SERVICE SCHEDULING 
A. BREAKBULK 

1. APMT MOBILE reserves the right to handle breakbulk cargo. Requests must be submitted and 
approved by terminal prior to any cargo arriving at the terminal. 

2. AII truck schedulmq must be done on a prior day arder by 12:00 pm. AII scheduled trucks must 
be registered in person by 12:00 p.m. 

3. Unscheduled trucks must register in person by 12:00 p.m. and will be worked as time permits. 
Any loading or unloading beyond 5:00 p.m., whether to complete or start a new job, may be 
performed on an approved Over Time basis subject to payment of additional charges. 

B. CONTAINERS 

1. AII transactions intended to be conducted at the terminal must have a pre-approved appointment 
scheduled in the terminal appointment system. An administrative fee of $35.00 per occurrence 
will be assessed for failure to appear for confirmed appointments. 

2. Grounded Stacks and Empty Container Yards 

The terminal will weigh, receive, and dispatch containers from 7:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m Monday- 
Friday, excluding Holidays .. Drivers must be in the inbound lane by 4:00 pm for a receipt or 
delivery. 

Late arrivals will be processed by appointment only and on an Over Time basis subject to additional 
charges and availability of applicable government agencies. 

3. Drivers delivering or p1eking up Out of Gauge Cargo, Flat or Tank containers that involve mounting 
or demounting the User's own equipment be present at the loading síte before 3:00 p.m. 

APMT MOBILE shall not be required to perform mounting or demounting after 5:00 p.m. unless an 
appointment for Over Time has been arranged prior to 3: 00 pm subject to additional charges. 

RULE 34 VESSELS REQUIRED TO USE TUG ASSISTANCE 
Vessels docking or undocking at APMT MOBILE's facility w,11 be required to use tug assistance unless 
other arrangements have been made with APMT MOBILE prior to docking or undocking. Failure to comply 
with this requirement could result in denial of a berth at APMT MOBILE's discretion. 

RULE 35 VESSEL TO VACATE BERTHS 
On requests for a berth, APMT MOBILE will designate the particular berth at which the vessel shall dock. 
APMT MOBILE does not guarantee to furnish docking facilities. Arrangement must be made in advance 
of arrival of vessel in order to assure docking facilities. 

APMT MOBILE may order any vessel to vacate any berth when it takes a berth without prior approval 
from APMT MOBILE or APMT MOBILE deems that the continued presence of such a vessel at such berth 
would be a potential hazard to the vessel, the berth, the facilities or the rights or property or safety of 
cthers. Such situations include, but are not limited to potential natural disasters such as hurricanes, 
tornadoes, earthquakes or flooding and such events as strikes, acts of terrorism or war. 
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APMT MOBILE may arder any vessel to vacate any berth when it is deemed that the continued presence 
of such vessel is occupying berth space otherwise required to berth the vessels of other Users. No User 
shall have a preferential berth unless expressly stated in writing between APMT MOBILE and that User. 

APMT MOBILE shall provide written notice (administrative message, facsimile transmission, etc.) to the 
Steamship Une, Ship's Agent, or party arranging for berthing of the vesse! advising of the requirements 
to vacate and referring to this Tariff Rule in the communication. The notice shall state the time that the 
berth must be vacated and shall be presented at least four hours prior to said time. 

If the vessel fails to promptly vacate as ordered, it shall be responsible for any damage or expense 
which may be incurred by APMT MOBILE, the vessel or others as a result ofsuch failure to vacate. APMT 
MOBILE shall have the option, but not the duty, of moving the vessel to another location at the risk and 
expense of the vessel. If such movement occurs, the vessel shall indemnify and hold APMT MOBILE 
harmless, except for APMT MOBILE's gross negligence, for any damage or liability, which may occur as 
a result of such movement. Failure to comply with an arder to vacate will result in a charge to the vessel 
of $1,250 per hour for each hour, or fraction thereof, of non-compliance. This charge shall be a mínimum 
estímate of the damages to APMT MOBILE and shall not constitute a watver by APMT MOBILE of any 
greater actual damages, it may sustain as a result of the vessel's failure or refusal to vacate. Refusal to 
vacate may result in denial of future berthing privileges. 

RULE 36 DISCHARGING OF OILS, NOXIOUS LIQUID SUBSTANCES AND 
GARBAGE 
The discharging of ballast, bilge, oil contaminated water, noxious liquid substances, sewage, garbage or 
any debris into slips, channels or on APMT MOBILE facility is strictly prohibited. Violators will be subject 
to charges, penalties and fines as may be determined by APMT MOBILE. Direct contact must be made 
with a USCG approved contractor for the removal of the aforementioned materials in a manner 
consistent with MARPOL and any other federal and local regulations which may control the disposal 
of ballast, bilge, oil contaminated water, noxious liquid substances, sewage, garbage or any debris. 

APMT MOBILE must approve any requests to discharge any items listed in Rule 36 prior to commencing 
operations. 

RULE 37 SAFETY - PORT USER LIABILITY 
Parties using APMT MOBILE are required to conform to any and ali municipal, state and federal law, 
codes or regulations, including but not limited to OSHA, USCG, EPA, Department of Homeland Security, 
and DOT and will be held responsible for any violations of same and will indemnify and hold harmless 
APMT MOBILE and its affiliates for any liability resulting from such violation. 

RULE 38 VESSELS REQUIRED TO COMPLETE LOADING/DISCHARGING 
In arder to enevrate any current or future congestion, APMT MOBILE may require any vessel already in 
berth, or about to berth, to work continuously to completion of loading/discharging at the vessel's 
expense. Should the continuous loading/discharging requirement be terminated by APMT MOBILE, when 
the agents and/or owners of the vessel are so requested, the vessel shall vacate the berth. 
Reassignment to a berth for completion of loading/discharging will be at APMT MOBILE's discretion. Any 
vessel refusing to vacate the berth after being so notified, may be subject to removal by APMT MOBILE 
at the relevant User's risk and expense, including any damage, except that caused by APMT MOBILE's 
gross negligence. APMT MOBILE may assess an additional dockage charge of $1250 per hour, or fraction 
thereof, commencing two (2) hours after notice to vacate is given, and will be assessed in addition to 
Dockage charges published elsewhere in this Tariff. 

RULE 39 MOVEMENTS OF VESSELS

Vessels moored alongside vessels which are docked at piers ar bulkheads for the purpose of delivering 
to or taking cargo ar supplies from such vessel must, at the request of APMT MOBILE, temporarily move, 
if they, in the judgment of the APMT MOBILE, are blocking the ingress ar egress of a vessel ready to be 
docked or undocked. When vessels have finished discharging ar taking on cargo, their right ceases to 
the use of the dock, pier, or bulkhead and such vessels must, at the request of APMT MOBILE, surrender 
the berth. 

RULE 40 RECEIPT OF EXPORT CARGO 
Export cargo can received at the Terminal up to 7 calendar days prior to vessel arrival. Export receiving 
window shall not open for more than two (2) vessels at one time for vessels in the same service without 
consent of APMT MOBILE, in the event of vessels falling off rotation the third vessel may be prevented 
from opening. Earlier receiving of export cargo is at the sale discretion of APMT Mobile. Late receiving 
after cutoff "Late Gate" shall be at the sale discretion of APMT MOBILE and additional charges may 
apply. Vessel stowage shall be provided by Carrier for Late Gate cargo in the initial stowage plans, if 
vessel stowage is not provided, APMT Mobile shall make reasonable efforts to ensure loading and any 
additional labor hours to revise vessel plan shall be invoiced as per Part III Section 8.07 Extra Labor 
Man Hour Rates. In the event Late Gate cargo does not load due to failure to provide stowage, charges 
in Part III Section 4.02 Rolled Container and demurrage under Rule 20 may apply. 

AII export cargo must be properly blocked and braced upan arrival to the terminal. If it is deemed by 
APMT MOBILE at any time before the cargo is loaded that this requirement has not been met, the export 
cargo will not load and the cargo owner will be notified and responsible for redelivery charges per Part 
III Section 6.01 (E) and any additional costs incurred by APMT MOBILE as per the Extra Labor Man Hour 
and Equipment Rental rates in Part III sections 8.07 and 8.08. 

Far the receipt of Export Hazardous cargo an electronic pre-advise (COPRAR) far any hazardous load 
prior to arrival at the terminal must be received. 

RULE 41 RESPONSIBILITY FOR DAMAGES 
users shall be responsible far all damage resulting from the use of APMT MOBILE property and facilities. 
APMT MOBILE reserves the right to repair, replace, or contract for the same, or otherwise cause to be 
replaced or repaired, any and all damages to the terminal property and facilities including damages to 
docks, piers, bulkheads, wharves, cargo, containers, and their contents if loaded; equipment, rail, shop 
facilities, water, heat, light, etc., and hold any relevant User or any other party or parties that may be 
in any way considered responsible for the damages liable for payment of damages, together with ali 
interests, costs and attorney's fees that may be incurred in the collection ofthe damages. APMT MOBILE 
may detain any vehicle, common carrier, vessel, water craft, etc., that it may consider responsible for 
any damage to the facilities until sufficient security has been given to cover all damages, interest, costs 
and attorney's fees. This Rule is not to be construed as holding APMT MOBILE liable for any portian of 
such damages caused by APMT MOBILE's gross negligence. 

RULE 42 LIMITATION OF LIABILITY 
1. Subject to the provisions of paragraph (2) below, APMT MOBILE assumes no liability far loss or 
damage to freight or cargo handled or transshipped through a Terminal. 

2. APMT MOBILE shall be liable only for damage resulting from its gross negligence to exercise due and 
proper care in performing the services and affording the facilities provided far herein. In no case shall 
APMT MOBILE be liable for a sum in excess of $500 per package or per customary freight unit far non- 
packaged objects unless the relevant User, prior to the commencement of such services or use of such 
facilities, declares a higher value in writing ANO pays to APMT MOBILE, in addition to the other charges 
far such services as herein set forth, a premium computed at one percent (1%) of the declared value of 
each package or non-packaged object. In the event of a higher value being declared in writing ANO the 
payment of one percent {1%) premium, the liability of APMT MOBILE, if any, for damage resulting from 
APMT MOBILE's gross negligence in performing the services and affording the facilities provided far 
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herein shall be determined on the basis of such declared value, or a pro rata portian of such declared 
value in the case of partial loss or damage, provided such declared value does not exceed the actual 
value of the cargo. The word "package" shall include any container; van, trailer, pallet, or all other types 
of cargo unitization. The word "customary freight unit" shall mean the unit on which ocean freight was 
or is to be calculated for any objects not shipped in a "package" as defined hereunder. In no event shall 
APMT MOBILE be liable for more than the loss or damage actually sustained, either up to the $500 per 
package limitation or such higher value if declared and the premium has been paid. Each USER shall 
ensure that its bilis of lading or contracts of affreightment contain a Himalaya Clause that extends all 
rights, remedies, exceptions, defenses and limitations available to USER to APMT MOBILE including, but 
not limited to, the Carriage of Goods by Sea Act (COGSA) and U.S. $500 per package or customary 
freight unit limitations as set forth therein. In any event, USER shall defend, hold harmless and fully 
indemnify APMT MOBILE for any liability or exposure in excess of COGSA's $500 per package or 
customary freight unit limitations or in failing to extend COGSA to APMT MOBILE. APMT MOBILE shall 
not be liable for any consequential damages, expenses, incidental damages or special damages or loss 
of profits or revenue in connection with its performance of services or furnishing of facilities, and APMT 
MOBILE shall have the option, at its sale discretion, of replacing any lost property or cargo and/or 
replacing or repairing any damaged property or cargo. APMT MOBILE's liability for any other loss other 
than related to cargo damage shall not exceed $10,000. 

3. APMT MOBILE will not be liable for any delay, loss or damage arising from strikes , slowdowns, 
lockouts or labor dtsturbances of any persons in its employ or in the service of others nor for any causes 
arising there from, nor any causes unavoidable or beyond its control. APMT MOBILE accepts no 
responsibility for damages or accidents occurring when its equipment and/or operators or employees 
are furnished to perform work for third parties, except that caused by APMT MOBILE's gross negligence. 

4. APMT MOBILE will not be responsible for damage sustained or caused by containers or cargo because 
of weather conditions, including but not limited to wind or flooding or any other causes beyond your 
reasonable control. APMT MOBILE accepts no responsibility for loss sustained by containers or cargo 
remaining in the pier area or in the stacks at any time. APMT MOBILE accepts no responsibility for 
injuries or death, damages or delays caused by cargo handling equipment, mctudmq but not limited to 
cranes, container handlers, container transporters or utility trucks and/or the operators of said 
equipment where the equipment is leased by APMT MOBILE to an applicable User and the equipment is 
in the custody and control or supervision of the said User. 

5. APMT MOBILE shall not be liable for loss of or damage to the contents and the Carrier shall indemnify 
APMT MOBILE against any injury, loss, damage, liability or expense whatsoever incurred or claimed by 
APMT MOBILE if such loss of or damage to the contents and/or such injury, loss, damage, liability or 
expense has been caused by all matters beyond APMT MOBILE's control including, inter alia, without 
prejudice to the generality of this exclusion. 

a) the manner in which the container has been packed; or 
b) the unsuitability of the goods for carriage in containers; or 
c) the unsuitebrlitv or defective condition of the container or the tncorrect setting of any 

thermostatic, ventilation, or other special controls thereof. 
d) insufficient or defective condition of packing or marks 
e) inherent vice of the goods 

6. Carrier shall make no claim against APMT MOBILE for an amount less than US$1,500 (One thousand, 
five hundred United States Dollars) for any single incident or series of incidents arising from a common 
cause. 

7. AII parties to whom berths, wharves, transit sheds, mechanical equipment or other facilities have 
been assigned shall be responsible and liable to APMT MOBILE for any damage occurring to such property 
during their tenancy, occupation and/or use without regard to whom shall cause the damage, except 
that caused by APMT MOBILE's gross negligence. AII such parties further agree to indemnify and hold 
harmless APMT MOBILE for any and all personal injuries and/or property damage caused by the 
negligence of the party or the parties' agents, employees and/or servants. 
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8. Each USER shall promptly notify APMT MOBILE in writing upon becoming aware of any matter which 
gives rise to or may give rise to a claim for loss or damage(s) against APMT MOBILE, stating in 
reasonable detail the nature of the matter and claim and, so far as practicable, the amount claimed. No 
amounts shall be payable by APMT MOBILE with respect to any claim unless USER has given APMT 
MOBILE notice of such claim in accordance with the preceding sentence (except to the extent APMT 
MOBILE is not prejudiced by any delay in the delivery of such notice). 

9. In any event, APMT MOBILE shall be discharged from any and all liability for (i) any loss or damage 
to the goods or (1i) any claim of whatsoever kind, nature, or description arising out of or related to a 
USER'S use of APMT MOBILE wharves, facilities, or any services provided to USER by APMT MOBILE 
unless suit is brought against APMT MOBILE within one year after delivery of the goods or the date when 
the goods should have been delivered. Suit shall not be considered "brought" for the purposes of this 
Rule unless process shall have been actually served and/or jurisdiction obtained over APMT MOBILE 
within the specified one-year period. 

RULE 43 TERMINAL SECURITY FEE 
A Terminal Secunty Fee per container is applicable to all full containers loaded or discharged. Only one 
charge will apply to a transshipped container. Containers moving via the rail without vessel movement 
will also be charged a terminal security fee. Non-containerized cargo will be charged on a per short ton 
basis. AII security charges are for the account of the B/L carrier. 

Please refer to Section 8.05 Terminal Security Fee rates. 

RULE 44 TERRORISM 
APMT MOBILE shall not, under any circumstances, be liable for damage or injury caused to any User or 
the property of Users as a result of direct or indirect acts of terrorism. 

RULE 45 HAZARDOUS CARGO 
The following data is required for the delivering of hazardous cargoes to the terminal: 

A. Complete shipper's name and address and, where possible, telephone numbers for emergencies. 
B. User listed either separately or in the billing letterhead. 
C. Complete consignee's name and address, including the overseas port of destination on exports. 
D. Proper DOT shipping name, which is the technical name ofthe chemical involved. It must be as listed 
in the Code of Federal Regulations Title 49-Part 172.101. NOTE: Use an application as described in 
172.200 through 172.203. 
E. Hazardous class of the material being shipped. 
F. Kind and number of containers and individual weights or total weight. 
G. Placards applied on all four sides per IMO and government regulations. For rail containers placards 
must be at least five feet above bottom rail of container. 
H. Shipper's certification. A shlpper's certification must appear on every bill-of-lading or shipping 
document provided. The correct wording of this certification is as follows: 
THIS IS TO CERTIFY THAT THE ABOVE-NAMED MATERIALS ARE PROPERLY 
DESCRIBED, CLASSIFIED, PACKAGED, MARKED AND LABELED, AND ARE IN 
PROPER CONDITION FOR TRANSPORTATION ACCORDING TO THE APPLICABLE 
REGULATIONS OF USCG/DOT/IMO AND/OR ANY OTHER CONTROLLING FEDERAL AND/OR 
STATE REGULATIONS. 

This is to be accompanied by a legible signature of the person certifying. 
l. Properly documented special instructions, exceptions or exemption information, if required. 
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For the receipt of Export Hazardous cargo an electronic pre-advise (COPRAR) for any hazardous load 
prior to arrival at the terminal must be received. 

AII of the above must be complied with or the shipment will not be received by APMT MOBILE. 

RULE 46 INDEMNITY 
In addition to any other specific remedies provided herein or under applicable law, exceptas may be 
caused by APMT MOBILE's gross negligence (and then only to the extent of such gross negligence), any 
applicable User agrees to defend, indemnify and seve harmless APMT MOBILE and its affiliates and their 
respective officers, directors, agents, employees, successors and assigns from and against ali causes of 
actions, losses, liabilities, claims, demands judgments, expenses and suits for damages, including death 
and personal injury, including costs and reasonable attomey's fees, incident to or resulting from their 
operations on the terminal and/or the use of the terminal's services, equrpment and facilities. 

RULE 47 ACCEPTANCE OF CARGO OR COMMODITY FOR HANDLING OR 
STORAGE; RESPONSIBILITY FOR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGE ANO 
INFESTATION 
When any cargo or commodity is accepted for handling or storage, it is understood and agreed that any 
and all losses, damage, or costs of fumigation, incurred by APMT MOBILE attributable to or because of 
infestation or inherent vice of the cargo or commodity in quesnon, shall be for the account of the relevant 
User. 

RULE 48 TERMINAL PROPERTY 
The terminal property is nota public thoroughfare and ali persons and vehicles entering thereon must 
have authorization to enter the terminal property and do so at their own risk. Such persons and vehicles 
by entering the terminal property, agree to abey and be bound by all rules, regulations, signs, policies, 
security, and traffic control devices applicable thereto, including maximum posted speed limits within 
the terminal property, and to park only in designated parking locations on the property. AII persons or 
vehicles entering upon the terminal property shall carry such forms of identification as may be required 
by public or governmental authorities or APMT MOBILE and shall display such identification to APMT 
MOBILE upan request. AII vehicles, persons and accompanied and unaccompanied baggage is subject 
to search. 

RULE 49 DELAYS ANO DETENTIONS 
The relevant User shall hold harmless and indemnify APMT MOBILE for delays or demurrage on railroad 
cars, highway trucks, or detention on vessels. 

RULE 50 LABOR DISPUTES, STRIKES 
In the event of a strike, slowdown, lockout, or other labor disturbances involving a vessel at berth or 
one waiting for berth (whether lt involves the vessel's crew or otherwise) which will, in the sole judgment 
of APMT MOBILE, interfere with, disturb, or impede operations of the terminal, APMT MOBILE may cancel 
such vessel's right to take berth or refuse to accept her at the berth, and in the event such vessel has 
taken berth, APMT MOBILE may arder such vessel out of berth. Should any vessel berth or interfere 
with other vcsscrs' ingress to or egress from the berth after being informed of the inability of APMT 
MOBILE to accept the vessel, or should the vessel refuse to vacate after being berthed, said vesset, her 
owners, agents and operators shall be liable for damages as hereinafter set forth. 

RULE 51 GENERAL ORDER LIEN 
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APMT MOBILE will place a lien on cargo which is ordered by United States Customs to be placed into a 
General Order warehouse. Any and all terminal costs incurred in connection with complying with any 
Government authority shall constitute the amount of the líen. 

RULE 52 DAMAGED CARGO 
In the event a vesse! operator/owner or its representative requests that APMT MOBILE move damaged 

containers or cargo, the vesse! operator shall submit a written request to APMT MOBILE describing the 
cargo or container it wishes APMT MOBILE to move and stating that the party requesting the move 
agrees to accept any and ali responsibility for the costs of the move and any and ali damage that results 
from said movement and the cost of subsequent storage of the container or cargo pending repair or 
transshipment. 

RULE 53 DAMAGED OR ABANDONED EQUIPMENT 
APMT MOBILE will not permit storage of damaged, abandoned, miss-delivered, or unidentified 
equipment owned by third parties on the facility. The relevant User shall be allowed: 

Fifteen (15) days to repair or remove damaged equipment from the terminal. Minor and roadability 
repair is defined as damages that require less than 1.25 hours of repair time provided the driver is 
able to pull the equipment to the roadability lane. Examples of roadability repair are lights, lenses, 
tires, mud flaps, FHWA inspection, sweep out, or any combination of repairs that do not exceed 1.25 
hours for repair. 

Commencement of the fifteen (15) days will be from the first day after terminal operating system has 
been updated noting damage status. 

After 45 days, APMT MOBILE has the option to move containers toan off-dock facility, and all associated 
charges for such movement will be for the account of owner. 

RULE 54 STORAGE OF EQUIPMENT UPON BANKRUPTCY 
Equipment including but not limited to a container ora chassis remaining on the terminal 30 days after 
its owner or lessee has ceased operations dueto bankruptcy or has gone out of business will be charged 
a storage charge on equipment. This charge will be $55.00 per unit, per day and lt will be assessed 
against the equipment from the date of the ceased operations and must be paid prior to release of the 
equipment. The amount due must be paid by the party requesting the release of the equipment. 

RULE 55 SPECIAL SERVICES 
Upon request and with advance arrangements, APMT MOBILE will provide special services not listed in 
Part III. Charges for these services will be based on labor billed at the Extra Labor Man Hour rates in 
Section 8.07, plus equlpment rental rates in Section 8.08, plus the cost of materials plus thirty (30) 
percent. Charges are subject to mínimum labor requirements and will be billed where appllcable. 

RULE 56 VERIFIED GROSS MASS 
The lntemational Maritime Organization (IMO) through the Intemational Convention for the Safety of 
Ufe at Sea (SOLAS) requires that no loaded container may be stowed aboard a Vessel until the 
shipper provides a venfied gross mass (VGM) of the container to the Ocean Carrier and APMT 
MOBILE. The Ocean Carrier is responsible for providing the verified gross mass (VGM) of any cargo 
laden export container. (See Section 8.15 for related procedures and fees). 
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RULE 57 RAIL SERVICES TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

INTERNATIONAL 
International Rail Services are defined as rail services provided to a unit that has an associated 
movement anta ar off of a vessel at the Terminal. 
1. APMT MOBILE shall solely provide train discharge and load services at the Intermodal Container 
Transfer Facility (ICTF) located at 1460 Intermodal Rail Drive, Mobile, Alabama 36603. 

2. AII lmports must be declared as rail cargo with the correct inland rail hub destination 72 hours prior 
to vessel operations at the container Facility. Failure to do so will result in additional rehandling charges. 

3. Imports will remam at the container facility until such time as ali clearances including rail billing have 
been received by APM Terminals. 

4. Export rail units shall have the proper vessel and voyage information when arriving at the ITCF. 
Failure to do so will result in additional rehandling charges. 

5. APMT MOBILE will endeavor to transfer imports to the ITCF as expeditiously as possible. APMT 
MOBILE reserves the right to limit movement of imports to the ITCF based on the rail cars provided by 
the rell provider and the inland rail hub destinations. 

6. Carriers shall work with rail provider to ensure a sufficient supply of rail cars to accommodate import 
rail volumes. APMT MOBILE shall not be responsible for lack of rail cars or any delays caused by rail 
provider. 

7. APMT MOBILE will make best efforts to make export units available for loading to the vessel for which 
they are booked. This excludes export units that rail into the ITCF after vessel cargo cutoff. 

8. lmport Demurrage terms and conditions of this Terminal Tariff shall apply to all units destined for 
the ICTF. Export Demurrage terms and conditions of thrs Terminal Tariff shall apply to all units received 
from the ICTF. 

9. Units discharged from a rail car and subsequently loaded back onto a rail car without a vessel move 
in between will be charged ene event under Article VI (B) (3) and one event under Article VI (B) (1). 
Units loaded to a rail car and subsequently discharged from the same rail car will be charged on event 
under Article VI (B) (1) and one event under Article (VI) (B) (3). OOG units undergoing the above will 
be charged in a similar manner using the rates in Articles (VI) (2) and (4). 

10. The requirements for EDI of rail related information are as follows: 
• 417 message at the time of rail billing for cargo inbound and outbound to the ICTF. 
• 322 message at the time of the gate in at the inland origin for cargo inbound to the ICTF. 
• 322 message at the time of loading to a railcar at the inland origin for cargo inbound to the 

ICTF. 
• 418 message at the time a rail car with cargo inbound to the ICTF crosses a pre-determined 

point, such point to be agreed upan with the rail operator. 
APMT MOBILE reserves the right to implement an EDI Processing Charge. 

11. Ra¡l Service charges are per Section 7.01. Charges are for ISO units 20 feet, 40 feet, 45 feet and 
53 feet in length. AII other units are charged on an individual basis as quoted by terminal management. 

DOMESTIC 
Domestic Rail Services are defined as rail services provided to a unit that does not have an associated 
movement onto or off of a vessel at the Terminal. 
1. APMT MOBILE shall solely provide Domestic Rail Services at the Intermodal Container Transfer 
Facility (ICTF) located at 1460 Intermodal Rail Orive, Mobile, Alabama 36603. 
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2. APMT MOBILE will not receive any units destined to load to a rail car until such time as rail billing has 
been received by APM Terminals. 

3. Storage Fees: 
• Storage Fees will be charged for units remaining at the ICTF past Free Time, which has not been 

caused by APMT MOBILE. 
• Free Time is defined as the time during which no Storage Fees will be charged. Free Time shall 

commence at 08:00 am after receipt through the ICTF gate or unload from a rail car. 
• Free Time shall be 2 calendar days. 
• For purposes of calculating Storage Fees: 

o For units loading to a rail car, the first day shall commence at 08:00 am after receipt 
through the ICTF gate and the last day shall be the day the unit is loaded to the train. 

o For units unloading from a rail car, the first day shall commence at 08:00 am after 
unloading from the train and the last day shall be the day the unit departs from the 
ICTF. 

4. Rail Service charges are per Section 7.01. Charges are for ISO units 20 feet, 40 feet, 45 feet and 53 
feet in length. AII other umts are charged on an individual basis as quoted by terminal management. 

RULE 58 TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR EQUIPMENT MAINTENANCE AND 
REPAIR 

CLAUSE I 
SERVICES PERFORMED BY THE APMT MOBILE 

1.1 APMT MOBILE shall be the sole provider of maintenance and repair at the Terminal for equipment 
owned, operated or under the control of User, as further detailed in Clause II. 

1.2 APMT MOBILE shall provide all necessary tools and equipment and supplies required to carry 
out maintenance and repairs. Oils, lubricants, paints and other consumables agreed to are 
considered replacement parts and shall be invoiced to User. 

1.3 APMT MOBILE may assign or sub-contract any of its rights or duties hereunder without the User's 
consent. 

CLAUSE 11 
SCOPE OF WORK 

2.1 APMT Mobile shall make all repairs of damaged and/or unserviceable dry containers, refrigerated 
containers, gensets, open tops, flat racks/platforms and chassis that APMT deems necessary in 
its sole discretion. User shall grant to APMT MOBILE a minimum approval rate of $500 for a dry 
container or refrigerated container, $250 for a genset and $250 for a chessts. 

2.2 APMT MOBILE shall dispose of all waste including, without limitation, waste oils and oily waste, 
filters, spent products or waste materials generated or collected in the course of maintenance 
and repair work, and any expenses incurred shall be for the account of User. User shall arrange 
for disposal of spent containers, equipment or components which cannot be repaired or reused, 
at its sole cost and expense. 

CLAUSE 111 
SUPPORTING DOCUMENTS 
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3.1 The following documents shall be provided by APMT MOBILE, as applicable: 
• Standard Task Schedule (STS); 
• Pre-trip inspection forms {refrigerated containers and gensets); 
• Work orders/estimates of repairs forms/check sheets; 
• Final invoices with all charges and documentation of work conducted/supplies used or 

provided. 

3.2 The following documents shall be provided by User: 
• Manufacturers' servlce and repair manuals for refrigerated contamers and gensets; 
• Chassis spare parts catalogue (only); 
• Documents {PTI Charts/Stickers, etc.); 
• Pre-trip inspection manual {refrigerated containers); 
• International Institute of Container Lessors (IICL) repair manuals for containers and 

chassis. 

CLAUSE IY 
COMMUNICATIONS ANO DOCUMENTATION 

4.1 User will promptly notify APMT MOBILE of its requirements for equipment to be prepared for 
service. If APMT MOBILE cannot meet User's requirements, User can move the equipment to 
another location for repairs, at User's expense. 

4.2 User will accurately describe all equipment tendered to APMT MOBILE for servicing and shall 
disclose known hazards and/or unsafe or malfunctioning components. 

4.3 Subject to clause 2.1 above, all containers with noted damage will receive a repair estímate. 
Estimates provided by APMT MOBILE are non-negotiable. 

4.4 Estimates must be approved by User within 10 business days of submittal by APMT MOBILE. 
With respect to equipment with estimates that have not been approved within 10 business days 
after submittal by APMT MOBILE, APMT MOBILE may at its option charge for storage, to User, 
per Part III Section 4.07 (H). 

4.5 Repair estimates do not include photos. User requested photos shall be charged the photo 
charge to User per Section 8.11 (A). 

4.6 Any estimates provided by APMT MOBILE without a subsequent related repair will be charged 
an "Estimate Fee" to User at one hour of the prevailing Man-Hour rate, per Part III Section 8.07. 
If User requests photos be provided as part of any estímate without a subsequent related repair, 
User will be charged one and one half hours at the prevailing Man-Hour rate. Units without a 
subsequent related repair that are loaded to a vessel are exempted from the Estimate Fee. 

4. 7 If a container or chassis arrives on terminal and is determined to be damaged and subsequently 
departs the Facility without repair, user will be responsible for the fee outlined in Clause X for 
the handling, re-handling, assessment, estímate etc. 

4.8 User will be responsible to ensure that the Maintenance and Repair invoicing system has the 
proper interface with APMT MOBILE's systems in arder to ensure the systems can communicate 
correctly without any loss of information. User will be charged an administration fee of $15 per 
invoice or estímate that must be re-processed due to the failure of User's systems to properly 
communicate with APMT MOBILE's systems. 

CLAUSE V 
SPARE PARTS 

5.1 APMT MOBILE shall provide all spere parts necessary to meet equipment repair needs, with the 
exception of tires, which will be provided by the User. APMT MOBILE may charge User afee if 
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storage of tires is required. AII Tires are required to be mounted on rims upon delivery to the 
APMT MOBILE. 

5.2 APMT MOBILE provides no representations or warranties regarding the fitness or durability of 
any spare parts or other materials used or the performance thereof and all claims against the 
APMT MOBILE regarding the fitness, durability, performance or use of any spare parts or other 
materials used by APMT MOBILE are hereby waived and APMT MOBILE is released from any such 
claims. 

CLAUSE VI 
CHARGES ANO JNVOICING 

6.1 Work carried out shall be charged in accordance with the STS in Appendix I, utilizing the Man-

6.2 Invoices must be paid in accordance with Rule 10. Payment of each invoice constitute User's 
binding acknowledgment and agreement that the services provided by APMT MOBILE set forth 
on said mvoice were performed in full compliance wrth all of APMT MOBILE's relevant obligations. 

6.3 Spare parts and supplies will be billed at APMT MOBILE's cost plus 15% mark up. Use of more 
than half a sheet of plywood will require purchase of the entire sheet. 

6.4 The STS in Appendix I in conjunction with the Man Hour Rates in Section 9.01 are for repairs 
only. AII other services related to maintenance and repair are per Extra Labor rates per Section 
8.07 and Equipment Rental rates per Section 8.08.

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1. DEFINITIONS 

In this tariff, the following words and phrases have the meanings hereby assigned to them, unless the 
context requires another meaning. 

1.1 TARIFF 

Established rates and charges shall apply on vessel , shipment or passengers against port services and facilities as 
announced by Mwani Qatar. 

1.2 MWANI QATAR ( QPMC ) 

Qatar Ports Management Company established under amended law No.17 of year 2009 (and affiliate companies 
related  to the operations and management of ports) and have the right to manage and operate all ports in State 
Of Qatar.  

1.3 PORT 

Any port managed by Mwani Qatar in state of Qatar. 

1.4 PORT PREMISES 

Is the maritime border, land borders, navigational channels, basins, wharfs, platforms, storage yards, roads, passage 
ways, and any installations or facilities within the port and managed by Mwani Qatar. 

1.5 PORT FACILITIES 

Refers to sea and land areas within the port (including buildings,devices or equipment in or on that area) which 
used wholly or partially for loading or discharging of vessels. 

1.6 PORT USERS 

This term includes : anyone who uses port facilities including ship owners, shipping lines, shipping agents, freight 
forwarders, shippers/consignees, individuals, companies, organizations or their agents and everyone gets the 
services provided within the port. 

1.7 VESSEL 

Means all floating units of every description and shall include in its meaning the term “Owners, Charterers, 
Operators and Mortgagees”. 

1.8 WOODEN FISHING BOAT  

Refers to the wooden boats with engine or without, and used for the purpose of commercial, literal and entertaining 
fishing. 

1.9 PRIVATE BOATS  

Refers to boats with engine or without, and used for the purpose of entertainment , cruise or travel in non-
commercial purposes. 
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1.10 SERVICES 

All services that are provided and executed within the port limits. 

1.11 DAY 

Periods and dates mentioned in this tariff is as per the Gregorian Calendar, a day is 24 hours or part thereof and a 
month is 30 days. 

1.12 TON / FREIGHT TONS ( FT ) 

The used “ton” unit is considered as freight ton and shall be determined by the metric tonne of 1,000 kg or the 
volume of one cubic meter whichever is greater. 

1.13 CARGO 

Any cargo either animal, agricultural, industrial or intellectual materials or products in solid, liquid or gas condition 
which is handled within the port limits. 

1.14 CONTAINER 

Mean all types and sizes of standard containers. 

1.15 CARGO AND CONTAINER BASE CHARGE  

Mean all rates stipulated in this tariff against the stevedoring, handling and storage services which will may be 
subject to additional charges in accordance with the nature of cargo and containers handled in terms of the type , 
wheight and size . 

1.16 LASHING/UNLASHING 

Lashing/unlashing onboard a vessel is done through specialized employment to remove the lashing secured to the 
containers, in order to discharge the containers and vice-versa to lash the containers  for securing after loading, this 
term exclude the materials and hot work needed. 

1.17 HANDLING OF HATCH COVER 

- Hatch cover, also called pontoons, is used to close the ship’s cargo hold.  

- To access the containers or cargo under deck, these hatch covers will be opened by using the gantry crane 
spreaders and to be loaded back to the vessel after completion of the loading/discharging operations under 
deck. 

1.18 PRE-COOL OF REEFER CONTAINER 

The supply of electrical power to reefer container in order to reach the required tempreature. 

1.19 OVERWEIGHT CONTAINER 

Any container having weight more than its permissible load will be considered as overweight and Mwani Qatar has 
the right to impose penalty or refuse to handle. 

1.20 OUT OF GUAGE CONTAINER 

Any container loaded with cargo exceeding the dimensions of standard container size as for the Length, Width or 
height shall be considered as OOG and require special handling equipment. 
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1.21 BULK CARGO 

Means the dry or liquid bulk cargoes being handled loose to or from the vessel by means of grabs, conveying systems 
vacuum equipment or pumps. 

1.22  RO-RO CARGO 

Means all vehicles, mechanical equipment and other units having wheels and self motive power and capable of 
being driven out of or into the vessel without using any lifting equipments. 

1.23 GENERAL CARGO 

Means all types of conventional cargo which is not defined as a specific type of cargo. 

1.24  OVERSIZE AND OVERWEIGHT GENERAL CARGO 

Is the packages of Length more than 12 meter , Width 3 meter , Height 3 meter and  Weight more than 20 tons. 

1.25  DANGEROUS, HAZARDOUS CARGO (DG) 

Means all dangerous goods listed in the International Maritime Dangerous Goods Code (IMDG). 

1.26  PORT WAREHOUSES 

Warehouses, dry and cold stores within port’s limit, or part of, may be leased upon request and subject to 
availability. 

1.27 STORAGE YARDS 

Is the yards dedicated for storing import, export and transhipment cargo within port limit. 

1.28 OPEN / COVERED STORAGE YARDS, PARKING AREAS AND/OR HANDLING YARDS 

Refers to those areas within port limits where cargo or containers stored and considered as chargable port storage 
areas. 

1.29 FREE STORAGE DAYS  

The number of free storage days of container/cargo within the port’s limit, free of storage charges.  

1.30 TRANSSHIPMENT 

Means import cargoes or containers discharged from a vessel for the purpose of shipment to another port either 
directly or after bieng stored in the port yards for specific period of time, and not allowed to gate out  from port’s 
limit. 

1.31 HOURLY , DAILY , SHIFT RATES 

Is the rates charged per hour, day , shift or part thereof. 
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1.32 GROSS TONNAGE / GROSS REGISTERED TONNAGE ( GT \ GRT ) 

Means gross tonnage or gross registered tonnage of a vessel as is recorded in the valid International Tonnage 
Certificate. 

1.33    Passengers 

              Are the persons and individuals onboard the vessel, declared in the passenger list. 

1.34   Crew 

              Are the personnels and individuals employed on the vessel and declared in the records and crew list.  

 

2.     TARIFF RULES AND PROVISIONS 

2.1 PORT RULES AND INSTRUCTIONS 
At all times , it must be adhered to the rules and instructions issued by Mwani Qatar,  applicable within port limit. 
 

2.2 ACCEPTANCE OF TARIFF CONDITIONS 
Usage of port facilities by users means straight approval and confirmation on the terms and conditions contained 
in this tariff. 
 

2.3 RESPONSIBILITIES FOR DAMAGES TO PORT FACILITY 
All port users responsible for any damages occured due to use of any of the port facilities, Mwani Qatar have the 
rights to oblige users for maintenance ,or to do the required maintenance and prompt the port user with expenses. 
  

2.4 APPLICATION AND INTERPRETATION OF THE TARIFF 
The rates and charges in this tariff apply to all port users unless otherwise is specified in an appendix. 
 

2.5  ALTERATION TO TARIFF  
Mwani Qatar reserves the right to take the necessary action to amend, change, edit or issue an appendix to any or 
all of the rates and charges stated in this tariff from time to time with or without any notice in advance.  
 

2.6 CURRENCY 
All stated rates are payable in Qatari Riyal (QR). 
 

2.7 CARGO MEASUREMENT UNIT  
The Freight Ton (FT) will be considered, based on the B/L and/or cargo manifest. However, Mwani Qatar reserves 
the right to carry out random check of measurement of any cargo for the purpose of measurment verification. In 
case of discrepancy , the rates will be charged as per Mwani Qatar measurements. 

 
2.8 INSURANCE 

Charges published in this tariff do not include any insurance coverage of cargo, containers, vessels or other 
equipment. It is the port user’s responsibility to provide such insurance coverage on all arrived cargoes, containers, 
vessels and equipment during its port stay period. 
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2.9  DOCUMENTS REVIEW  
Mwani Qatar reserves the right to review all cargo related document and other vessel or cargo related 
information, for the purpose of audit and verify the declared documents in order to determine the applicable 
charges.  

2.10  EQUIPMENT HIRE 
 Equipment hire is subject to equipment availability and as per Mwani Qatar tariff. 

2.11 TRANSIT CARGO 
Is All types of Containers & Cargo, Imported or Exported via Hamad Port, including: 

- Inland transit through one of State of Qatar border gate 
- Transit by sea through any other Sea Port in State of Qatar 
- Cargo and containers handled in  any Economic/Free-zones in State of Qatar for the purpose of manufacturing, 

assembling or storing and re-export 
- Cargo imported and/or exported through Qatar Airports (Sea/Air Freight Shipment) 

 
30% discount apply on the stevedoring, handling and storage of this Tariff for all Transit cargo and containers 
handled via Hamad Port and not for domestic use. 

 
2.12 SPECIAL AGREEMENTS 

Special agreements with the shipping lines and port users is granted under the discretion of Mwani Qatar and will 
be determined on case by case basis, and will be an exception from the rates mentioned in this tariff. 
 

2.13 PAYMENT IN ADVANCE 
- All local agents and/or shipping lines are obliged to sign a credit agreement with Mwani Qatar.  
- Vessels calling a port and protected by a non-contracted local agent, which has no credit agreement, shall be 

required to deposit 80% of the operations performa invoice in advance, before berthing of the vessel. 
 

2.14 PAYMENT OF INVOICES 
- All invoices will be issued within 3 working days starting from the next day after departure of the vessel and to 

be settled within 30 calender days of receival of the invoice. 
- Review and amend inquiries by the agent will be accepted within 5 working days of receival date of the invoice. 
- Delay of payment will lead to a fine of 1% per day of the invoices amount with a maximum of 10% and the port 

user may be denied from further use of the port facilities until all outstanding charges have been settled. 
 

2.15 CUT-OFF TIME OF CARGO 
Is the dead-line date/time defined by Mwani Qatar for receival of export containers or cargo.  
 

2.16  STORAGE TIMINGS 
Container/cargo storage at Mwani Qatar ports will count as from  00:00 hrs. to 23:59 hrs. 
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2.17  PORT WORKING HOURS 
 

2.17.1 OFFICE ADMINISTRATION 
Administration office working hours at  the port are from 07:00 hours to 15:00 hours, during weekly working days. 

 

2.17.2  PORT OPERATIONS AND GATES 
- Port’s operations department is on 24/7 basis .  
- Operations stop 2 hours every Friday for Jomaa Prayer . 
- During the Holy Month of Ramadan, operations stop daily 2 hours for iftar and 1 hour for sohour. 

 
2.17.3 OVERTIME 

 Public holidays are subject to overtime system where labor rate charges mentioned in this tariff will be applied in    
addition to the cargo and containers base charges. 
 

2.18 BOOKING & CANCELATION OF GANG, EQUIPMENT AND MARINE UNITS 
- Booking of gangs to be with notice in advance not less than 24 hrs. 
- Cancellation of gangs to be with notice in advance not less than 6  hrs. before vessel berth. 
- Booking of mobile harbor cranes or other equipment to be be with notice in advance not less than 6  hrs. 
- Cancellation of booked mobile harbor crane to be be with notice in advance not less than 2  hrs before 

operations start. 
- In case vessel / yard / warehouse labors or any other activity are kept on waiting without operations,  the 

cost of labours plus equipment shall be for the account of the requesting party. 
 

2.19 MARINE SERVICES 
2.19.1             PILOTAGE 

- Pilotage is compulsory for all vessels calling the Port. 
- Pilotage charges are levied as per the vessel GT/GRT per hour or part thereof from the time of pilot embark 

the vessel till the time disembarks. 
 

2.19.2  PILOT LAUNCH 
- The Pilot launch use for embarking / disembarking of the pilot to and from the vessel either from the pilot 

station to the vessel or between the vessels. 
- In case the pilot launch will be used for other purposes, charges will apply as per the relevant operation 

tariff. 
 

2.19.3 PORT DUES 
- Port Dues will be levied on all Vessels using the Port Facilities.  
- All port dues charges are based on vessel’s gross tonnage (GT/GRT).  
- The Calculations of the Port dues will be applied per 24 hours, from the date and time of vessel arrival to 

the berth till the date and time of departure of the berth.  
- Vessels not holding Tonnage certificate, the port dues will be applied based on the vessel Displacement. 
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2.19.4   WEATHER AND FORCE MAJEURE 
Port users will not be charged for any rates or penalties in case if the operations and navigation is suspended 
due to wind speed or weather condition as these cases are considered as a force majeure. 
 

2.19.5 ANCHORAGE AREA 
- Anchorage fees will apply to vessels using the inner or outer anchorage based on the vessel’s gross tonnage, 

per day or part thereof.  
- Vessel using the anchorage area waiting for port acceptance to berth or due to adverse weather are 

exempted from the anchorage fees. 
 

2.19.6 VESSEL MOORING 
Mooring gangs are to fasten the ships mooring ropes on the berth bollards and in case of mooring gang 
kept waiting due to delay of the vessel or her agent, delay charges will apply per hour or part thereof. 

 
2.19.7 TOWAGE 

- Towage service is compulsory during berthing and unberthing of vessels.  
- Minimum number of tugs for each vessel is at the discretion of Mwani Qatar.  

 
2.19.8 VACATING A BERTH 

- Mwani Qatar reserves the right to instruct a vessel to vacate its allocated berth upon completion of 
discharging and/or loading operations or if the agreed productivity is not achieved or in case of not adhere 
to port rules and regulations.  

- In case that Mwani Qatar accept the vessel to remain on the berth without operations, QR 0.5 per GT per 
24 hours will be charged, with minimum charge of QR 2,000 per 24 hours. 

 
2.19.9 BERTH OCCUPATION 

a) Port tariff will apply to the vessel double banking 
b) Cargo, container and passenger vessels are allowed to occupy the berth without operations only for two 

hours before start of operations, two hours during the operations and two hours after completion. 
c) Charges of QR 0.5 per GT per 24 hours with a minimum charge of QR 2,000 per 24 hours is applicable, after 

Mwani Qatar approval, in the following cases:  
- Berth occupation by cargo, container or passenger vessels without operations for more than the 

two hours stated in paragraph (b) of this clause. 
- Vessels occupying the berth for reasons not related to the loading and discharging operations. 

 
2.20 DANGEROUS GOODS CHARGES 

Dangerous goods are accepted in the port after a pre-coordination and approvalof Mwani Qatar and 50% 
surcharge will apply  on the stevedoring, handling & storage charges for all import, export and transshipment 
cargoes and containers. 
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2.21 REEFER CONTAINERS MONITORING CHARGES 
Reefer monitoring charges include the electrical power supply, monitoring of the reefer container temprature 
and plugging/un-plugging services. 

 
2.22 PRE-TRIP INSPECTION (PTI) 

- Pre-trip inspection is carried out for reefer containers prior being stuffed with cargo.  
- On request, Mwani Qatar may perform the PTI activity in accordance with this tariff. 
- Delivery of full reeefer containers from container terminal will not be allowed without portable generator 

( Gen-Set ). 
 

2.23 MOVEMENT OF GOODS FOR CUSTOMS INSPECTION 
The transport of a container/cargo to/from customs inspection area by terminal means of transportation and 
labors, if required by custom, is subject to additional charges payable by the consignee or shipper. 

 
2.24 WHARF CLEANING CHARGES 

Cleaning of the wharf and disposal of garbage result from cargo loading and discharging operations, is on ship's 
account and will be charged for each 6 CBM skip. 

 
2.25 STEVEDORING AND HANDLING SERVICES 

 

2.25.1 CONTAINER TERMINAL STEVEDORING AND HANDLING SERVICES INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING: 
- Discharging / Loading from/to the vessel by STS. 
- Transportation from / to the container yard. 
- Stacking in the assigned container yard. 
- Receive or delivery to / from the shipper or consignee truck. 

 
RULES AND PROVISIONS :- 

- Overweight or Out of Gauge container is subject to a surcharge of 50% on stevedoring and handling charges in 
addition to the used gears & equipment charges. 

- Out of Gauge cargo surcharge 50% on handling charges at CFS 
- For Break Bulk Cargo handled in the container terminal, the General Cargo terminal charges will apply (in freight 

ton) in addition to the OOG container surcharge  
- Non-cellular Vessel is subject to a surcharge of 10% per unit in addition to the stevedoring and handling charges. 
- Stevedoring and handling of bundled flat-rack containers will be charged per each container.  
- Maximum number of flat-racks per bundle is up to twist lock SWL. 
- All IMDG, OOG & Break-Bulk Cargoes are accepted subject to pre-approval request from Shipping Line or their 

agents 
- Cargo/Container subject to Direct Delivery will be received and handled in the port after an undertaking from 

shipping line or their agents   
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2.25.2 GENERAL CARGO TERMINAL STEVEDORING AND HANDLING SERVICES INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING: 
- Stevedoring service means discharging from  the vessel to the wharf (excluding unhooking) , or vice versa. 
- Cargo Handling means the service of unhooking, transportation and offload of cargo in the storage yard within 

port limits, or vice versa. 
 

RULES AND PROVISIONS:- 
- Direct delivery / receival handling charges includes the service of unhooking and load directly to consignee 

means of transportation. 
- In-direct delivery handling charges includes unhooking, transportation from berth to storage yard and loads to 

consignee truck, exclude the storage charges. 
- In-direct receival for export general cargo include off-load from shipper truck to storage yard and transportation 

to the wharf, exclude the storage charges. 
- Lashing\unlashing and dunnage collection inside cargo holds will be charged per man hour or part thereof. 
- 50% Surcharge on the stevedoring, handling & storage for all dangerous cargoes. 
- 50% Surcharge on the stevedoring, handling & storage for all frozen or chilled cargoes. 
- At general cargo terminal, priority to use mobile harbour cranes and telescopic cranes, vessel's gears will be 

used only in case if mobile harbour cranes and telescopic cranes are not available or after approval of Mwani 
Qatar. 

- For oversize and overweight cargoes with unsuitable configuration for handling with standard equipment, the 
consignee or his agent must make separate arrangements with Mwani Qatar in advance . 

- 30% Surcharge will apply on the stevedoring, handling and storage of oversize or overweight cargo, in addtion 
to mobile harbour crane charges in case if used. 

- Pre-notification of required number of gangs is to be requested and agreed on 48 hrs prior vessel arrival. 
 

Palletised/unitised cargo shall fulfill the following conditions :- 
- Small packages should be wrapped and/or strapped together on a pallet. 
- The overall height and dimension of the pallet should be standard , compatible to handle by forklift 

trucks and pallet trucks. 
- The palletized unit should not exceed 2.5 tons in weight or 2 cubic meters in measurement and the 

longest side of the cargo must not be more than 2 meters. 

2.25.3 RORO TERMINAL STEVEDORING AND HANDLING SERVICES INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING: 
- Discharging from the vessel’s deck to the assigned yard, or vice versa. 
- Delivery service of Import RO-RO cargoes include the delivery of vehicles to the consignee by his own drivers 

and/or his means of transportation. 
- Packing on  line’s mafi for export will be charged as per the rates of Equipment and Manpower utilized.   

 
RULES AND PROVISIONS:- 
Stevedoring charges of RORO cargo include the usage of one terminal tractor and in case of using two terminal 
tractors, the second terminal tractor and or Mafi will be charged separately. 
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2.25.4 LIVESTOCK TERMINAL RULES AND PROVISIONS: 
- Handling operations of livestock at the port are accepted only on direct delivery basis. 
- Dead animal disposal to be in compliance with article (7) of law no. 1 of 1985 regarding animal health.  
- Discharging operations starts only after quarantine and relevant authorities’ approval. 

2.25.5 DRY AND LIQUID BULK CARGO TERMINAL RULES AND PROVISIONS: 
- Bulk cargoes handling operations accepted only on direct delivery basis. 
- Vessels should be equipped for bulk cargo handling operations.  
- Ramp, conveyor belt, vacuum machines, grabs, loaders, hoppers, pumps and required equipment for 

stevedoring to be provided by consignee / shipper. 
 

2.25.6 CFS RULES AND PROVISIONS: 
- Storage period in DG Store shall not exceed one month. 
- Detailed packing list to be provided prior de-stuffing / stuffing of containers, receive, delivery or any storage 

operations. 
 

2.26 DELIVERY AND RECEIVE METHOD (DIRECT / IN-DIRECT) 
Direct or In-Direct delivery/receive will be up to the agent request and subject to availability of storage space. 

 
2.26.1 DELAYS OF DIRECT DELIVERY/DIRECT RECEIVE  

- The consignee/shipper (or his agent) must ensure the provision of sufficient number of trucks to enable a 
smooth and continuous stevedoring operations. Incase of non compliance, the charges of berth occupation 
without operations will be debited to the shipper/consignee or his agent. 

- In case of port stayof loaded trucks for more than 12 hrs, storage charges will apply without free days. 
 

2.26.2 IN-DIRECT DELIVERY/ IN-DIRECT RECEIVAL 
- For export cargo, charges include receival from shipper trucks in the port’s yards, storage and 

transportation on Mwani Qatar equipment to under vessel’s hook,  
- For import cargo transportation from under vessel’s hook by Mwani Qatar equipment to the Port’s yards 

for storage then load on consignee truck.  
- Storage charges is excluded from the above service and will be charged separately as per Mwani Qatar 

tariff. 
 

2.27 REMOVAL OF OBJECTIONABLE CARGO 
Mwani Qatar reserves the right to inspect or shift any cargo or containers which in its judgment is likely to 
damage other cargo or property, at the responsibilty  and expense of owner of the cargo or his agent or the 
vessel, after Custom's approval. 

 
2.28 WEIGHBRIDGE 

Where the Terminal gates and warehouses are equiped with weighbridges, it is compulsory to weigh all 
import / export cargo & containers as per SOLAS requirements. 
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2.29 SERVICES NOT INCLUDED IN THIS TARIFF 
- In case the port will provide services not included in this tariff, Mwani Qatar tariff for Doha Port or Al-Ruwais 

Port will apply. 
- Rates of other services not included in any of the previously mentioned Mwani Qatar Port tariffs will be 

calculated separately and shall be evaluated by Mwani Qatar. 
 

2.30 DATA AND INFORMATION 
In case the port user will declare an incorrect data or information, the following will apply: 

- A miss-declaration penalty of QR 5,000 for each case will apply  
- All the additional expenses result from the miss-declaration will be charged to the port user.  
- In case Mwani Qatar reject the receive of cargo or vessel with incorrect information, the port user will be 

responsible for all the expenses of re-export or departure from the port. 
 

2.31 EXEMPTION CASES 
Exemption of part or all of the storage charges of general cargo, containers, vehicles and trailers is granted 
under the discretion of Mwani Qatar incase if the delay of receive or delivery of these cargoes is due to Mwani 
Qatar and subject to the following: 

- Clearance delays not caused due to the negligence or carelessness of the concerened person, such as negligence 
is the failure to obtain prior approvals and permits for the import or export of cargoes. 

- Failure to pay all port fees before the cargo release. 
 

Storage charges will be waived for containers and cargo rejected by State of Qatar govermental authorities in 
case of disposal in or out of State of Qatar on case by case basis after Mwani Qatar approval. 

 
2.32 SHIPS WITH QATARI FLAG  

Vessels with Qatari flag are granted the following exemptions: 
 

- 50% of port dues charges  
- 100% of anchorage fees 

 
 

v Mwani Qatar has the right to adabt the number of free storage days for cargoes and containers in the port’s 
warehouses and yards provided in this tariff, either by increase or decrease, according to the utilization and 
operations requirement in order to ensure smooth handling and to avoid congestion of cargoes at the port. 
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3. MARINE SERVICES TARIFF 

3.1 PORT DUES 

Tariff Category Unit of Measurement QR 

Port Dues Per GT per 24 hours 0.15 

Notes 

- Port dues minimum charge for vessels of 5,001 GT and above is QR 2,000 per vessel per 24 hours. 
- Port dues minimum charge for vessels of 1,001 GT up to 5,000 GT is QR 1,000 per vessel per 24 hours. 
- Port dues minimum charge for vessels less than 1,001 GT is QR 300 per vessel per 24 hours.

Jurídica, presentó a la Gerencia General el Informe “Propuesta de Fijación Tarifaria del Servicio 
Especial Descarga y envío de información de parámetros de contenedor reefer en el Terminal 
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Norte Multipropósito del Terminal Portuario del Callao”, adjuntando la información a que se refiere 
el Artículo 20 del Reglamento General de Tarifas de Ositrán. 
 
En la sesión de Consejo Directivo N° 773-2022-CD-OSITRAN, del 24 de agosto de 2022, la 
Gerencia de Regulación y Estudios Económicos solicitó a los miembros del Consejo Directivo del 
Ositrán realizar precisiones en el Informe “Propuesta de Fijación Tarifaria del Servicio Especial 
Descarga y envío de información de parámetros de contenedor reefer en el Terminal Norte 
Multipropósito del Terminal Portuario del Callao” presentado mediante Memorando N° 00140-
2022-GRE-OSITRAN, las cuales fueron aceptadas y se recogen en el presente documento. 
 
DEFINICIÓN Y ALCANCE DEL SERVICIO ESPECIAL 

 
Para la definición y alcance del Servicio Especial “Descarga y envío de información de 
parámetros de contenedor reefer” se ha tomado en cuenta lo indicado en la Resolución N° 008-
2022-CD-OSITRAN, sustentada en el Informe N° 018-2022-IC-OSITRAN (GRE-GAJ), que 
dispuso el inicio del presente procedimiento tarifaria, según la cual: 

 
• El servicio consiste en la descarga electrónica de la información histórica de 

parámetros (también conocido como Datalog) que contiene la computadora o CPU 
de un contenedor reefer y el envío de la información descargada al usuario o 
solicitante. La información descargada - también denominada data horaria pues 
provee información de parámetros por hora- incluye la fecha y hora de encendido de 
alarmas, apagados y encendidos del contenedor, controles previos al viaje realizado 
(PTI realizados), temperaturas y otros, siendo que la antigüedad de dicha información 
puede ser del último viaje, de los últimos 30 a 90 días o de un rango de fechas. 

 

• El servicio objeto de fijación tarifaria es demandado por las líneas navieras, que en 
su calidad de dueñas de los contenedores reefer, son las que requieren verificar el 
correcto funcionamiento de su contenedor en el último viaje o en un periodo histórico 
para diversos fines, entre ellos, cuando surgen controversias con sus clientes. 

 
METODOLOGÍA 

  
En línea con lo señalado en el Informe N° 018-2022-IC-OSITRAN, que sustentó la Resolución 
de Consejo Directivo N° 008-2022-CD-OSITRAN, sobre la base de la información disponible en 
esa etapa del procedimiento, se considera que la metodología de tarificación comparativa 
(benchmarking) constituye una metodología apropiada para la determinación de la tarifa del 
servicio especial materia de análisis en este caso.  

 
PROPUESTA DE APMT 

 
El Concesionario propuso que la tarifa por el Servicio Especial de “Descarga y envío de 
información de parámetros de contenedor reefer” se fije por contenedor de veinte (20) o cuarenta 
(40) pies, para lo cual propone una muestra final de doce (12) terminales portuarios nacionales 
e internacionales.  

 
Así, la tarifa propuesta por el Concesionario corresponde al promedio de la muestra seleccionada 
por APMT que incluye Terminal Portuario de Paita, Port Sokhna, Port Said, Terminal Muelle Sur 
del Callao, Port Salalah, Bahrein Port, Port of Mina Rashid, Port of Jebel Ali, Tanger Med, Porto 
di Ravenna, Mobile Port y Hamad Port:

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PROPUESTA TARIFARIA DEL OSITRÁN 
 

Según el Artículo 1 del RETA, la regulación tarifaria relativa a los servicios derivados de la 
explotación de las Infraestructuras de Transporte de Uso Público es competencia exclusiva del 
Ositrán, de acuerdo con lo establecido en el literal b) del numeral 7.1 de la Ley N° 26917, Ley de 
Supervisión de la inversión Privada en Infraestructura de Transporte de Uso Público y Promoción 
de los Servicios de Transporte Aéreo. 

 
En esta línea, el artículo 2 del RETA, dispone que, en ejercicio de la función de la función 
reguladora, corresponde al Ositrán: 

 

• Establecer sistemas tarifarios. 
• Fijar y revisar las tarifas o tarifas máximas aplicables a la prestación de los 

servicios derivados de la explotación de las ITUP, así como establecer las 
condiciones para su aplicación y revisión. 

• Fijar y revisar las tarifas o determinar los niveles tarifarios en los casos en que el 
contrato de concesión así lo establezca, incluyendo la metodología, el periodo de 
vigencia o el periodo de revisión regular o extraordinario, de ser el caso. 

• Desregular las tarifas cuando se verifique la existencia de condiciones de 
competencia. 

• Establecer el conjunto de reglas y disposiciones a los que deberán sujetarse las 
Entidades Prestadoras en el establecimiento y aplicación de sus tarifas, de 
conformidad con el marco normativo y contractual aplicable.  

 
Es preciso indicar que, conforme al artículo IV del Título Preliminar del RETA, el sistema tarifario 
comprende tres elementos: (i) la estructura tarifaria, (ii) la unidad de cobro y (iii) el nivel tarifario 
máximo que debe ser considerado. Estos tres componentes forman parte de la presente fijación 
Tarifaria de Ositrán. 

 
Bajo la metodología de tarificación comparativa (benchmarking), la tarifa que se determine será 
aquella que resulte de promediar las tarifas de una muestra de terminales portuarios que brindan 
un servicio características similares al servicio de “Descarga y envío de información de 
parámetros de contenedor reefer”. 

 
En ese sentido, en el presente caso se han seleccionado ocho (8) terminales portuarios que 
cumplen con los criterios de: a) disponibilidad de información pública y detallada, b) alcances de 

los servicios que sean comparables y c) no consignan valores extremos (el cálculo incluyó la 

estandarización de las tarifas cobradas en dichos terminales portuarios, así como la aplicación 
del test estadístico de Tukey, Criterio de Chauvenet y Criterio de Peirce). 

 
Considerando lo anterior, la tarifa máxima determinada por Ositrán que el Concesionario podrá 
cobrar a los usuarios que soliciten el Servicio “Descarga y envío de información de parámetros 
de contenedor reefer” será de USD 20,30 por contenedor de 20 o 40 pies, tal como se muestra 
a continuación:
